I'm standing on top of the hill with my binoculars looking for them to come back.

I said, three cigar shaped aircraft hovering in a mist of fog.

They said, that's exactly what we saw.

132

And you don't really bug me about it.

I don't know these people.

149

I've never met them before personally.

150

They are full climbers here like we are.

151

Okay.

We're in Lake of the Oaks.

153

00:06:53,000 --> 00:06:55,000

We've got 1,400 or so miles of shorelines.

155

It's the vacation cap from the west.

156

00:06:57,000 --> 00:06:59,000

So a lot of people, they retired and they lived down here.



157

These people, they retired a couple.

158

A lot of people, they're only down here on weekends during the warm months.

Okay.

These people lived down here.

161

They stopped and got out and tried to photograph it.

162

And the only thing that really bugged me about what they said was is they go,

163

but we couldn't get the lenses off our camera.

Why couldn't they?

The idea of like a carnival cruise or something, you know?

And these things were looking at me, out the windows in all three cracks.

I was like on display all of a sudden.

Did you hear any sound?

And none of us that saw it down here, and I've got quite a few witnesses,

181

not necessarily just people that are in my household and my family around here,

182

but other witnesses that all live in these houses around here.

There's a bunch of us that saw it.

184

And I called white men and they told me their phone was ringing off the loud.

I said, I said, I called and I said, hey, I said, I don't know if they know what's going on,

187

but operator, I said, you tell them this is a collect call from a person who just had,

188

although this sounds movie, of course, a kind of second kind.

189

They accepted my collect call and talked to me,

190

transferred me to some big shot up there, right in the Air Force Base at the radar.

And he goes, yeah, he says, our phone's ringing off the wall from Kansas City to Camdenton.

193

Now, I live about 20 miles as the bird flies out of Camdenton.

194

Okay, when these craft took off, did they mist reappear around them?

195

00:08:49,000 --> 00:08:51,000

It never left them.



196

Okay.

197

00:08:52,000 --> 00:08:54,000

It was like continuously there.

198

00:08:54,000 --> 00:08:56,000

What color was that mist?

199

00:08:56,000 --> 00:08:57,000

Like fog.

200

00:08:57,000 --> 00:08:59,000

Like white, off, off white?

201

00:08:59,000 --> 00:09:00,000

Okay.

202

It was night, we had no moon.

203

00:09:01,000 --> 00:09:02,000

It was grayish white.

204

00:09:02,000 --> 00:09:03,000

Okay.

205

00:09:03,000 --> 00:09:08,000

But it like, when, I'm standing outside in my driveway, looking out across the lake,

206

00:09:08,000 --> 00:09:10,000

something all of us, I mean, it was really weird.

207

00:09:10,000 --> 00:09:12,000

It was like something told me, turn around.

208

00:09:12,000 --> 00:09:15,000

And my body all of a sudden, we've burnt surroundings.



209

It does, I look up in the sky and just like out of the movie, like a polar guy or something.

210

00:09:20,000 --> 00:09:22,000

And I mean, this isn't even, this isn't even real.

211

00:09:22,000 --> 00:09:25,000

I don't know how I can even talk to you about this, but I got to talk to somebody.

212

00:09:25,000 --> 00:09:31,000

This cloud of mist, steam fog, whatever you want to call it, just comes rolling up over the tops of
the trees.

213

00:09:31,000 --> 00:09:35,000

And it's so thick and so loaded, it's gulping the tops of the tree limbs.

214

00:09:35,000 --> 00:09:43,000

And I'm looking at it, and as I look at it, I see these three things that look like car headlights
on a row.



215

They're facing two west, but they're moving east.

216

00:09:47,000 --> 00:09:49,000

And I'm going, what the hell?

217

00:09:49,000 --> 00:09:53,000

There's no cars up there that can be doing that.

218

And all of a sudden, they cease to move.

219

00:09:56,000 --> 00:09:59,000

And when they cease to move, the fog began to thin.

220

00:09:59,000 --> 00:10:00,000

Okay.

221

00:10:00,000 --> 00:10:06,000



As the fog thinned, you could see lights, you could see the shape, you could see these craft.

222

00:10:06,000 --> 00:10:12,000

Now, I don't know what color they were, but they appeared in the dark sky.

223

00:10:12,000 --> 00:10:22,000

And at this time, the reason I say I think they were dark green is because these lights shining out
the back of them were so bright

224

00:10:22,000 --> 00:10:24,000

that they illuminated the mist.

225

00:10:24,000 --> 00:10:25,000

Okay.

226

00:10:25,000 --> 00:10:26,000

The spark or whatever.

227

00:10:26,000 --> 00:10:32,000

The fog gave the appearance that these craft were a dark green color, but they could have been dark
blue, they could have been dark anything.



228

They weren't dark, they could have, but they were a dark color.

229

00:10:35,000 --> 00:10:37,000

They were undoubtedly dying.

230

00:10:37,000 --> 00:10:39,000

And any shadow of a doubt, they were cigar shaped.

231

00:10:39,000 --> 00:10:44,000

There was no cockpit windows as cockpit windows would be in a jet as we know it.

232

00:10:44,000 --> 00:10:49,000

The only windows went down the side like an airliner's windows.

233

00:10:49,000 --> 00:10:58,000

And then there was pods on the back that really resembled pods that a jet engine would have on the
back of like a 727 or something.



234

Okay.

235

00:10:59,000 --> 00:11:10,000

And on top of them, there was a round circle of green glowing light, not real intensely bright, but
glowing, edmall green.

236

Obviously like some kind of a round dome shaped projectile that sat on top of the made light.

237

Now out of the back of these pods, now the pods were pointed on the front.

238

And if the mist was enough, I can't describe the exact appearance of them, but they looked more or
less like they were pointed on the front.

I couldn't move my body, I couldn't, I'm 20 feet from a plate glass window, a picture window for
where everybody was sitting and you're watching TV.

I wasn't, for some reason, and this is what scares me the most, or what's got me upset the most, is
I wasn't able to scream to anybody in the house.

My body froze, that's to it.

I wasn't able to move.

250

00:12:20,000 --> 00:12:26,000

As these things hovered there, dead still in the air, I couldn't move until they started to move
away.

251

When they started to move away, then all of a sudden I could move again.

252

00:12:30,000 --> 00:12:37,000



There was at least to give you a minimum, 15 to 20 is minimum.

253

00:12:37,000 --> 00:12:40,000

I'd say 30 is maximum.

254

00:12:40,000 --> 00:12:45,000

Windows down the side, directly resembling total windows of a jetliner.

255

00:12:45,000 --> 00:12:52,000

But to be honest with you, I'm so upset from the situation, I can't tell you if they were square
around.

256

00:12:52,000 --> 00:12:58,000

And the light was coming out of them so brightly that it would be hard to tell you if they were
square around.

257

00:12:58,000 --> 00:13:02,000

There was an incredible light coming out of the inside of the thing.

258

00:13:02,000 --> 00:13:10,000

But the light undoubtedly showed the fact that there was things, creatures, what everyone termed



it, behind each and every window.

259

Looking out and pointing.

260

00:13:12,000 --> 00:13:15,000

I mean, there were several of them that were pointing at me.

261

00:13:15,000 --> 00:13:18,000

Right, well, I got them in exhibit at the zoo.

262

In a aquarium.

263

00:13:20,000 --> 00:13:25,000

And they stopped their dead end, and what really got me was the way they hovered into a stair step
position.

264

00:13:25,000 --> 00:13:34,000

The closest one moved up, the bell one moved down a little, and the one on the farthest one moved
down even yet to where it damn near touched the tree tops here.

Now I'm talking, we're talking this craft was six feet over the trees, and it's mist was covering
and golfing the trees on top of the hill above me.

266

200 feet, 300 feet above me.

And they moved down into stair steps so that all three craft, I looked at all three rows of
windows, done all three crafts, and I could see these occupants, whatever you want to turn them,
turn them in all three windows.
