Dr. Gloria Machado, a physician and
a psychiatrist in Rio de Janeiro, was
stunned by what she saw in the city.

“There was a fire which didn’t burn
anything, flashes of light that exploded
in'the tree tops. And indoors I saw a box
of matches floating in mid-air. There
were bottles breaking and chairs flying
around.”’

Dr. Machado’s husband, Mario, the
president of the Brazilian Association of
Parapsychology, was in a crowd watch-
ing the UFOs’ bright lights and decided
to try to communicate with them.

“After calming everyone down we
began experimenting with the alphabet,
uttering the letters A, B and C. Sounds
from the lights were heard apparently
matching our code.

“The letter D was uttered long and
hard. And lights flashed everywhere ac-
companied by a loud beat. We managed
to establish a contact. The lights then
stopped all of a sudden.”
