Mystery remains

THE Nottingham UFO Investigation Society has
released an interim report about a group of sightings
in the Ashbourne area of Derbyshire in August, 1530,
Although the report has gone into every detail of the
witnesses’ reports, no conclusions have been reached.
The first sightings were observed from a camp site
at Beresford Dale by two independent groups of wit-
nesses who described the phiect.as large, oval shaped
and moving horizontally.
Others described it as being the size of a medium-
sized air-craft flying at an estimated height of 1,500 ft.
Another sighting occurred at Shirley, Derbyshire,
and was described by a witness as looking like a big
jumbod—jet at close quarters with about a dozen lights
around it.
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
