
' Witnesses as widely separated as Marin County and 
th~ South Bay last nJght reported seeing a pair of · flashes along the East Bay shoreline in Southern 
Alameda County, but local and federal authorities said they _had no· explanation for the mysterious l~ghts. ' 

. ~ The lights- which appeared to. be explosions near Freinont or Union City to witnesses in the North and 
We~·t Bay - flared briefly around 11 p.m., and were . visible for miles. One caller said he thought he could see 'flames leaping into the sky following the flashes, but ·.other witnesses failed to report any fire. · 

Dispatchers at the Oakland. Hayward, Union City, 
Fremont, and San Leandro police departments and at the Alameda County sheriff's department sai,d they were baffled by the flashes, and had received no reports of fires or explosions .
