A HOODED man raped a

Police probed Mr Adams­
ki's background in an 
attempt to find clues to his 
death. 

But they found that he· 
dnmkli�e, did not gamble, 
showed no interest in poli­
tics and was unlikely to 
have enemies · 

Coroner M r Turnbull 
adjourned the inquest three 
times and appealed for any­
one who could solve the 

. riddle to come forward. 
Eventually he recorded 

an open verdict. 
Mr Tumbull said: "An 

open verdict means that 
this case is still technically 
under investigation." 

Hypnosis 
Mr Graham Birdsall, area 

co-ordinator for Contact 
International UK, the 
largest UFO study move­
ment, said: ''There is world­
wide interest in this case. It 
is the biggest UFO story !or 
many years. 

"The tact that the police 
have even considered the 

possibility of UFO involve­
ment is unique." 

. Mr Birdsall and Mr Wal• 
ter Reid, of the British UFO 
Research Association, con· 
ftrmed that the PC involved 
underwent hypnosis. 

"There is no obvious 
explanation why the body 
was there", said Mr Reid. 
"It would seem he was liter· 
ally dropped there". 

Mr Adamski's widow, who 
is con1ined to a wheelchair, 
said: "He was a good man 
With no enemies. 

"He must have been kid· 
napped, by who or what 
and for what reason, I don't 
think I will ever know." 

Police tiles remain open 
on Mr Ad amski. UFO 
enthusiasts' rues list him as
