In the village of Kausa in Heinola county (8 km from Heinola 
city) farmer Yrjo Laitinen found, on the last day of Septem­
ber, when clearing away straw, a small mysterious hole at 
the side of a small forets field. Ap�rently the hole was 
caused by some object, fallen from above. The opening, some 
70 cm wide, extende� into several metres' depth and was 
almost entirely filled by water. On 28.9. at 22 o'clock 
a strong voice (no nearer identification) was heard in the 
vicinity, it might have some connection with the incident. 

On Sunday 4.10. special lecturer Martti Lehtinen from the 
Geology Institute of Helsinki University performed preliminary 
investigations at the site. He thought the object could be 
a mereor (meteorite?) as the opening in the field was round. 
With the help of metal rods some hard object, with a width 
of maybe half a meter, was found. Aa couple of days later, 
when trying to lift out the object, there was no trace of it. 
At this writing the mystery of the strange crater is still 
unsolved. 

The crater of Heinola has aroused a great interest. 
During the first days the spot was visited by represent­

atives of the press, police1defence forces and UFO investig­
ators.
