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Space aliens se up lleatlquarters 
in wilderness areas of tile worJtl ··

Space aliens are using the remote, hostile regions of 

Earth as secret landing sites for their starships! 
That's the astonishing claim 

of Frederick Jungworth, a 
German-born UFO researcher, 
who said the growing number of 
sightings indicates that space 
beings have set up base~ in re­
mote areas of the globe. 

"Almost on a daily basis, we 
are getting incredible UFO 
sighting reports from such dis­
tant places as the Amazon in-

terior, the polar regions, the Sa­
hara Desert and the Himalaya 
Mountains. 

"The only logical reason for 
the great increase in UFO over­
flights in such places is that 
they· have established bases in 
those regions. For what pur­
pose, I don't yet know." 

Jungworth, now based in Ca­
racas, Venezuela, said he plans 

to go to Katmandu, Nepal, to in­
vestigate the sighting of UFO 
overflights in the Himalayas. 

The latest of many sightings 
in that vast and inhospitable 
mountain range came from 
famed Italian climber Reinhold 
Messner, who said he watched a 
strange UFO "the size of a full 
moon" for nearly three hours. 

Messner spotted the shim .. 
mering space vehicle on his re ... 
turn to Katmandu after his un­
successful attempt to scale 
24,248-foot Mount Chamblang. 

He said he watched the UFO 
as it drifted south into Nepal 
from Tibet over the majestic 
snowcapped peaks. 

''It was moving very slowly," 
Messner said. "It moved east­
ward and then went again 
southwest. Then it finally went 
back into Tibet." 

His climbing partner, Doug 
Scott, a British schoolteacher, 
also sighted the object, he said, 
as did a nearby joint Polish­
British expedition, but at a dif. 
ferent time. 

''It positively could not have 
been a satellite,'' Messner de­
clared. "Satellites move in an 
elliptical manner. The flight of 
this object was very irregular." 

Jungworth speculated that 
the space aliens have estab .. 
lished bases in uninhabited re­
gions to avoid harassment by 
military aircraft, especially in 
America. 

"There have· also been a 
growing number of UFO sight­
ings in the Northwest Territo­
ries of Canada," he said. 

"That is a vast, generally un .. 
populated area and would make 
an ideal base for the UFOs that 
are constantly sighted over the 
North American continent.''
