Weather balloons? Air Force 
maneuvers? Something to do with the 
Mount St. Helens eruption? 

Police were just as bewildered as 
the callers after officials from Eu­
gene's Mahlon Sweet Airport as well as 
the National UFO Reporting Center in 
Washington wrre unable to shed light 
of any color on the matter. 

One caller reported that the UFOs 
were "dropping things," the police 
spokeswoman said.
