Villagers bombarded 
the USAF with calls 
after the amazing 
sighting and were told 
the only aircraft in 
the area was a Her­
cules transporter. 

Captain Ka thleen 
McCullom, at the air­
base said: "Nothin,g 
was seen on radar. I 
cannot say more thao 
that.
