The object was flying 
low and at a considerable 
speed, he said, and was 
unlike any aircraft any of 
them had ever seen. It 
was still daylight and the 
UFO was clearly visible 
for about two minutes. 

Mr Hands and his wife 
stared in amazement 
together with Mr and 
Mrs Jock Loudoun and 
their son, David.

The matter is now 
being investigated bf a 
Worcester UFO society 
who said there have been 
a number of sightings in 
this area recently but 
never before in daylight.
