"We just don't know what 
it was. It's · a complete 
mystery.·•

at Ireland's Shannon· air­
port said : "The pilot saw a 
bright tlash in the sky. 

"An immediate check was 
made on all aircraft, but 
none was missi~.

A Ministry or Defence 
spokesman confirmed :
