Dragged

coming to get me,” she
adds.

Marie describes the
aliens as having reddish
skin, wings, and large
heads that kept turning
different colors.

“They grabbed me and
dragged me out my front
door, right into their flying
saucer,” she adds.

Marie says she was then
strapped to a table as the
spacecraft lifted off the
ground and sped /off into
the sky.

“I was terrified,” she
admits. “These funny-
looking creatures kept |
poking me with all kinds of |
needles and things.

“Finally, they put some
kind of gas mask on me and
I'fell asleep.”

Terrified

When Marie woke up,
she found herself back on |
her farm. ‘

“I had awful stomach
cramps, and when I looked
at myself in the mirror, I
discovered I had fresh
stitches on my abdomen.

“Iimmediately called my
doctor and told him what
happened to me. I was ter-
rified that the space aliens
cut me open and placed
something inside of me,”
she adds. -

After being examined by
her doctor, he requested
Marie be placed into the
hospital for examination.

There, doctors told her
she was pregnant.

Embryo

“I knew they put some-
thing inside me,” says
Marie. “But who would
have thought it’d be a
baby.”

Doctors examining
Marie say an alien embryo
is alive and growing inside
her womb.

“Apparently, the
woman’s story is true, and
she has been implanted
with an alien life force,”
says Dr. Emile Gustave.
“It seems the baby will be
fully developed by October.

Laser photographs
taken of the unborn infant
show that like the aliens
described by Marie, it also
has an enormous head and
is developing wings.

“It also has a full set of
razor-sharp teeth,” adds
Dr. Gustave.

Marie is now being kept
isolated at a private in-
stitution, where doctors

are monitoring her pre-
gnancy.

“She is in much pain,”
says one of the doctors ex-
amining the elderly
woman. “This is an alien
pregnancy and totally
different from anything
anyone has experienced on
Earth before.

“Miss Leduc is 86-years-
old and is having difficul-
ty,” he adds.
