Jumbo jet p_ilot: We

FO experts have called on the world's 
governments to tell all they know 
about sightings of unidentified craft. 
The demands follow an airline crew's 

detailed report of a close encounter over ·· 
Alaska. 

They told investigators they were buzzed for 
30 minutes by a brightly-lit cigar-shaped object 
at least as big as their jumbo jet. 

The US Federal Avia­
tion Administration has 
admitted the sighting­
but only after the story 
was leaked by a member 
of the crew. 

Waiter Andrus, inter­
national director of the 
American-based Mutual 
UFO Network, said: 
"This incident is very im­
portant. 

"The US government 
says officially that it 
stopped investigating 
UFO reports in 
1969-but we know that 
is untrue. 

Honest 
"The military and in­

telligence agencies still 
look into such encoun­
ters. The government 
should be more open and 
honest and tell the pub­
lic they are still investi­
gating UFO sightings." 

This latest sighting by 
the crew of Japan Air­
lines Flight JAL 1628 
came near the end of a 
quiet, uneventful journey 
as their Boeing 747 en­
tered US air space from 
Canada. 

They were at 39,000 
feet. Visibility was per­
fect in a clear sky. Cap­
tain Kenjyu Terauchi 
was making his final 
checks before descent to 
Anchorage Airport. 

Suddenly a cigar­
shaped craft, at least as 
big as the Boeing itself,

A HOLIDAY island's entire 70-strong 
detective force is now searching for 
missing Briton Liz Collins. House-to­
house inquiries are being made in 
every town and village on the Greek 
isle of Rhodes where she vanished two 
and a half months ago. 

Top priority has been given to solv­
ing the disappearance of social worker 
Liz, 31, from Leeds, West Yorkshire. 

Dock-a-bye baby

Liz's clothes and passport were 
found in her hotel room and her car 
has also been located.
