a searchlight hovering nearby. 
Gordon, who began being inter­

ested in the unexplained at age 10, 
said he had never witnessed an un­
explained phenomenon, but "I have 
interviewed thousands of people und 
have gone to sites within a short 
time after and have seen the reac­
tions of the witnesses and, especially, 
animals. to the event." 

Gordon said animals, even ones 
that generally attack intruders, have 
bc�orne paralyzcd right around the 
time that Bigfoot sightings arc made. 
Cattle, horses and other animals 
have been known to respond the 
same way at times of UFO sightings. 

"That has convinced me that they 
do exist," he said . 

A Gallup poll taken in March indi­
cated that SO percent of Americans 
surveyed believe that beings some­
what like themselves live on other 
planets. Thirty-four percent arc skep­
tical and 16 percent arc unsure. The 
bclicv�rs are more numerous among 
the collcge-cd ucatcd, t h e  p o l l  
showed. 

But still, Gordon said, research 
into UFOs is difficult, ·in large part 
because people who believe they 
have seen a spaceship or strange 
lights arc often ridiculed so much 
that they keep quiet about it. 

"On a yearly basis, we investigate 
hundreds of unusual occurrences, 
mostly of alleged UFOs and Bigfoot," 
Gordon said. ''Pennsylvania aver­
ages 25 reports a month." 

lie added that part of the reason 
Pcri nsyl van ia rccei ves so many 
sightings is that it has an active and 
well-organized hotlinc to receive re· 
ports. 

Gordon, who is interested in hear­
ing about anything unusual, said the 
public should not be reluctant to 
report sightings. The PASU is at 6
