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'Rugby ball' 
UFO seen 

• over river 
RESEARCHERS have been investigating a surge of 
UFO activity in the skies over Thurrock in the last 
ten weeks. 

Strange lights and mysterious objects have been spotted with 
increasing frequency, says the East Anglian UFO and Paranormal 
Association. 

'"In the last two to 
three months we have 
had 18 repons of UFOs 
in this area ." said in· 
vestieator Peter Oli · 
ver . "That is a big 
increase on the num· 
ber of reports we had 
been receivine previ· 
ously." 

The associatton has 
now set up a hotline 
so that members of 
the public who spot 
UFOs can contact them 
without delay. 

Amone the latest 
siehtlncs have been a 
bri&ht object described 
a$ a " rugby lull with 
a tail," and a brilliant 
ereen lleht t.ovenng 
over the A13. Both are 
beine investigated by 
the society which has 
ruled out the possibU· 
ity of them being nor· 
mal aircran. 

The "rugby ball" 
was seen by a man 
in Grays. at about 3am 
on Apri l 12. It was 
covered in flashi~ 
li ~thts and he watched 
it hoverin~t over the 
river for half an hour 
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before loslne it In the 
clouds. 

The object was seen 
by people in Canvey 
and Rettendon within 
hours of the Grays ' 
sighting. 

Later the same day , 
the brilliant green light 
was spotted by an el· 
derly Grays woman at 
about 9pm as she was 
puttin1: out her milk 
bottles. 

She said she watched 
it for about ten mln· 
utes and durmg that 
time tt chan~:ed from 
green to yellow and 
then to white . 

The edges of the ob· 
)ect gave oiT light simt· 
lar to a Bonfire Night 
sparkler . she sa.Jd. 
Eventuall y it moved 
orr in the dtrection of 
the river. 

Mr Ollver sa.td he 
had interviewed the 
woman and it was cer· 
tainly not a helicopter 
or any other form of 
aircraft that she had 

seen . 
" We would hke to 

hear trom anyoru• else 
who saw these ob)N:ts 
in the sky," he satt.l 

"We would also Ilk!· 
to hear of any other 
UFO stchun~:~ or 
supernatural expen 
ences. 

"Many people are re 
luctant to talk abou t 
these ktnd of thtn~, 
bt'COU SC they fear rtdl 
cule by n et ~;hlJour > 
workmate~ or c' c·n 
fa m ily and clost· 
friends 

"But we ha\ e carnl•d 
out many tnter\'lew ~ 

and take these thtn~;' 
\'ery senou~l~ Ttll· 
data we ~ather t~ pn. 
cesscd and us!'d tl• tn 
to find out wh;~t th~:>~· 
things ar<> and whcr•· 
they come from ..
