alien with :a robot sidekick landed 
by UFO add made a boy vanish by 
zapping hifl with a pistol, a Soviet 
newspaper:.reported Tuesday, in a 
second daj. of strange tales in the 
state-run rbedia. 

But as the bizarre saga of the 
space int as ion of the city of  
Voronezh ·;11nfolded for a second 
day, a sci�ntist· whose words were 
used to bu�ress the first published 
report vo(ced doubts and said he 
was in pat'\ misquoted. · 

"Don't 6elieve all you hear from 
Tass.'' Genrlkh Silanov. head of 
the Voronezh Geophysical Labora­
tory, cadtio�ed in· a telephone 
intervie� from Voron�th . .. We 
never gave th�m part of what they 
publi�hedr ·� ·. 

Monda�, the usually staid, offi­
cial Soviet news agency told the 
world ��t ·sc ien tists -.had con­
firmed art·allen spaceship carrying 
giant people with tiny heads had 
touched down. in Voronezh, a city 
of more. ijlan 800,000 people about 
300 miles southeast of Moscow. 

As ma6y as three aliens 13 feet 
tall left .lbe spacecraft,.. described 
as a larg� shin!ng.ball, and walked 
In the park with a small robot, 
Tass repOt-ted. A Tass duty officer 
stood bf-�e story. 

M o n d) y's r e p ort spaw ned 
rumors Ill Moscow, :-lncluding one 
that the aliens told Voronezh resi­
dents tlie Earth would be des­
troyed by the year 2000 if people 
didn't s\ap polluting it. 

No ne�hel�ss, a ·Communist  
Party piper:�_whose avowed mis­
sion is to write aboul culture was 
the oni1.. ·major national dally to 
print anything Tuesday about the 
UFO, Indicating more authorita­
tive newspapers such ·as Pravda 
thought,the topic too hot to handle. 

Sovlelskaya Kultura said its 
covera'ie was motivated by "the 
golden :!"ule- of journalism: The 
reader must know everything." 

"Of ci>urse, it's hard to believe 
in what:happened in the town," it 
reported from Voronezh. "It's 
even �re difficult to explain."

The Soviet daily Sovietskaya · 
Kultura Tuesday quoted wit­
nesses as saying a UFO flew 
into Voronezh Sept 27. At 6:30 
p.m., it said, boys playing soc­
cer saw a pink glow In the sky, 
then saw a deep red ball about 
10 yards In diameter. The ball 
circled, vanished, then reap­
peared minutes later and 
hovered, lt said. 

A crowd rushed to the site, 
Sovietskaya Kultura.sald, and 
through an open hatch saw a 
"three-eyed alien" about 10 
feet tall, clad In silvery overalls 
and bronze-colored boots, and 
wearing a disk on his chest. 

The newspaper. quoting wit·-- .. � 
nesses, gave this account: 

The UFO landed. Two crea­
tures, one apparently a robot, 
exited. A boy screamed with 
fear, but when the alien gazed 
at him, with eyes shining, he fell 
silent, unable to move. 
Onlookers screamed, and the 
UFO and the creatures disap­
peared. 

About five minutes later, they 
reappeared. The alien had a 
"pistol" _._ a tube about 20 · 

Inches long, which lt pointed al 
an unidentified 16-year-old boy, 
making him disappear. The 
alien went Inside the sphere, . · 

which took off. At the same 
time, the boy reappeared. 

"Children and eyewitnesses 
of the abnormal phenomenon 
have been questioned by police 

·workers and Journalists, .. wrote 
Sovletskaya Kultura's Voronezh 
correspondent, E. Efremov. 
"There are no dlscrepencles In 
tne description of the sphere 
Itself, or the actions of the 
'aliens.' .Moreover, all the chil­
dren who became witnesses to 
this event are still afraid, even 
now." 

lt gave the names of only 
three witnesses, all youngsters.

Silamiv, who said he belongs to 
the groop, cast doubt on the Tass

red color that cannot be found 
anywhere. · . 

"Tb� rock they dl!scribed as 
extraterrestrial is in · .. fact a piece 
of iro�. oxide which �ould easily 
have otiginated on Earth," accord-
ing to·$ilanav, so. . 

He s-aid. there indeed was .. a 

landlnl site" or something resem­
bling one in Voronezh. But he ack-

nowledged that could happen as 
well if there were an underground 
pipe or cable, or an underground 
reservoir. 

Silanov also said the testimony 
of children between the ages of 11 
and 14 who claimed they wit­
nessed the landing did not always 
correspond on how the aliens 
looked, and that they "certainly 
didn't mention the tremendous 
height" cited by Tass. 

The phone connection was 
abruptly cut off before Silanov 
could answer more questions.
