My Chosen Path
In my late 20°s I felt a stron% desire to find out what life was really
about, and ultimately came to Tind my own understanding in one
foundation. Even at a relatively young age, m¥ quest for the truth
and knowledge was always there. 1 never blindly accepted an answer
simply because it was considered to be the popular one by the majority.
I did have my own way of analysing things, and was always full of
questions and not easily fobbed off with iInadequate answers. | also
had a deep curiosity about the meaning of life. 1 remember a time when
I was under ten years old_asking my parents - Who would 1 be if I was
not me? and I think that it came about when I wondered if 1 had been
born to different ﬁarents, whether | would still be the same person, 1
think I realized that I was not just my body, but that there was a me
that was separate from it. For a period of time through my late teens
and to the very late 60"s, in the absence of any alternative belief I had
even decided that there was no G-d at all, and 1 was a non-believer for
uite a few years. Yet there was that continual nudging from within to
ind the Truth by making my own waK, which 1 could not do by following
any_o;;hodox organized r-ligion, which I knew wouldn"t (and couldnt)
satisfy me.

After some years during which one of those intentional coincidences
took place, 1 met Jim Hi-kiss who was running the Quest groups

and as a result he encouraged me to get out and start doun% my
occasional talks again. We had met many years previously when he
came and gave a talk for the Atlanteans at Croydon, and I believe we
were clearly meant to meet again.

During this course of time he asked me to take over the
