JOINT CHIEFS OF STAFF CITE TECHNICAL OBSTACLES TO COMMUNICATION 
WITH "UNKNOWN AERIAL OBJECTS" 

No successful method of communicating with UFOs hos been developed, the Joint 
Ch iefs of Stoff hove informed NICAP. The official statement doted /kiy 5, 1958, was 
signed by Co lonel James C. Sherrill, USAF, Executive to the JCS Chairman, General 
Nothon F. Tw ining. 

"No effective means," stoled Colonel Sherrill, "hove been developed for the 
establishment of communications by rad io or otherwise with unknown ~eri~i objects. The 
technical obstacles involved in such on endeavor, I om sure, ore quite obvious to you." 

NICAP's inquiry to General Twining included two other important questions: 

0 IS JANAP 146 in force, so that airline pilots and any others reporting UFOs 
under this Joint Chiefs of Stoff communications pion ore forbidden to reveol the contents 
of ony such reports? 

The JCS answer: "In onswer to your question, JANAP 146 is still in force . Its 
purpose is to provide uniform communications instructions for the reporting by oirborne 
ond woterborne sources of informat ion which in the opinion of the observer is vitol to 
the security of this country and requires prompt action by the U. S. Armed Forces." 

ft Since the Joint Chiefs of Stoff undoubtedly ore owore of the UFO problem, hove 
they ordered any JCS investigation or evoluotion of unsolved ond fully ve rified coses ? 

The JCS onswer by Colonel Sherrill: "The Joint Chiefs of Stoff ore, of course, owore 
of the instonces of UFOs; however, o 'JCS investigation' is not considered necessory 
since oil reports of UFOs ore thoroughly investigated and evaluated by the Air Force . " 

A NICAP request for on appo intmen t 
with General Twining - to discuss the 
UFO problem -was denied because of his 
crowded schedule and because, Colonel 
Sherrill stated , "It is felt that officials of 
the Air Force ore in the best position to 
assist you in furthering the aims to which 
you referred." 

(The aims mentioned were described to 
General TwiniAg as follows: "We believe 
that a frank and open approach wi II soon 
end the confusion, misunderstanding and 
frequent ridicule attached to the UFO in­
vestigotion, and will quickly bring about 
0 helpful cooperation by most of the 
Americon public and the press.") 

NICAP Comment: Despite the refusal of 
an interview with General Twining, this 
JCS letter Is on Importan t addition lo 
0 fficiol statements on UFO,. The answer 
to the communication question seems es­
pecially significant. 

Instead of fol lowing the usuoi Al r Force 
policy line that UFOs do not exist, the 
JCS letter cites technical obstocl.,, to 

communication with such objects. This 
does not definitely soy that such on en­
deavor hos been mode, but the door is 
left wide open for such on inference. 

In 1953 the Air Force hod said that to 
admit any such attempt would be on 
official __admission that they believed the 
UFOs to be real. 

The JCS answer rega rding JANAP 146 
plainly indicates that the Joint Chiefs 
of Stoff consider the UFOs as o serious 
problem, vital to the security of the 
United States. The phrase "requiring 
prompt action by the U. S. Armed Forces" 
will undoubtedly be interpreted by some 
as o hint of UFO hostility, but th_e preface 
"in the opinion of the observer" should 
be carefu lly considered here. 

The statement that the Joint Chiefs ore 
"aware of the instances of UFOs" is 
pecu liar, si nce the intended meaning of 
"instances" is not clear. The JCS Chair­
man General Twining stated In 1954 that 
the Air Force had the "best brains In the 
country" working 0.11 this problem. Though

UNEXP LS FROM JUPITER 
EQUAL l+-BOMB IN FORCE 

Powerful radio emanat ions from the 
planet Jupiter- coming from on energy 
source equivalent to on H-bomb,ore being 
received here on earth- the Notional 
Bureau of Standards hos revealed. The 
location of the source has been acc urately 
determi ned as to longitude, but its true 
nature and that of the signals remain un­
explained. 

The signals, soys on NBS scientist, ore 
re ceived on two frequenc ies-one at about 
18 megacycles, the other at about 20 
megacycles. One odd discovery mode by 
the NBS laboratory at Boulder, Colorado, 
is that the signals ore never received 
simultaneously but come in distinctly 
separate periods. 

Details of Jupiter's radio emanations 
were disclosed by Roger M. Gallet, on 
NBS sc ientist associated with the Radio 
Propogotion Physics Division ot Boulder. 
The signals, he said, come in bursts of o 
few seconds duration. Usually there is a 
series lasting several minutes, followed by 
o period of complete silence. 

Gallet stressed the fact that most of the 
radiation is within o narrow bond width of 
about 0. 6 megacycles. This indicates, he 
said, that it may be produced by resonances 
in the planet's atmosphere caused by shock 
waves. If this is the answer, waves would 
hove intensities as high as those of the 
great Son Francisco earthquake. In a more 
modern comporison, he said that the sources 
must hove energies as high as that of a 
hydrogen bomb- about 5 mill ion tons 
of TNT. 

The NBS observation of these signals for 
almost eight years shows the sources ore 
fixed longitudinally. The observations 
ore so precise that they hove been used 
for accurate determination of Jupiter's 
rotation, The rotation rote shows that 
Jupiter's day ls 9 hours, 55 minutes, 29.5 
seconds long, by earth time measurements. 

The Bureau of Standards research, said 
Gallet, also indicates that Jupiter is a 
sol Id hydrogen boll about. 93,000 miles in 
diameter, surrounded by an atmosphere of

COAST GUARD SILENT ON AIR FORCE 
EXPLANATION OF SEBAGO CASE 

Coast Guard officers hove to dote re­
mo ined strangely silent regordi ng Air Force 
"explanations" of the SEBAGO sighting 
lost November. 

On November 5, 1958, experienced 
rodormen aboard this Coast Guard cutter 
reported tracking a UFO as it maneuvered 
around their ship in the Gulf of Mexico. 
At one time a speed of over 1000 mph 
was indicated on the radarscope. Visual 
confirmation also was reported by two 
Coast Guord deck officers. 

Ignori ng official verification of thi:; 
case by Coast Guard Headquarters, the AF 
in effect branded all the witnesses as in­
competent. In a Pentagon press release 
the Air Force declared the radormen and 
deck officers hod been confused by 
ordinary o i rcroft. 

An inquiry by NICAP hos been sent to 
Vice Admiral A. C. Richmond, Coast Guard 
Commandant, asking if he agrees that the 
SEBAGO radar operators were incompetent 
and the deck officers were confused to the 
extent of reporti ng ordinary aircraft as a 
"round, glowing object . " 

To dote no answer hos been received. 
If renewed inquiries still meet silence, it 
would appear that the Commandant hos 
orders to bock up the Air Force claim­
humiliating as itmustbe to permit ridicule 
of trained Coast Guard personnel. 

REQUEST TO MEMBERS: Please let us 
know of ony informative UFO discussions 
on local radio or television stations, 
especially those which contribute new, 
verified UFO sighting reports . Frequently 
local stations carry reports on UF Os which 
never reach the press wires and these local 
sightings often ore on important port of 
the entire picture.

he sa id there was no positive proof of 
UFOs' re ality, he added at that time, "If 
they come from Mars and there is o world 
and o civilization that for ahead of us, I 
don't think we hove anything lo worry 
about." 

No further explanation of these words 
was ever mode public . Nor since that dote 
hos General Twining ever mode any other 
statemen t on UFOs. For that reason, the 
JCS letter-undoubtedly written with his 
complete approval - should carry extra 
we igh t. 

It is encouraging to know that-at the

hydrogen gos with a temperature of minus 
189 degrees (-189°) Fahrenheit. 

There hove been various other theories 
about Jupiter's composition; but if the 
NBS findings ore correc t, thi s opporently 
would rule out intelligent life as we know 
it. However, this would not rule out other 
intelligent forms of life which hod evolved 
to exist under such conditions. Besides 
adjusting to the low temperature and 
hydrogen atmosphere, such beings would 
be accustomed to the tremendous gravity 
forces of th is huge planet. An earth I ing­
without some artificial device to offse t 
these high G forces-could not exist on 
Jupiter, even if he conquered the temp­
erature and atmosphere problems. 

All of these factors should heighten the 
interest in the strange signals from Jupiter. 
They may be from natural sources; most 
radio astronomers believe that the majority 
if not oil of such emonoHons ore of natura l 
origin. But this leaves completely unex­
plained the mysterious, tremendous shock 
waves, the fixed locat ion sources, the 
precise wove lengths, and the alternating 
periods when the signals ore heard . 

If there is intelligence behind these 
radio emanations, it does not necessar ily 
prove that Jupiter is inhabited, except for 
brief intervals perhaps. The terrific power 
described by the Burea u of Standards 
expert is for more than that required for 
communication on Jupiter or to spacecraft 
in its vicinity. Signals of such vast power 
and range might serve as radio beacons for 

space navigators-either set up by a poss­
ible Jupiter race or set up by another 
planet race-and serviced as required. 
Unless this space radio beacon suggestion 
is the answer-temporarily assuming in­
telligent signals-then these long range 
signals could be intended to reach distant 
planets such as the earth, in on attempt to 
estobl ish communication. This could mean 
the existence of on intelligent race on 
Jupiter- advanced in communic~tion 
methods, but not necessarily as to space 
travel. 

The Jupiter report recalls a similar one 
by Dr. J. D. Krous, well known Ohio State 
University radio astronomer. About four 
years ogo Dr. Kraus stated he had received 
a new type of signals from Venus almost 
like telegraphic code. His statement was 
widely published but Dr. Kravs was later 
quoted as denying that he meant the 
signals were artificial.
