"After about five minutes we saw four smaller lights come out 

of it and s ort of take up positions a bove and below the mother 

ship. They a ll glowed s hite. 

" The t wo abov sat quit a ways above the moth r s hip . They 

s e emed to be guard s wh i l e t h e two blow w r h xpl or rs . 

" The moth r s hi p wa s t h bigh ts o f th m 11 n the biggest. 

We c ou l dn ' t tell how mu c h bigg r. It w s n normous light .

"W couldn i t 11 th s hap of any of them, and you couldn't 

l ook at th big on e too long because it would hurt your eye,

off we s t roward Portage La Prairie. The other one went east oward 

innip g . 

"But they didn't go in a straight line. They went through t 

ai r i n a wavy motion, very smooth and very regular. Just very 

ma l l wav s.

"This happened three nights in a row, and each time the 

little ones came out of the mother s hip and one went off to Winni­

peg and one to Portage while the other two stood guard . 

"We never saw them after that . "
