There i much to be done, but I am an optimist. I believe that we have great opportunities ahead 
of us 1f only we will seize them If only we will be prepared to do what is necessary at the global 
Ie.,,eJ to deal wnh our economic and governance issues, a<; hard as that may be. And then to do at 
the local level what 1t takes to build civil society and c1t1zen.,. Each of us in this room and so 
many countless beyond this hall have the obligation to do what we can to promote positive 
pohucal and economic change and to nurture civil society wherever we are There is much that 
each of us can do individually We know today that we have global neighbors, hut we haven't 
yet decided we want to build a global neighborhood. When we care about a toxic sill or a 
terronst attack. or an economic down tum, or .-1 ci vii war in another nation, it is not just becausc it 
may affect u-; down the road, but because we recognize that in a very fundamental way, we arc 
now mort interdependent than at any point in human history 

So that bnngs me back to where J started Whe,11 we imagine: the future over the next years and 
over the next centur; and m11lenn1um, what is it we will sec? In one of those popular movie,; I 
referred to that swept my country and apparently made a lot of money around the world, called 
Jnd~endence Day-these movies always seem to start with an attack on Wa,;hmgton I> C . 
which J don't really knO'N how to take, the blowing up of the White !louse and Capitol to begin 
with -the ending of 1t required all of us to cooperate to fend off an alien attack And cenainly rn 
the theater m which I saw it, there were great cheers as people of al I di ff crcnt races and 
backgrounds and societie'> around the globe came together a<; human beings to save ourselves 

We certainly don't expect rt to come to that, but in a real way, unless we do come together, we 
will not have the opp1>rtunities we deserve at the end of this very difficult and troubled century 
We have d<me a (1)t in the Jar;t fifty years to create opportunity, to build democracy. to reach deep 
and to give more people a chance to lulfill their< 11,d-givt.'11 potcnlrnl But whL."11 ll is all said and 
dcme, globali/,atl(m, hmvcver (me defines 1t, Cit:.
