Events which had been reported in the press and by radio 
before security regulations were imposed by the Army Air 
Force (whose name was changed to the Air Force in that very 
yea r , 1947) indicate that material from the wrecked UFO was 
shuttled by high-security government transportation from 
base to base and that the remains of the UFO and the dead 
occupants (o ne of whom was reportedly alive when found ) are 
under high-security guard at CIA headquarters at Langley, 
Virginia. 

Those of us who can recall the years before 1947, which was 
the year of the first well-publicized saucer "invasion, " re­
member reading purportedly factual accounts about what 
might have been ca lled saucers long before they became po~u­
lar . These were puzzling reports , carried in meteor_olog1~al 
and astronomical journals, containing references to giant air­
borne objects in the night sky, neither airships nor meteors . 

An example from the Monthly Weather Review (March 1904) : 

Lieutenant Frank H . Schofield, commanding the U.S .S. 
Supply, reported that he and his crew on Feb~uary 24, 
1904, had clearly viewed three en~rmous luminous o?­
jects moving in unison across the night sk_y, far a_t sea in 
the Atlantic, with the largest of them having a diameter 

six times that of the sun. 

In like vein the journal of the Royal Astronomical Society of 
Canada (March 1913) carried a compilatio~ of rep~rts by _Pro­
fessor Chant of Toronto about unident~fied flying obJ~Cts 
crossing east to west along the U.S.-Canad1an ~?rd_er a_t a time 
tha t subsequent checks revealed no "human airships had 
been aloft that night. The reports, gathered from a gre~t 
number of observers along the route, agreed that a ~uge lumi­
nous body traveled straight across the sky'. that the bod;, wa~ 
composed of three or four parts with a tail to e~ch part and 
as it disappeared a second and third grouping . follow~ • 
"There were probably thirty or thirty-two such bodies durmg 
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th7 period of an hour .. . they moved in fours , threes, and 
twos, abreast of one another. So perfect was this line-up that 
it seemed almost as if an aerial fleet were maneuvering .... " 

There were other reports of UFOs prior to 1947 but they 
were rel atively few compared to the many thousands that have 
since found their way into the world press, radio, and tele­
vision . (There are reported to be 10,000 pages of classified 
UFO documents in CIA headquarters alone.) The increasing 
flood of these reports points up a pertinent fact : The frequency 
of UFO sightings increases in direct proportion to our scien­
tific and technological development . Radar installations 
which detect UFOs are an additional check to visual observa­
tions , while increasing numbers of plane flights bring pilots 
and sometimes passengers into startling proximity to uniden­
tified flying objects , and astronauts frequently encounter them 
in space, all of which are comparatively recent developments . 

Nevertheless, extreme interest in UFOs is still considered 
something of an aberration, possibly because no concrete 
proof of any such craft is known to have been found or identi­
fied as such. In effect there is no corpus delecti. 

If there were and if it had been found in territory controlled 
by any of the great powers or even of some of the lesser powers 
it would, quite understandably, have been covered up until 
the national authorities in question decided what to do about 
it or how to make it serve their own interests and purposes. 

This is possibly the explanation of the Roswell Incident. 
However, far from being just an interesting mystery, one that 
has had its day in the press and then subsided, the Roswell 
Incident is still going on. According to reports, the remains of 
the craft are still being studied (perhaps with a view to dupli­
cation), research is continuing on the composition of the un­
familiar metallic (and other) portions of the space vehicle, un­
identifiable hieroglyphic figures reportedly discovered on the 
interior controls are being subject to computer breakdown, 
and the cell and internal structure of the humanoid though 
alien crew members is still undergoing medical analysis. From

Meade Layne, now deceased, former director of Borderland 
Sciences Research Foundation, Vista, California, made some 
memos , probably in 1949, concerning reports on some of the 
alleged participants in this scientific "call-up." A memo has 
been furnish ed by Mr. Reilly Crabb, present director of 
Borderland Sciences Research Foundation . 

Layne's memo states that "on the basis of present informa­
tion " he accepted the facts of the story as authentic . Of his 
sources, he said that his "most direct information involves 
three informants, two of whom are scientists of distinction, 
and the third a business man of high standing. 

One of the scientists, a Dr. Weisberg, a physics pro­
fessor from a California university, saw the disc himself 
and took part in the examination of it. He says the disc 
was shaped like a turtle's back, with a cabin space some 
fifteen feet in diameter. The bodies of six occupants were 
seared . . . and the interior of the disc had been badly 
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damaged by intense heat. One porthole had been 
sha ttered . . .. 

An aut opsy on one body showed that it resembled a 
normal human body except in size . One body was seated 
at what appeared to be a control desk, there were a few 
'gadgets ' in fron t of him, and on the walls or panels were 
charac ters in wri ti ng, in a language unknown to any of 
the inves tiga tors . They said it was unlike anytrun 
known to them, and was definitely not Russian. There 
was no propeller and no motor and they could not under­
stand how it was driven or controlled. It was cons idered 
possible that the djsc was wrecked by heat of friction 
with the atmosphere . . .. " 

Dr. Weisberg 's other testimony is especia lly interesting in 
that he suggests how the UFO got to its dest ination at Ed­
wards Air Force Base. According to his recollection, it was 
taken by truck to Magdalena , in Guadalupe County, where it 
was put on a special car of the Atchison, Topeka and Santa 
Fe, which had been brought down from Vaughn. It was "kept 
under wraps " passing through Belen, Grants, and Gallup in 
New Mexico, Flagstaff, Arizona, to eedles and Cadiz in Cali­
fornia and finally to Muroc, where Camp Edwards is located. 

While we cannot be certain which material went to Fort 
Worth and which to Muroc; apparently shipments in both 
directions took place : the disc and its occupants to Muroc and 
t~e u~usual _wreckage to Fort Worth, and then on to Wright 
Field m Ohio. There are even persistent rumors that, some­
time_ in the 1:11id-1950s, presumably after an alleged viewing by 
President Eisenhower of the material and bodies at Edwards. 
they were reunited under one roof inside a structure ttfcrred 
to only as "Building 18-A, Area 8 11 at Wright-Patterson Air 
Force Base. (Requests to Wright-Patterson for information 
about the contents of Building 18-A arc usually answered by 
the reply that there is no Building 18-A.) Later, again accord­
_ing to rumor, the Air Force in early 1978 ttacted to increasing 
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The Roswell Incident 

The pilot soon returned and the sergeant fo llowed him out 
of the a rea . Just before they parted , the pilot reminded him to 
ay nothing about what he had seen or where he had been, 

a nd that if he did, he (the pi lot ) would deny it a ll. 
" Do you think that wa a flyi ng saucer bu ilt and operated 

by U . . Air Force personnel?" asked Crabb . 
" I do," repl ied the sergeant . " In fac t, I became acquainted 

with civilia n guards there at Edwards who cla imed to have 
see n th ese di sc -sh aped cra ft opera ting from spec ially 
ca mou fl aged ha ngars at night." 

Rei ll y Crabb 's informant transferred to Vietnam shortly af­
ter thei r conversation where, Crabb believes, he met his death 
in ac tion . 

In seeming confirmation of the likelihood that at least some 
gove rnme ntal research has been carried out on a saucer-like 
disc-shaped cra ft is a persistent rumor that such an object 
was indeed test-flown over Nellis AFB in Nevada during 1965, 
stored fo r a period of time, and then test-flown again, presum­
ably with some addit ional modifications , in 1974. Some infor­
mants claim to have seen such a plane, referred to as the 
" Fl ying Flapjack," in a commercial newsreel. When one such 
witness wrote the TV program rou Asked For It and requested 
a rerun of the newsreel on TV, he was informed that the news­
reel had been acquired by the government and was henceforth 
" Top Secret." The Flying Flapjack has been a dead project 
(officially) since the 1940s, and, presumably, the only aircraft 
of this type ever built never left Connecticut. 

When asked by letter about such a rumor, the Air Force 
inva riably refers the inquirer to the nonclassified and highly 
visible work done by the Air Force between 1954 and 1959 in 
contract with the A. V. Roe Ltd . aeronautics firm of Toronto. 
Some S l O million was spent to develop the so-called A V-9 
A VRO car disc-shaped aircraft- a monumental flop which 
never got more than a few feet off the ground and wobbled like 
a Yo-Yo when it fina lly was test-flown in December 1959. 
T his technological disaster, according to the Air Force, is as 
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far as anyone has ever progressed in trying to force the saucer 
· shape to conform to the principles of aeroe ynamics . The case

Or is it ? For recently some of those connected with the 

A VRO projec t have suggested otherwi e-have suggested 
that the ill- fa ted A VRO car was really nothing more than a 
monumental blind designed to divert public attent ion from 
the real research going on with act ual " captured " hardware 
or a ttempts at d uplica ting it. Lieutenant Colonel Geor e Ed­
wards , U AF ( Ret. ) of ew York, a cient ist ho a c aim 
to actually having been involved in the RO Z-9 man­
made saucer project, had gone on record (ldtal's FO Maga­
z ine, o. 4, Fall, 1978) as saying that he and others. in ol ed 
with the project knew from the beginnin that it: o dn 
succeed and that the VZ-9 would never fl . " h 
werenJt cut in on it, " he is q uoted a a in , 
the AF was secretly test-flying a real alien paccc

If the above were true (and the VZ-9 was certainly itself a fact ) 
th is could be classified as one more example of "gray" propa­
ganda as described° on page SO. 

The mystery of the crashed disc or UFO near Roswdl at the 
very beginni ng of the "UFO age" will probably be rncalcd 
only when governmental authorities release the mountains of 
UFO information they have been collecting through the years. 
The quest for information by interested civilian., is com­
plicated not only because pertinent agencies haYe been unwill­
ing to release information but also because UFO reports att 

not concentrated in any one agency. They are variously held 
by the CIA, the FBI, NASA, the Air Force. the Navy. the 
National Security Agency, and the National Archives. among 
others, and , as could be expected, reports have been lost or 
misfiled while on loan to another agency.

One of the firs conclusions an i par ial obser er must make 
about the subject of UFOs is ha rumors and circumstance play 
far too great a role in wha ough o be a more exacting quest 
for knowledge . It is jus such a n observa ion which once led Dr . 
Carl Sagan o commen dry l y ha UFOs "are more a matter for 
rel igion and supers i ion han hey are for science ." While this 
dismissal is perhaps unscien ific in is own r igh t , the poin is 
well taken. A tend any ga hering of " UFO eople '' you want , nd 
simply lis en . Rumo rs abound .

Presiden Eisenhower Base in early

evening while on a vaca ion o Palm Springs , and hat he was 
spiri ed to Edwards to iew (or mee) aliens . It is said that 
he re urned by dawn and sher ly thereafter ordered absolute 
secrecy abou any hing having to do wi h UFOs . 

o doubt one of he reasons hat this particular rumor has 
con i nued o circulate for such a long ime is hat there are a 
number of verifiable facts associated with it --some of them 
rather cur i ous . For example , President Eisenhower did indeed 
make a trip to Palm Springs between February 17th and 24th , 1954 , 
and on the evening of Saturday , February 20th , he did disappear! 
When members of the press learned that the president was not 
where he should be, rumors ran rampant that he had either died or 
was ser iously ill . The story even managed to get onto a press 
wire before being killed moments later . To quell the fuss , White 
House Press Secretary James Haggerty called an urgent late 
evening press conference to announce " solemnly" that the 
president had been en j oying fried chicken earlier that evening, 
had knocked a cap off a tooth , and had been taken to a local 
dentist for treatment . When Ike turned up as scheduled the next 
morning for an early church service , the matter seemed ended. 

Although the Palm Springs trip was bill ed as a "vacation for 
the president", the trip appears to have come up rather suddenly. 
In additi on , it i s a ma tter of record that Ike had returned from 
a qua i l shooting vacation in Georgia l ess than a week before 
leaving for Palm Springs. 

While the incidence of a local dentist being called upon to 
treat a president of the United States is unusual enough that it 
should constitute a rather memorable event for those involved, 
the dentist's widow, in a June, 1979 interview, was curiously 
unable to recall any specifics relating to her husband's alleged 
involvement in the affair--not even the time of day it had 
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occurred . Yet her memory appeared flawless wh e n asked to relate 
details of her and her husband ' s attendance (by presidential 
invitation) at a steak fry the following evening , where her 
husband was introduced as " the d e ntist who had treated the 
president ". This would appear to s uggest a cover story , the 
details of which would ha ve easily be e n repeated at the time , but 
quite naturally forgotten 25 years later . 

Research at the Eisenhower Library has uncove red two other 
facts inconsistent wi th the dentist story. The first is t ha t 
while the library maintains an extensive index of records 
relating to the president ' s hea lth, there is no record of any 
dental work having been performed at all during February, 1954. 
A file on " Dentists " contains nothing concerning any such 
incident either . 

Secondly , there is a large file containing copies of all 
sorts of acknowledgments which were sent by the White House to 
people who had something to do with the Pa lm Springs trip. There 
are letters , for example, to people who sent fl owe rs, people who 
met the airplane , pe ople who had of f e red to play golf, etc. 
There is even a tha n k you le t ter to the minister who presided 
over the Sunday service Ike attended . Yet there is no record of 
any acknowledgment having been sent to " the dentist who treated 
the president ." If the matter were as rout ine as Haggerty 
attempts to make it appear , then the absence o f these records 
seems strangely inconsistent . 

The rumor o f the president ' s alleged visit to Edwards is not 
a new one . UFO contactee fringe writers began making unsupported 
claims about it less than two months after Ike's trip. So did a 
bizarre fellow from the Ho llywood hills named Gerald Light , who, 
in an April 16 , 1954 letter to the head of a Southern California 
metaphysical organization , actually claimed to have been at 
Edwards where he saw Ike , the saucers and the aliens. Light's 
letter has been controversial for years and copies of it have 
turned up in all sorts of places, including the National 
Enquirer . Investigation into Mr. Light's background, however, 
turned up the fact that he was an elderly mystic who believed 
that psychic "out -of-body-experiences" were a logical extension 
of the reality of life and should be treated as such. In the 
final analysis , Light ' s alleged visit to Edwards was just such an 
experience .

"A number of people have written about an alleged encounter that President 
Dwight D. Eisenhower had with a small fleet of UFOs and their alien occupants 

at Edwards Air Force Base in Ca lifornia i n 195h. Although no official report 
has ever been released, the Ea rl of Clancarty, a member of the British Parlia­
ment and author of several books on UFOs , recently revi v ed the sensational 
story in the National Enquirer by declaring that he was personally told of the 
secret meeting by a former U.S . test pilot, who said that he was one of only 
six persons with Eisenhower at the time . Lord Clancarty, who heads a House of 
Lords group that is demanding British government declassification of UFO data, 
said that the test pilot t old him 'Five different alient craft landed at the 
base. Three were saucer-shaped and two were cigar-shaped ... the aliens looked 
somethine like humans, but not exactly .' 

"According t o .this account, President Eisenhower was vacationing in nearby Palm 
Springs at he time , anrl wa s appa r ently sumrrioned to the air force base by 
military officials. The re ,as he wa tched , the humanoids disembarked from 
t heir craft, talked to Ike i n Enelish , and displayed their spacecraft tech­
nology for him . The pilot said thMt they also demonstrated their ability 
to make t hemselves invisible and then to reappear, but that the president 
toldthem he did not think our world was ready to know of their presence, 
because it could cause ' p,mic .' The pilot claimed that they were all sworn 
to secrecy, but that he w2s now s peaking out because all of the other witnesses 
to the encounter are dead . 

11 In the mid -1950s a sergeant tol c:i Los Angele s UFO expert Gabe Green about that 
alleged landing at Edwa r ds Ai r Force Base, saying, 1 I was at gunnery practice, 
under the command of a gener::1 1.

ctor including James Stewart, Jo Wayne, Janet Leigh and William Holden filmed on 
location on the dry lakebeds, both before and after these areas became part of the military 
facility . 

Motor operas and horse operas 
"Speed" (I 936), described in the New York Times as a "minor motor opera," stars James 
Stewart as a young test driver perfecting a carburetor that will revolutionize car engines. 

tewart is out to break the world's speed record as he races his torpedo-shaped car across the 
dry lake, where the real-life drama of Edwards flight test mission is enacted today. 

An obvious choice for westerns, the dry lake served as a dramatic backdrop for cowboys, 
Indians, pioneers and horses. 

oy Rogers filmed two movies at Muroc, including "Son of Paleface" (.1952). The film had a 
cast filled with familiar names, including Iron Eyes Cody, Bing Crosby, Cecil B. DeMille, Bob 
Hope and Jane Russell . 

A film of epic proportions 
A resident of Muroc, a town founded by homesteaders on the shores of the dry lake, 
remembers the filming of a different sort of western. It was an epic - probably the Academy 
Award-winning "Cimarron" (1931) starring Richard Dix and Irene Dunne. The premise of the 
movie centered around the 1889 Oklahoma land rush. 

"They had all kinds of covered wagons," recalls Grace Adair Logan, the Muroc resident who 
was a young girl at the time. "The artillery and the calvary were all dressed in the Civil 
War-type costumes .. .There were literally hundreds of actors and extras .. .it was really a 
spectacle to see." 

"Cimarron" was the first western to feature synchronous sound. 

A celluloid spectacle of another kind featured an experimental aircraft being tested at 
Edwards, as well as the otherworldliness of the stark desert landscape. 

Martians invade Edwards 
:eorg Pal's 1953 sci•fi classic "War of the Worlds" spotlighted the ~i: For,ee' most exotic, 

futuristic-looking bomber of the time - the YB•49. 
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In a brief equence, actor Philip Tong, who portrays the flying wing's pilot, occupied one of 
the big bomber's cockpits. In addition, much of the aerial footage in the film - used during the

Albert Boyd 

Maj . Gen. Albert Boyd has been called the "father of modern 
l Air Force flight testing." During his years as chief of the Flight 
I Test Division at Wright-Patterson AFB in Ohio, and fi rst 
' commander of the Flight Test Center at Edwards, Gen. Boyd 
achieved a remarkable career as a test pilot and leader. At 
retirement he had flown an astounding 23 ,000 hours in 325 
different kinds of airplanes, a record believed to be unequaled 

I by any other pilot in the world.

Maj . Gen. Joe I- . Engle, ANG (Ret), is the only person ever 
to fly two different winged vehicles in space. In the rn.id-60s, 
he was one of only eight pilots to win astronaut's wings while 
fl ying the X-15 , as he exceeded 50 miles altitude on three 
occasions and reached a peak of 280,600 feet. During his I 6 
flights in the rocket research airplane, he also attained a top 
speed of Mach 5.71 (3 ,886 mph) . In 1977, he commanded one 
of two crews that conducted approach and landing tests with 
the unpowered Space Shuttle, the Enterprise. Then, in 
November 1981 , he commanded the second orbital flight of 
the pace huttle Columbia and, during this fli ght, became the 
first pilot to manually fly an aerospace vehicle during reentry 
from Mach 25 to landing. He completed his final space flight 
in early eptember 1985 as commander of the Shuttle 
Di covery during mission TS-51-1.

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0 er the year , the Air orce ligh :Cest Center has attracted a wide range of celebrities 
intrigued with the Edwards flight test mission - as well as a number of entertainers who were 
just doing their jobs. 

During World War 11, especially, Hollywood stars and starlets paid frequent visits to what was 
then known as Muroc Army Air Field, in an effort to keep up the GI morale. 

Exciting announcements would be posted in the base newspaper at the time: "Ten acts of 
personalities from radio, stage and screen will be presented at the Post Theater Sunday" and 
"Jack Benny, for years the nation's number one comedian of the airwaves, will broadcast from 
Muroc' Post Theater tomorrow afternoon .. . " 

Boosting morale was important with a war going on, and the entertainers of the day took the 
job seriously. 

All-round entertainer Jimmy Durante was described in the Feb. 3, 
1945, Muroc Mirage as "a great (guy), hitting spots like Muroc 
twice each week to give shows, while still filling his job with Gary 
Moore on the Camel Caravan, and getting ready to do a movie - and 
then go overseas." 

Durante, who performed at Muroc with Edward G. Robinson for 
two shows on Jan. 31 , 1945, was interviewed by the base newspaper 

.»nuwy S urant& aUdwarda reporter. Durante spoke very highly of the troops: "Ah, dese guys 
are a great bunch, a great bunch. Ya take tonight, frinstance; dese 

guys got intelligence." 

In reference to the many letters he received from Gls stationed overseas, he said, "Ah, it 
makes me feel terrific . Ya know, General Eisenhower sent us a wire requestin' us to come 
over." According to the report, Durante smiled with "pride and wonder" as he said this. 

About this time, one Muroc resident had especially close ties with Hollywood : Pancho Barnes. 

Barnes, a former barnstormer who had flown in Howard Hughes' production "Hell's Angels," 
(some of which may have been filmed at Muroc) had built a ranch in the desert near the dry 
lake and advertised it to celebrities as a resort. She also flew in "The Dawn Patrol" and "The 
Flying Fool. " 

Near the end of the war, there was one particularly famous actress who stayed for an extended 
visit at Muroc Army Air Field . 
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Jacqueline Wells (a.k.a. Julie Bishop), became the wife of Col. Clarence Shoop in July 1944. 
At 30 years old and a full colonel, Shoop arrived at Muroc in May 1945 to serve as Base 
Commander. 

Wells is probably best known as the object of Bela Lugosi 's obsession in thel934 film, "The 
Black Cat." She starred in many other movies, as well, including "Tarzan the Fearless" (1933), 
"Sands oflwo Jima" (1949) and more than 70 others. After a career of more than 30 years, 
Wells made her last film in I 957 . 

Shoop's Hollywood connections began before he married Wells: During World War II, on 
furlough in the states awaiting assignment, Shoop accepted the job of technical adviser to 
Paramount Studios during the filming of "You Carne Along." He went on to become a general, 
eventually being put in charge of the California ational Guard. 

Col. Shoop, who returned to the movie industry after hi Air Force duty, had a brother also 
stationed at Muroc. Maj . Richard Shoop . 

During Maj . Shoop's time at Muroc, he befriended actress Gloria DeHaven, whose career in 
Hollywood has spanned 40 years . Her films included "The Yellow Cab Man" (1950), "Two 
Tickets To Broadway" (1951) and "So This ls Paris" (1954). She's also done an episode or 
two of television's "Murder, She Wrote." Her latest film is "Out to Sea" ( 1997) with Jack 
Lemmon. 

Soon after the war, Capt. Chuck Yeager broke the sound barrier in the X-1 - and what was 
now known as Muroc Air Force Base became famous throughout the world for its flight test 
activity, as well as the test pilot machismo that went with it. 

One of those pilots, Capt. Glen Edwards, had his head 
turned by Hollywood starlet Joan Leslie. A frequent 
companion of Edwards, Leslie starred in a variety of 
movies of the period, including "Born to be Bad," 
"Sergeant York" and "Yankee Doodle Dandy." 

In the February 1946 issue of Movieland, it is reported 
that "Joan's still never too tied-up to entertain service 
men in military camps, in hospitals, and in her own 
home. That Burbank house is a week-end mecca for b 

visiting GI's, and she entertains simply and graciously ?h:,;;.,,._ 
with badminton bouts, ping-pong, home-made cookies C•pt. GIINl l!dw-.dtl •~ -Jaa LMfkt 

and pleasant chatter. Her popularity with men in 
uniform is, they claim, because she's ' so much like the girl next door."' 

It was her "girl next door" quality that attracted Edwards to the actress, according his 
description of her in Nov. 24, 1945 entry of his diary: "A swell kid - one you'd like to come 
home to - unaffected, real - didn't have time to get her phone number - AH ME!" 

Despite Edwards' initial inability to snag Leslie's phone number, the romance flourished, and 
was followed closely by the Hollywood gossip columnists. On Jan 3, 1946, Edwards wrote, 
"Louella Parsons reported in her column today that we are getting 'more serious.' My, oh my, 
this long distance romancing with neither party communicating is quite the thing." 
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The following F bruary, h wrote that he had sent Leslie a Valentine, "the first Valentine I 
b ught in ar .11 

Tragicall dwards died on June 5, 1948, after the YB-49 'Hying Wing" he was testing 
ra bed onto the de ert floor, killing the pilot and his four crew mates. A year and a half later, 

the Air Force renamed Muroc in his honor, to Edwards Air Force Base. 

myriad of other celebrities have dropped by Edwards for a variety of events. When the NCO 
(non-commissioned officer's) club was built in 1944, actress Mitzi Gaynor was present, with a 
m riad of other stars, to cut the ribbon. 

On March 4, 1956, while actors William Holden and Lloyd Nolan were on location for the 
Paramount's military aviation feature, "Toward the Unknown," Art Link.letter brought a group 
of Hollywood radio television personalities to Edwards to interview the movie crew. 

Other visitors have included Red Skelton, who dropped by long enough for a photo near the 
lakebed, as well as, in separate visits, actors Danny Kaye ("The Secret Life of Walter Mitty") 
and Linda Darnell ("No Way Out") who got their photographs taken in the cockpits of jets. In 
more recent times, muscle man-turned-actor Arnold Schwarzenegger dropped by. 

The center has been the host of numerous celebrities eager to see the space shuttle landings 
during the 1980s and '90s. Among these were John Denver and "Star Trek" alumni Leonard 

imoy and William Shatner. 

But, by far , the biggest star who ever visited Edwards was a famous actor who used to host a 
show about the Mojave Desert. 

Once the host of "Death Valley Days," President Ronald Reagan paid a visit on July 4, 1982, 
to witness, along with thousands of other Americans, the landing of the Space Shuttle 
Columbia.

PURPOSES OF BSRF: This is non-profit organization of people who

FLYING SAUCERS AT EDWARDS AFB, 1954 

The early 1950s were exciting years for the UFO-awakened in 
Cali fornia! George Adamski was having his sightings and contacts 
at Palomar and out in the desert. Orfeo Angelucci was using Glen­
dale for a take-off for space trips to one of the Asteroids. Paul 
Vest had his interview wi th a Venusian in Santa Monica. Visitors 
t o Giant Rock were being taken up into hovering s~ce ships via 
a magnetic-etheric tube, through George Van Tassel's mediumship, and 
Meade Layne 1as being overwhelmed with sighting and contact data 
in San Diego. 

Then there was the Saucer flap at Edwards Air Force Base in 
the Muroc Dry Lake area of the High Des ert. This was in the spring 
of 1954 and apparently lasted for months. Frank Edwards, radio news 
caster in the Midwest, had word of a January landing of UFOs "at 
some military base in California". 

President Eisenhower was induced -- or inspired? -- to take 
a vacation at Palm Springs, scarcely a hundred miles by helicopter 
from Edwards AFB. So he could confirm for himself the reality of 
Visitors from outer space by direct observation? It seems more than 
likely J As far s I know the only news media hint that the President 
might have gotten aw y undetected for a look- see at the spaceships 
at the Air B,3.se at Muroc Dry Lake was in "Ti me" magaz ine for March l, 
1954. He diaappcar~d f or fou r hours on Saturday night - - perhaps 
Feb. 27th bu~ more likely Feb . 20th -- from his vacation headquarters 
in Pam Springs. The 75 domestic and foreign news media reps on hand 
to cover the Pr esident' s Southern Ca lifornia visit nearly went crazy 
trying to le rn Ike's whereabouts. "Time" wrote that the Assc,ciated 
Press man eveu put on the wire the Pr esident had been assassinated, 
and retracted it momants later! When he was safely back in his quar­
ters they were given the limp excuse that he had broken a cap off a 
tooth chewing on a chicken bone at supper and had slipped away to a 
dentist to ve it fixed. 

Ike w-s offered the opportunity to make a name for himself, un­
paralleled in history, in extending the hand of friendship to Visitors 
from outer space, the f irst leader of a great nation in historical 
times t o do so. But he remained steadfastly loyal to the military­
industrial- religious oligarchy that put him and kept him in office 
for eight years. To my knowledge he never broke security on the UFO 
landing at Edwards AFB , while in office or in the years of retirement. 

Gerald "Dr. Kappa" Light did break security by writing to BSllA 
director Meade Layne irmnediately after his return to Los Angeles from 
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Edwards in mid-April . How Meade hand led this shocking news item is it 
revea led i n the following pages. Others who made the privileged vis 
to Edwards in the spring of 1954 told the truth to close friends, 1;0 

doubt, and some even made a few guarded remarks in public. There is 
n<;> us ~ try ing to get anything out of the three Angelenos who accompanied 
Light to Edwards. Other Saucer researchers have tried. Letters are 
no t -: ,, ~n acknowledged. 

In our printed lecture "Flying Saucers Uncensored" we revie~ed 
the Ediards 1954 landing rather extensively, including the positive 
and suggest ive observations of certain astronomers who might have 
been i nvited to the show at Edwards. There was Dr. Robert S. Richard­
son, as tronomer at Palomar and Mt. Wils on at the time . In "This Week" 
magazine fo r June 20th he had an article on the "Mysteries of Mars " , 
in ~hich he strongly suggested the existence of intelligent life on 
the Red Planet. At tha t time, did he know for sure that UFOs come from 
that plane"·.? 

The suppos i tion becomes even firmer when we are reminded of the 
c ryptic remarks of Air Force Gener al Nathan Twining in May 1954: 
"The best brains in the Air Force are now working on the mystery of 
the Uf O . .. which continue to baffle them. If they come fr om Mars 
and are that far ahead of us, we have nothing to f ear." 

Why Mars? Unless both Richardson and Twining knew for a fac t 
that th~ Edwards-landed UFOs were from that planet. 

Another astronomer who just happened to be in California at tha t 
time \·:as Frank Halstead, of the University of Minnesota. Late r in 
1954 h2 stated publicly: "Aircraft of some sort have visited the earth 
from cuter space. The best scientific minds in the world agree that 
some plane t out there is s ending these things to look us over." 

Pr of . Norman Berrill, of Canada ' s McGill University, had an ar­
tic l e i n the June 1954 issue of "McC lean 's Magazine" on the l ikelihood 
of there being advanced civilizations who had mastered space travel -­
as wel l as being far, far beyond us i n other matters. Was he also an 
Air Furce guest at Edwards earlier that year 7 

Eng lish Flying Sauce r researcher Desmond Leslie was in the U.S. 
on a v isit in the surmner of 1954. Having read the BS RA material on 
the Edwards landing he made a few discreet inquiries himself while 
in Southern California. He later told George Hunt h'illiamson of his 
findings, reported in "Saucer Symposium" in "Valor" magazine for Oct . 
9, 1954: "While in Cali f ornia Desmond Leslie did a little Saucer re­
search himself. He discovered that the rumored saucer at Muroc was 
actual ly there , and ~as kept under guard in Hangar 27. He spoke to 
one AF man who had himself seen the craft, and his investigation showed 
that on a certain day, a 100-foot object landed on the runway at Muroc. 
Suddenly men coming back from leave found they were not allowed to go 
ack on the base and were given orders to 'get lost' . Others had 
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bespeaks some f orm of 
e1ec tro- nwgne t ic pro­
pulsion ; f or all de• 
t a i ls of t he craft 
were bl otted out in 
the brilliant light. 
The same was true of 
Coniston UFO picture 
taken by young Stephen 
Darbishire three da ys 
earlier. Al lingham 
says the l anded IFO 
a t l eft wa s about 50 
feet i n diameter and 
20 feet high. The 
dome appeared to r e­
volve whi le t he c r a ft 
was in flight . 

The metal hu l l 
was warm to the touch . 
The presenc e of a pow­
erful elec t r o-magnetic 
-- and perhaps anti­
gravity fiel d as well 

around the craft became obvious when the Mart ian determi nedl y waved 
t he Englishman back and away before takeoff. It rose s l owly about 50 
feet, tilted slightly and left at tremendous speed. 

It isn't likely that U.S. Air Force officers and technicians 
at Edwards AFB in California in 1954 were any more ready to under-
stand Flying Saucer lift and propulsion systems than was Cedric All i ng­
ham, or the members of Borderland Sciences Research Associates! So 
the BSRA material in the following pages is concerned more with the 
phi l osophical and political aspects of the Flying Saucer phenomenon . 
We 've included Dr . Light's letter to Meade. There is Meade Layne's 
Personal Bulletin No. 4 -- a copy of which I rece ived in Honolulu in 
April 1954, and there is the special Mark Probert seance of April 17, 
1954, in which Meade and others discuss the Edwards-Muroc landing 
and its implications with Ramon Natalli and the Yada di Shi'ite 
(Yah-dah dee Shee-ee-tay). We have included also a copy of Special 
Report 10-C-53. 

This latter is of interest because it was a seance set up espe­
cially for four engineers from the aero-space industry in San Diego . 
From the Yada di Shi'ite they hoped to get significant information 
f rom the "other side" on the properties of gravity fields and related 
space-t i me problems . If nothing else, the reading of 10-C-53 demon­
strates the great difficulties we have in adjusting · our t hinking to 
the demands of the Space Age, and to cocmnmicating with Beings who 
are free from the 3-D continuum in which we live. This is a Cosmic 
Barrier which all must cross eventually. 
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their r~~s onal belongings brought to the 
them at the gate. Men on the base that 
day were not allowed to leave . Leslie 
says he believes the Saucer has not 
left Muroc. President Eisenhower had 
a look-see at the craft during his Palm 
Springs vacation." 

LANDING AT LOSSIEMOUTH 

While Air Force personnel and 
their privileged guests were gawking 
at landed UFOs and the pilots in Sou­
thern California -- under tight secur­
ity, the Martians arranged another 
landing on the other side of the world 
in more public surround ings. It was 
the beach at Lossiemouth, Scotland, on 
Feb. 18, 1954! Writer-ornitho logist­
astronomer Cedric Allingham was the 
fortunate mortal to be in the right 
place at the right time, and with the 
right mental and emotional equipment. 
True, his out-of-focus pictures of the 
landed spacecraft and the pilot wi th 
whom he tried to communicate for half 
an hour leave much to be desi red; but 
they are far, far better than anything 
offered to the public by the U.S . Ai r 
Force! 

The full story is in Allin~ham' s 
book, "Flying Saucers From Mars , Bri­
tish Book Centre, New York, 1955. 

Cedric saw the glowing object in 
the sky above the beach area about noon. 
Through binoculars he could see port­
holes and other detail s of its struc­
ture, and got pictures of it. It came 
down to land near him on the beach about 

Allingham's offhand snapshot 
of the Martian IFO pilot after 
the brief interview and while 
the man was headed back toward 
hi~ craft -- about si x feet 
tall, normal appearing except 
for noseplugs with little 
breathing tubes, and wearing 
a one-piece flight coverall. 

four hours later. He had one witness to the landing and contact. 
The Martian could not speak English, but with his sketch pad and pen­
cil, drawing in the sun and orbits of the planets, Allingham found • 
to his surprise that the Visitor came, not from Venus as he suspected, 
but from Mars. 

Allingham could only guess at the propulsion system of the Mar­
tian craft. A s light humming noise coming from it as it swept in 
from over the ocean made him think of motors, but the corona dis­
charge around the IFO (Identified Flying Object) in his first picture

It seems more than likely that the Martin 
anti-gravity project was successful in develo­
ping and building flyable hardware, utilizing 
anti-gravity and electro-magnetic principles. 
10 years later , by 1965, Saucer researchers 
were receiving reports of UFO sightings in 
which the craft had identification markings 
with Arabic numbers and English letters on 
the sides. These reports came from the south 
Mid-west and in 1972, during the Kansas UFO 
flap of August, glowing space ships hovered 
over towns for hours at a time. It isn't like­
ly that alien craft could remain in 3~D config­
uration that long without serious challenge 
by Air Force helicopters and jets. By now, 
1973, the U.S. Air Force must have an electro­
magnetic and radar grid system which covers 
the entire United States like a blanket! I 
know from personal experience that when my lit­
tle UFO magnetic detector here in Vista sounds 
a warning, a military-appearing helicopter can 
be circling over the house within minutes! 

It's a good bet that the home of every UFO 
researcher and every known Contactee is pin­
pointed on detailed area maps of this nation. 
If a magnetic vortex or space warp trig.gers the 
surveillance system, government agents know it 
irmnediately and are on their way.

YADA DI SHI'ITE: It is great pleasure to have you here again. Though we are 
separated in body we are always together in light. When man comes to realize 
this he will not feel ever alone. He will know how to bring himself entirely 
in tune with his fellow man whenever he wills to do s o . It is not wi se thing 
to waste time, even though w·e have endless amounts of it. Every moment we are 
doing what is called nothing we are wasting time - now you are not to tell me 
that time is wasting me - huh? Now if I can be of some service to you, please 
say so. 

-- We came down here to see if we could get some insight i nto the nature of the 
program you are putting over here. Our interest is in technical subjects and 
how far can it be carried - how much are we permitted to know and what 
progress we can make. 

YADA: It is of the utmost importance t o yourself as well as mankind in general. 
As to how much we can give depends urely today upon our ability to pass our 
thoughts through the mind of the boy. For you people here are having the 
right to know all that can be so given to you. Under other circumstances 
this is not so. We are forbidden to speak o f certain things.

Bven today wha ythese 
slowly discovering i that it is itself made up of other particles and 
particles have what is cal led a nucleus or center or core with sat ellite or 
electronic bodies moving around them . 

This is within the nucleus of the atom itse lf? 

YADA: Now the reason for the atom being so difficult to smash is on account of 
the interior gravitational pull. Truthfully the atome has never been smashed -
only a piece of it has been blown away - thrown away - which is the outer shell 
or one of the ~uter shells.
