Cameron, thic morning and

he said he frlt it was probably a weather #mmaballoon because it
se med to be stationary and was not picked up on radar fraém below.

He contacted crew of DCY9 by radio but they had seen nothing 'nd could

see nothing,
Cameron did say he had been flying for many years and this is

the first time he's seen anything he couldn't definitely isentify.
He said the object a peared to be about 2,000 feet below the DC9 and
2bout 10C feet in diameter, but if he misjudged the distance tr e object

could be 2 much different size.
It would be difficult to make a UFO case out of this.
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
