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SUMMARY ANALYSIS 

REMOTE VIEWING (RV) SESSION CC95 

1. (S) This report documents a remote viewing session conducted in 
compliance with a request for information on a target of interest. 

2. (S) The viewer was provided the geographic coordinates and the UTM 
coordinates of the target area at the time of the session. The viewer 
was unable to obtain his usual state of relaxed concentration. He was 
unable to resolve imagery in which he had confidence. The viewer stated 
that he was physically tired. He appeared somewhat depressed prior to 
and after the session. 

3. (S) The protocol used for this session is detailed in the document, 
Grill Flame Protocol, AMSAA Applied Remote Viewing Protocol (S), undated. 

4. (S) Following is a transcript of the viewer's impressions during the 
remote viewing session.

or foil, I guess, you know, aluminum foil, and straighten 
it out and flaten it on the table, you'ld have the crinkly, 
wrinkley shape ••• ah ••• of the vague land mass I saw. It 
was more than one shape, like this hull shape, but they 
were ••• I was seeing them here and then different places 
not adjacent to each other.
