2. (S/NOFORN) The remote vie111er'a impressions of the target are provided 
as ra111 intelligence data, and as such, have not been subjected to any 
intermediate analysis, evaluation or collation. Interpretation and use of 
the information provided is the responsibility of the requestor. 

3. (S/NOFORN) . The protocol used for this session is detailed in the document 
Grill Flame Protocol, AMSAA Applied Remote Viewing Protocol (S), undated. 

4. (S/NOFORN) Following is a transcript of the vie111er's impressions during 
the remote vie111ing session. At TAB A are dra111ings made by the remote vie111er 
reference his impressions of the target site. At TAB B is target cuing 
information provided the remote via111er.

#66: This will be a remote viewing session for 0900 hours, 
12 June 1981. 

This will be a pre-session briefing to the remote viewer. 
At this time I show you a photograph on which the target 
building is indicated. There is an arrow pointing to the 
target building and I am now pointing to the target building. 

#01: Okay. 

#66: Your mission will be to gain access to this building during 
normal working hours at the building today, 12 June. Once 
your perceptions become clear on the interior of the building 
I am going to direct you to a very specific area within the 
building, about which I will have very particular questions.

#66: You can see the building then, that we're talking abou.t? 

#01: Mm-hmm, upper left building. 

#66: All right. Do you have any questions pertaining to your 
mission this morni~g?

And, uh, I couldn't 
tell whether or not there 111as like a double door entry. You 
know, where you go in one set of doors; make a left, and go 
in the other set of doors- or not, but it was definitely 
covered entry. And you had to go up some steps to get to it. 

Nu~ber two is as you come in the door, the entry door, is this 
like foyer area. And, uh, it was like two walls went do111n only 
so far and stopped. And the ceiling appeared to be like an 
overhang. And there was, to the right, something blocking the 
vie111 but not quite cutting out the entire vie111. Like slats 
or something of that design- dark glass, something, curtains. 
I don't know 111hat it was, but something was not thoroughly 
blocking the view, or else I was lookin' through the wall, one. 
Just on the other side is a s111eeping staircase to the right, 
and this big open area is out there. And, uh, I was kinda 
surp['ised at the open area for some reason. I got a circular 
open area.

It's like 
a- some kind of an open fo¥er type area. I tell you I get the 
impression that this is like one of those, uh •• uh, old German 
or old Bavarian type hunting lodge type designs, Okay? Th~t 
sort of feeling. So that's what I drew here is the location 
of the code room on page three.

Page four is the interior which is essentially 
two rooms with an inner room. Uh, there's like a- I didn't 
perceive any kind of a vault door or anything in the entrance111ay, 
but I did perceive that it was some form of metal, so it's 
probably metal sheeting. As you come in there's a, safes on 
the right. There's a counter on the left. And I got labeled 
"OW'' for older 111oman and "YW' for younger 111oman. This is the 
counter they were sitting at. And, uh, punching out these 
tapes. There's, uh, one work table. And there 111as some other 
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#01: kinds of cabinets, but I can't tell if they were open or 
shut face, and I don't know where they were, but I perceive 
them to be there like sorting table of some sort. And you 
go through that door and you're in the actual electronics 
aTea. There's one bank or ohe wall of electronics, probably 
back-up equipment, test equipment or something. You know, 
some other form of electronics unidentifiable. But to the 
right was a counter top, it was built wall-to-wall. And it's 
labeled "OM" for old man, older man. And t~at's the radio 
operator that I was talkin' about. The "YM11 is the younger 
man sitting at the table and to his right were some cabinets, 
storage type cabinets. And I perceive that the olde[l. 'man is 
the one that, uh •• I'll label as best targeted ••• 

#66: Okay, in your own \Uords now tell me what you can about this 
radio operator. 

#01: Okay. I have this, uh, they're mostly impressions, I guess, 
that I get from him. He's, uh •• he's old enough to haVe been 
very young at the termination of the war. You know, the 
world war, in his very early teens or ten or nine years of 
age or what not. And he remembers these very hard times, and 
I get the impression that he never quite setbled down after 
that. Uh, he's married and has a couple kids, but he has no 
real, uh, no real affection for his family as such. You know, 
for wanting to spend the rest of his natural life with 'em or 
whatever. I sense that the family is just a question of you 
need the family in order to meet certain prerequisites in the 
society in which he lives. And so he's married and has kids. 
Did his thing for the state or whatever. And I have a feeling 
that, uh, he's very frustrated and dissatisfied with his life 
to date, and it's never really had a whole lot, has more now 
than he's ever had. He would like to expand on that somewhat. 
He would like to shuck all of his responsibilit~es and be able 
to start completely fresh with a different name and no fear of, 
uh, where his income might come from. Uh, but I perceive a 
flaw in his character in that he does not have the capacity to 
carry anything out to the extent necessary to make that monetary 
qain and to make that break-away. In other words, he could not 

ihnovatively do it on his own. He would have to be, uh, led 
down the primrose path, so to speak. Not conjoled into it, 
but given the where for all to make his deciqions. Uh, I think 
that in that regard that he could not participate on a long 
~erm basis in any kind of subterfuge, 'cause I don't think he 
has the character and capacity to carry that off. But, uh, 
one big kill for money and, you know, the freedoms that he's 
looking for, something that he would be conducive to. I don't 
know his name 'cause I forgot to ask him his name. Uh, I 
don't know why I didn't think of doin' that. I would say pro­
bably the best way to know this guy ••• is I, uh •• I perceive that 
he has a identifying scar on his right hand that's~~ 
to someone talking to him, but I can't identify what kinda 
scar it is. for some reason scars don't •• aren't explicit 
enough. I also perceive that he's not a real heat dresser, he's 
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1101: kinda sloppy in comparison to others that he works with or 
hangs about with. For some reason I see this, you know the 
old belt that's 14 inches too long. I'll repeat the last 
I just said. These old, I get this impression of you know 
these old guys that wear these belts that. are 14 inches too 
long and shoulda been trimmed a year ago, you know, and they're 
all curled up and hang out all over the place, that kinda, 
that kinda impression with him. Uh, light gray pants, White 
shirt, dark coat. No tie, or the tie is very ••• very subdued. 
Uh, shuns hats, doesn't wear hats •• Uh, very somber type 
person. It's gonna be hard to contact this person. But he's 
amenable to the opposite sex. That's a result of his frustra­
tion. And he's highly impressionable as faT as the appearance 
of routineness in ordering good food and good wine and that 
sort of thing. That impresses him. And essentially that's 
it I guess. I don't know what else to tell you. 

1166: Okay. How do you feel about the session? 

#01: I feel the session was really good. Super. Feel like I was 
actually in the room. This is the best kind of feeling you 
can have, I guess. 

1166: Okay. Anything else you'd like to add? 

#01: No, that's it. Uh, on the other people- I would stay away 
from the young man and the younger woman, 'cause they're very 
idealistic. And the older woman is just, I honestly believe 
is just really too dumb to know any different than what she's 
doin'.
