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SUMMARY ANALYSIS 

REMOTE VIEWING SESSION 869 

1. (S/NOFORN) This report documents a remote viewing session 
conducted in compliance with a request for information. 

2. {S/NOFORN) The remote viewer's impressions of the target 
are provided as raw intelligence data, and as such, have not 
been subjected to any intermediate analysis, evaluation or 
collation. Interpretation and use of the information provided 
is the responsibility of the requestor. 

3. (S/NOFORN) The protocol used for this session is detailed 
in the document GRILL FLAME Protocol, AMSAA Applied Remote 
Viewing Protocol (S), undated. 

4. (S/NOFORN) Following is a transcript of the remote viewer's 
impressions during the remote viewing session. At TAB A are 
drawings and narrative by the remote viewer. At TAB B is target

I don't know if they're going 
down into the ground or coming out of the ground or 
going over to the ground or ••• I just get this sensation. 
It's very much like when you walk down into a service 
area that you're going to pull a truck over, and 
you're going to work on the bottom of the truck, you know, 
when you walk down in this pit. 

Page 3 is. one of the views looking out away from 
it ••• is a road with a low •• wall of sorts, and chain link 
fence with some concertina wire across the tops, and 
high pole type whites. This is just like an open area. 

Page 4 is another view looking away from one of these. 
I see other green, grassy mountains all over these ••• 
very, very round ••• grassy mountains with a road.just running 
through it, and a flat horizon.
