Drawing #1 is an attempt at the satelite view of the 
where I think the target is located in the world. And 
I think it is down in Central America and looks like 
Baja, California, the peninsula itself, on that peninsula.

Drawing # 2 is an impression I got that I was inside a cave, 
or something like a cave. There was sandstone stratified 
and there was sort of a curve, so this dark area might have 
been even more rock. As I was looking I could only see part 
of the entrance to the thing or it just might have been dark 
and no light there. But I think I was looking around a curve, 
curve shape like.
