session conducted for training purposes only. 

2. (S/NOFORN) The protocol used for this session is detailed in the 
document GRILL FLAME Protocol, AMSAA Applied Report Viewing Protocol 
(S), undated. 

3. (S/NOFORN) Post-session analysis on target viewing indicates the 
viewer had no correlation. The viewer was disappointed.

Cont~em structure and this is only like a 
small part of the what I felt like was the target, 
which was really big. The building looked like it 
was made out metal, wide and open, had a very strong 
impression of military aircraft type hanger, building, 
except that I didn't draw the end of it here because 
I couldn't get a good idea of what the end looked like. 
Sometimes the door was small, sometimes it was huge, 
like the whole end would come off. And that's all I 
wanted to draw today.
