1. (S) This report documents a remote viewing session conducted in 
compliance 111ith a request from SOD, J3, OJCS, Pen tag on, \~ashington, DC. 
The purpose of the session 111as to provide information relevant to the 
hostage situation in the U.S. Embassy compound in Teheran, Iran. 

z. (5) The remote viewer's impressions of the target are provided as raw 
intelligence data and as such have not been subjected to any intermediate 
analysisr evaluation or collation. Interpretation and use of the informa­
tion provided is the responsibility of the requestor. 

3. (S) The protocol used for this session is detailed in the document~ 
GRILL FLAME Protocol , AMSAA Applied Remote Viewing Protocol (S), undated. 

4. (S) Following is a transcript of the viewer's impressions during the 
remote viewing session. At TAB A are drawings made by the remote viewer 
reference his impressions of the target site. At TAB B is target cuing 
information provided the remote viewer. 

5. (5) The remote viewer was asked to locate Bruce German and describe 
his surroundings. The viewer felt that German was no longer located in 
the city of Teheran. He felt that German is now located in some ancient 
walled city, with a prominant gateway, near a large body of water. The 
viewer stated that he perceived German to be very up tight and nervous. 
He also felt that there were two, possibly five other hostages at this 
same location.

3. (S) The remote vie\1/er has been briefed on the current status of the 
hostage situation and told that the whereabouts of the hostages was not 
known. 
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
