The Christian Democratic candi-
date in yesterday’s presidential
election, Fidel Chavez Mena, con-

Although Arena represented a
rightist, militarist extreme in Sal-
vadoran politics in past years, Cris-
tiani appears to have swept the vote
by projecting a more conciliatory
image, promising to revive a
drained economy and halt the cor-

ruption that grew rampant under
the Christian Democrats,

It remained unclear whether the
Arena victory would further polar-
ize the Salvadoran nation, already
torn by more thap eight years of
bloodletting,

After the June 1 inauguration,
Arena will control the executive as
well as the Legislative Assembly,
which is to name a new Supreme
Court later this year. Cristiani has
argued that his broad mandate will
put himina strong position to invite
leftist guerrillas to peace talks,
