b. A second part of the structure is much cleaner. It is for 

storage/shipping/loading, etc. 

c. A third part of the structure was L1nly glimpsed. It has a single 

large table where a man is sitting, cutting "papel" and wrapping stuff into 

pac: kacJeS. 

a. The "kitch<:?n-like" area has mostly women, lfJith one or two men. 

There are about 7-8 people in this area. They are all speaking Spanish, but 

it is a dialect of Spanish I could not understand. 

b. The other area has 5 people. 3 are Spanish, 2 are very light 

skinned, and appear to be English, but are speaking Spanish, too. One of 

these men is bulky, quiet, and is very mean in nature. The other anglo-

appearing man is short, wiry, with a muscular face, and black hair. He is 

bossing everyone around, directing all the activity in this part of the 

structure. There is an air of hurriedness. 
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c. The third ar·ea has a man who is cutting "papel" and wr·apping 

packages. This was the only man I could access directly, and only for a 

brief time. He does not want to be there. He is free to come and go, but 

does not like his work. He stepped outside the building! got into his car, 

and started to pull away when a light and dark blue police jeep pulled up 

behind him. He got out of his car and went back to work. 

d. The man who got out of the police jeep wore a suit and carried a 

briefcase. He entered the building and began bossing everyone around. I 

could understand him. He told them to hurry up and "wrap it up and get 

moving''. The activity increased. He finally put one or two of the packages 

in the briefcase and left. 

a. At the beginning of the session, I tried moving around the 

structure? to gain a better overall view of it. I could not get back and 

away, but did manage to move around the structure and locate its different 

parts, and got an outside view. The structure itself is a large, old, 

white, !Jm:y-looking "house" which has a chimney in b<.Kk with bricks out on 

the bottom <see sketch, page 2). The inside of the house has been 

completely gutted as a living space, to provide room for the work which is 

going on thet-e. 

b. During the sessi Dn, I looked into one of the packages. It is 

filled with a white, glassy-surfaced substance which evidently had been 

bt~oken in chunks fn:.1m one o+ the "cookie sheets". I tried tasting it, but 

did not get any taste sensations. 

c. At the end of the session, as the man left in the police jeep, I 
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followed him away from the structure. This is the first time I have been 

able to get a general view of the area. The road away from the structure 

runs between very heavy woods and a long, straight, manmade embankment which 

is about 20 ft. high. On the other side of the embankment is dark, smelly 

water (see sketch, page 5). 

d. As the session drew to an end, I tried to follow the jeep further, 

but instead jumped to a city very nearby which had a central building of red 

brick and white cement trim, looking very much like an old train station. I 

was already coming out of session, and did not get a chance to pursue the 

city location further. 
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
