The violet light spectrum is an 
important component of this device which seems to have some 
similarities to the old type of X-Ray units once used by shoe 
stores to examine the fit of new shoes. This device is probably 
capable of cutting through metal, although that was not is planned 
or intended use. It also has the capability of stripping away 
molecular structures and bonding in some manner, but again this may 
only be one of many potential uses for this project/box.
