E. SESSION SUMMARY: Mr. Yeltsin's visit will be characterized by
his evident sense of sincerity, openness and eagerness to learn
about the US free market system which he would use to overcome
poverty and disarray through economic reform.

It is anticipated that Mr. Yeltsin will talk about the Baltic
states and the issues surrounding their quest for freedom and
independence.

political change in Russian be tempered by a far left form of
