4.0 (U) SOOPE: Recent foreign data assessment and effectiveness evaluation
will be accomplished for this phenomenological area.

5.0 (U) TECHNICAL/OTHER CONSIDERATIONS:

5.1 (S/NF) All efforts and findings resulting from previous programs
in psychoenergetics shall be brought to bear on this effort. In addition,
expertise in miltidisciplinary areas shall be made available as consultants or

for special support as required.
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5.2 (U) Spec1a13.zed support, if not available at the contractor
facility, can be obtained via consultant or subcontract efforts with prlor
approval by the COTR. Every effort should be made to insure such support is
from the recognized experts in the field. Some of the effort in section 6.0
can be performed in unclassified facilities.

5.3 (S/NF) Some of the activities in this effort may require
participation of select govermment personnel. All such investigations will be
fully planned and coordinated with the COTR and will be under the purviews of
appropriate review committees.
