THE YEAR 1071 was a bad one for the 
Byzantines, East and West. At Man­
zikert, in the highlands of eastern 
Turkey, the multinational Byzantine 

Army, riven by dissensions and desertions 
and for once sloppy in reconnaissance, was 
annihilated by the invading Seljuk Turks 
it had marched east to destroy. Anatolia, 
breadbasket and prime recruiting ground 
for Byzantium, subsequently was stripped 
forever from Christendom, opening the way 
to later Ottoman invasions of Europe.
