The first group, which calls itself the
Committee for the Scientific Investiga-
" tion of Claims of the Paranormal, grew
; out of a widely published denunciation
of astrology that was signed by 186
scientists and philosophers in 1975, Its
feader, Dr. Paul Kurt, a professor of
losophy at the State University of
ew York at Buffalo, maintains that the
. nation is awash in a rising tide of irra-
_ tionality and gullible acceptance of re-
_ ports of occult and paranormal phenome-
na, and says this pontends grave conse-
" quences for a society heavily influenced
by public opinion. :

-in the current popularity of paranormal
. matters. The rising interest, he oontends,
