3. (S/NOFORN) Post session analysis on target viewing indicates the 
viewer had a considerabllie amount of correlation. The viewer's attitude 
was positive. 

4. (S/NOFORN) Following is a transcript of the viewer's impressions 
during the remote viewing session.
