This letter will update you on the progress of the Screening task. Since we are looking for
correlations between personality variables and the skills of interest, the researchers have been
keept blind to the personality tesis. Thus I can oniy report upon generalities and what steps
have been taken to date to accomplish the overall task.

To date, all appropriate personnel at our laboratory have been screened with regard to the
behaviorial measures and the psychological profiles. Likewise all personnel from the Los Angeles
group have their data complete.
