tr  be russian f ly ing machines of  an unknoun type.r l

In his secr:nd paragraph, Zi-qer qoes on to say that special  groups u,ere
formed to study UFOs, one of  these beingrtBluebook".  He then states that  in
1956r the United St,ates passed a laul  Lhat any person uho released informat ion
on UFOs rr : i thout government apprpvaL c:uld be f l ined $10r000, or ja i lecl  ' for
10 years.  He claims that at  that  t ime, the US government tu ice released false
informat ibn to suppress panic in the -nteiest  of  publ ic safety.

He states that  the f i rst  person :o reLease false informat ion uras the US
seient ists lv lenze l ,  . lho publ ished a boc k c]aiming that al l  U F0 reports urere

either ref lest ions f f ,om clouds or mirages. The ssutrr td-eottrcp of  fa lse

He then statecJ that in the USA, a special  t racking stat ion uas formedt
eonsist inE of  a r ing of  spot l ights 600 meters in diameter rr ; i th 10[J megaulat ts
of  pouler"  To this uas adcJed al l  knorr :n apparatus for  observing and f ix ing UFOs.
0n the 2nd 0ctober 197/t ,  the stat ion observed a UF0 uhich f lerrr  at  a height
of  82 meters,  and r , las doing 161000 kmh" The UF0 made tulo r ight  angled turns
ui thout reducing speed" These turns uere photographed. The most interest ing
part  of  th is is that  calculat ions shorr led that the load on the UFO rrrould
have been 3r000g. I t  is  hard to imagine that any mater ia l  could take this
stress,  The range_9f speeds recorded by radio locators a! . !h1_9 stat ionl  u.rQS
from zero to 72r000kmh"

Zigel  thei ' r  adds that some researchers put fsrurard theor ies that  UFOs
capable of  taking these stresses must have some capabi l i ty  to nul l i fy  the
qravi tat ionaf force.  Russian physic ist  Ger lovich peoved that i t  is  possible
to nul-Li fy the gravi tat ion ui th the aid of  e lectromagnet ic f ie lds.  ( tneony
of fundamental  f ie ld) ,  Another russian scient ist ,  Veynik,  shouecJ that there
is a possible c lue to reach the speeds many t imes , the speed.of  l ight ,
anything up to l0 t imes.

He then br ief ly goes into s izes saying that approximately 501 of  a l l
UFOs are reportecJ to be 60-80 meters in diameter,  u lhereas some of the bigger
ones are anything up to 800-1500 .meters long.
Talk ing about Elv l  cases, he quotes a rather interest ing case on 31st August

1961 in the tsun of  Koonseva, at  a rai lu lay level  crodsing, uhere a lot  of
ears hrere uai t ing for  a passing trainruhen a UF0 f l leu over them.

Speaking on physical  t race iases, he quot,es a case in the Uni tecJ States,
rr ihere in 1956' ,  tuo pol ice ears uJere chasing a cr lminal  on a highrrray'uhen
the of f icers s ighted a UrF0 lourer ing over a forest .  They supposedly stopped
the chase to invest igate the UFO. The of f ieers,  upon reaching the spot in
the forest ,  saul  several  occupants around the landed UF0. They then contacted
their  super iors,  but  the'roccupantst tuent back intc the UF0, r lh ich then
si lent ly i i f ted of f .  0n the spot r i rhere the UFO haC been, grass and bushes
uere burnt ,  and there rr :ere landing impressions as uel ]  as some green l iquid.
(He also c la ims that the same green l iquid ulas also found at  ALL other landing
cases) "  Analysis of  the l iquid shctued the composi t ion to be unknoun and
earth seient ists coulcJ not reproduce i t .  From the impressions, i t  u las calculated
that the UFO had a diameter of  30 meters and r , ;e ighted 30 tons.
