I t  seems on thc surfaee to be a straightforuard informat ive phrase, conjur ing
up a fa i r ly  def in i te picture -  namelyr an object  l i teral ly at  t ree-top level ,
or  about 50-100 feet abovc the ground. Often this statement is coupled ui th
another - ' r r the object  passed.overheadi l .  Taken together,  they strongly imply
that the s ighted object  (genbral ty also reported to be si lent  o" neurty so)
passed direct ly over the r . r l i tnesses at  a height of  less than 100 feet.  That :
t r lould make a Cloge Encounter indeed!

Butr  one must be extremely carefuL about accept ing such a statement at  face
vaLue. I t  can cause a great deal  of  confusion. Takc'rat  t ree-top levey.
The moon can be seen to be at  t rec-top . l -evel  r r lhen i ts seen close to the
hor izon! Yet,  in actual i ty,  i t  is  2401000 mi l -es above the earth!

To some i t  means' t fa i t ly  h igh above the hor izon" or justr tnot  near the hor izont ' .

The lesson here is c lears one should not put onets ouln interpretat ion on the
ui tnessrs statement !

lJhen aI l  th is neus uas released, ul idespread invest igat ion and searches
uere conducted by the invest igators of  austraf ian UF0 groups, members of  the
media,  Air  Force, Department of  Transport  etc.  BeLiefs regarding the true
f late of l  20-year o1d Freder ick Valent ich range from the abduct ion of  the pi lot
by a UF0, to disor ientat ion and subsequent crash of  the planer or a del iberately
staged hoax for rcasons knoun only to Valent ich himsel f ,  Hotr . lever,  a number of
points do stand out in th is case, uhether one bel ieves the UFO abduct ion or
the hoax hypothesisr  or  any other theory one may eonjure up.

At the t ime this art ic le r , las composed, (December 28th) no further uord
has been from Ualent ich,  and I  personal ly bel ieve that only t ime ui l l  te l l
us as to the t rue conclusion to th is bizarre coser
These ooints are as fo l lorr ts:

1.  Valent ich u,as carry ing enough fuel  for  300 minutes of  f l ight  ( tOO t i t res)
or,  ov63r 1000 ki lometers.

2.  The l ighthouse keeper at  Cape Otuay, SSid of  lYlelbournel  stated he had not
heard any aircraf t  at  thc t ime Vafent ich uould have been in the alear despi te
the fact  that  the pi lotrs f l ight  p lan uas almost direct ly over the l ighthouse
and i t  uJas a verv c lear nicht '
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3. No return f l tght ulas logged ur i th ly lelbourne Ground contror.

4, Fishermen in Bass Strai t  (betr , leen $elbourne and King Island) said they
sau or heard nothing unusual  at  that  t ime.

5. valent ichrs gir t f r iend uras supposed to be picked up by valent ich at
7 '50 p 'm. that  n ight,  yet  Valent ich took of f  f rom the airport  by pJ.ane at
6.19 p.m.,  u lh ich meant he courd n3t have returned before'9.00 p.m.

6. Valent ich did NOT request Kin isfanO airport  control lere to sur i tch on the
runuray l ights.  This uould have made i t  impossible for him to land on the t iny
landing str ip, .

?,  Pol ice on King Is1and could ' r rnd no-one rr lho had arranged to sel l  crayf ish
to Valent ich (rrrhich uras the main reason Valent ieh'gave to f ly  to King fstana).

8.  In order to hear thet tmetal l ic  crash noisetrs (uhich uas the last  th lng :ever heard over the radio),  dur ing the last  1? seconds of  t ransmission, Valent ich
uould have had ts have kept the transmit  button depressed on the micrq:hone
(Eana heLd)1 uhich ie highry unr ikery,  i f  the prane uould have crashed,
unless i f  the microphone uas jarnmed someulhere to keep the button depressed
ei ther intent ional ly or unintent ional ly.

9.  An unconf i rmed report  uas received, of  a l ight  p lane landing near Cape
Otuay on the same night.  This report ,  to datel  has not been conf i rmed.

10. Valent ichrs chief  f ly ing instructor,  stated on the televis ion programme
'tP.f l . "  {zs/ ' to/za) that  Valer l t ich had the required instrument rat ing and he
uas f ly ing an aeroplane rrrhich had al l  the instruments in i t  urhich he uould
need, and therefore urould knorr i  i f  he uas f ly ing upside-douln, seeing his oun
ref lect ion in the ulater,  as has aLso been suggested.

The quest ion ulqs raised only onee, on Thureday 0ctober 26th1 ulhen a pol i t io ian,
[Ylr .  Yates,  asked the f i in ister for  Transport :

: 'This is one of the feu t imes in the par. l iament that I  am caught short  for ulords.
I  real ly cannot give any information at aI l  about the myster ious disappearance
of the aircraft  that has not already been publ ic ly stat ld.  I t  is qui te clear
there u,as a perfect ly rat ional and normal conversat ion held betrrreen the pi lot
of the aeroplene and the serviee faci l i t ies btaff  pr ior to the point of
disappearonCeo That conversat ion has been recorded and something corparable to i t
has been replayed on radio and television broadcasts. I t  remains a mystery.
At this point l  al l  I  can say is that af ter several  days of searching ule have
doungraded the search. l r fe have one Beeehcraft  Baron aircraft  st i l l  searching
the area and ue have taken the other aircraft eff standby. AII I can say is that
it is a mystery and looks like remaining a mystery.'r

ITEATHERS A pi lot  ruho f lerrr  in from King Is1and reported that at  5.48 p.m. there
ulas not a cloud in the sky and that v is ibi t i ty uas f i rst  rate, There rr las a mi ld
Nlr l  breeze. Sea terperature uas about I  degrees above freezing.

PIL0T: The pi lot  rrras 20 years old and l ived in Avondale Heights, a lYlelbourne
suburb ul i th his parents and brothers and sisters. His father said that his son
had uranted to be a pi lot  ever since the age of 12 and had spent three yeare
ul i th the RAAF air  t raining corp as a dadet l  and uas an instructor.  He uas
fty ing the plane to Kinq Is land to pick up some crayf lsh and uas to have
returned by 10.00 p.m. This uas also to add to his night f ly ing hours,  as he
uorked toulards a commercial  pi lot ts l icenc€. He had undergone acrobat ic
training and most of his overal l  t raining had been in the Southern Air
Services Cessna rr lhich he ulag f ly ing at the t ime. His father u,as intending
to go ui th himr but as his gon had some studying to do at the air f ie ld i t
uas not pract ical  for both to go. His father said: ' rFrederick uas very
posi t ive and doesnrt  ta lk nonesense.trHouever he did also relate that  h is
son bel ieved in UF0s and had told him that he had seen claegif ied information
on them at the Sale Air  Force Base uhich conf irmed his bel ief .  Frederick uas
arso said to have seen a uFO some months pr ior  to the incident.
The pi lot  had never been to King Is land before in the dark,  but  had been
there before dur ing the day.

AIRCRAFTI This ulas a single engined Cessna 182, r ,r i th a f ly ing range of
about 5 hourg. I t  carr ied l i fe jackets and a VHF beacon ulhich is designed to
aet j .vate upon hard impactr thus indicat ing the locat ion of the plane.

IFIwIEDIATE REACTION: The immediate react ion of the Department of Transport  as
quoted in the press rr las that the pi lot  could have accident ly inverted the plane,
become disor ientated and vieured the Cape Otuay and King Island l ighthouses.
His father denied this and talked of  a UFO I 'being a real  possibiLi ty ' r .

THE SEARCH:
22 October:  A RAAF Orion from Edinburgh $ South Austral ia,  searched ' ' thearea and loeated an oi l  s l ick 25 KwI N of  King Is land.The King Is land f l ight
service unit  said that rr l reckage uould not be missed by an intensive search
and thq, l ikelyhood uras t l rat  the plane uas underulater.

I  23 October:  Three boats rrrorked their  uay up the !J coast of King Is1and along
, the Cessnats f l ight path tprrrards Cape Oturay. A land search oP Cape 0trr lay and
I Xing Is land found nothing. One boat picked up a sarple of  the oi l  s l ick about

40 KIvl  NNE of Cape l r l ickham, King Is land. A Cessna 150, RAAF 0r ion and a
Nomad aircraft  seare-hed the area. Several  f rui tboxes ancl plaet ic bags uere
found in the sea uJere declared, not f rom the plane

?3.-qclgb9liFour more aircraft joined the search.

25 0ctober:  Rectan3ular pieees of  urhi te and blue metal  uere seen f loat ing some
15 Kfvl  of f  the uye: iver on the mainland. They rr lere bel ieved to be shipsr uaste.
The search ues scaled douln to a Beach Baron plane rrrhich concentrated on an
area 41 KlYl in radius centred on a point 33 KwI NE of Cape Ul ickham,
The search uas cal led off  on the night of  the 25th after aircraft  had scoured
1800 square ki lome;ers in vain, The oi l  sanple taken from a sl ick ulas
declared not to be aviat ion fuel .

28 0ctober:  A trrr in engined Aero-Commander plane searched the beaches of SbJ
Uictor ia checking tc see i f  anything had been uashed up. Nothing unusual  u las
found.

Dlscussion: Varlous hypotheses have been put forulard to account foi  al l  dei ta '
avai lable uhich has come to l ight coneerning this incident.  Unfortunately the
incideir t  occured interstate and involved the Department of Transport .  Thus a
thorough and independent invest igat ion cannot be made. Even the media has not
been able to conduct ' real  in aepih invest igat ion.  Therefore the fo l louing

comments are glven rr l i th this l imitat ion ln mind and should further evidence come
to l ightr ' I  reserve the r ight  to al ter  my comments accordingly.

There are real ly only four main hypotheses r ' r i th s l ight  var iat ions on them:-

pi lot  and plane urere taken auray by a UfO.
plane crashed into the sea af ter  the pi lot  became dlsor ientated. The UF0
real ly a l ighthouse.
pi lot  del iberately made of f  u i th the.plane and landed elseuhere.  '

plaot::delfberatelry erashed the plane and made tp th€ UFO obeesva'tlsn.
craeh obcured outside the area ulhere the pi lot  said he ulas.

Eoing on the information at hand, u,e can put one hypotheses foruard, ahead
pf the others uhich accounts for  a l l  knoun points.'Hourever,  

lets take a, look at  them, one by one. First ly,  (b) ,  A comment came
from the Department of Transport  that the pi lot  might have inverted the plane
and seen tuo l ighthouses. Presumably this caused him to crash, going dorr ln
instead of  up,  Several  aviat ion sources quoted in the pressr denied this uould
be possible for  longer than a minute oD soo 0veral l ,  th is hypothe$is doesnrt
add up.

tuour for (c) r  comments uere made that air  t raf f ic controlLers urere in
doubt that  the plane uas uhere the pi lot  reported. The plane uas not on radar
ulhen i t  should have been. Under this hypothesis,  the UFO rr las a hoax to cover
for the pi lot  f ly ing the plqne back to Victor ia and landi$g at eome deserted
airstr ip.  Against this ruould be the aLmost sure fact that someone uiouLd
recognise the $43r000'plane" Also that very ferrr 's t r ips rr lould be equlpped for
night landing, and i f  manned someone uiould have knoutn about i t .
Anyrr layl  th is sounds very unl ikely to have actual ly happened because of  the noise
ending the transmissions.

Hou about (a)t  Sounds at t ract ive? Not real ly.  The UF0 l i terature contains
many reported aircraft  pacings but only a couple of disappearencea connected ui th
a UFU for certainty.

The rel iabi l i ty of  past eases and the lack of adequate documentat ion makes
them extremely suspect.  Here ue have one pi lot  eal l ing about something that
no one else eould see and rrrhieh didnrt  appear on radar.  I  beLieve that there
is a much simpler explanat ion than this to abbount for the incident.

Hypothesis (d),  that the pi tot  crashed the aircraft  has the fol lor ' r ing support ing
facts:

One possj"ble counter argument to a crash is that  the VHF survival  beacon
shoul-d have act ivated o$ a hard impaet as intendcd. Houever,  according to a pi lot ,  -
th is is of ten turned of f  dur ing t ra in ing runs as a learner pi lot  of ten makes
hard impact landings..

Conclusj .on:  Taking al l  the avai l "able evj-dence into account,  and pending the
off ic ia l  invest igat ion there seems to be l i t t le doubt that  the incident had
nothing to connect i t  r r l i th the UF0 phenomeooFl ,

Are there too many UF0s? bv John Prytz.

The phenomena of  the Unident i f ied FIy ing 0bject  (uf0),  the bel ief  that
UFOs rr lere extraterrestr ia l  spacecraf t  and object ions t ,o that  theory al l  surfaced
in quick succession in the late 1940s, Since thenl  the subjeet of  UFOs has gained
in both publ ic and scient i f ic  popular i ty (no doubt due to the exci t ing
possibi l i ty  that  proof uJas just  around the corner that  ure urere not alone in
the universet )  a l though ansuers to the quest ions of  exact ly r . lhat  are they,  and
i f  extraterrestr ia l ,  uhcre do they come frdm and rrrhat do they rrrant are as
elusive as ever.  To date.r  nei ther the propounders of  the extraterrestr ia l  (ET)

' rnuts & bol tsr f  theory,  nor t l - re opponents have been ab.Ie t ,o put,  f  or th enough
of a uel l  reasoned casc to suay a large proport ion of  the'r fence-si t terst ' ,
though the ve rbal-  bat t le has been rr laged long, of ten and heated 1y.

A'recent and increasingly f requent object ion raised against  the ET
theory of  explaining some UF0 reports has been the very number of  those reports.
According to Dr.  J.  Al1en Hynek, Director sf  the Centre for  UF0 Studies,
fvanston I l ] inois,  and probably the best knoun professional  scient ist  taking
UFOs ser iously,  the shcer number of  reports arque against  the al ien spaceship
exp lanat ion.
There is ani lembarrassment of  r ichesrraccorrJ ing tc Dr" Hynek. In an intervierrr  in
the January 1978 issuc of  PLAYB0Y, Dr.  Hynek ment ions thaf:

I tAt  present,  u. ie l re gett ing,  on the averageT reports of  about 100 sight ings a
night.  Thatrs around 361500 a year.  And the number is increasing al l  over the
rr . ror ld.  0f  course, i t ts i rnportant to point  out  that  a great major i ty of  these
ini t ia l  reports turn out to be IFOs -  IDENTIFIED f ly ing objects -  but  not
ALL of  them, by any means."  (pp58)

Later in the art ic le,  ho presents the crux of 'h is object ions to the physical ly
real  a l ien spaceship explanat ion.

I t . . . . th is theory is rapidly losing ground among researchers,  i f  only because
of the t remendous number of  s ight ings themseLves. I rd be happier i f  there rrrere
only one sight ing every 100 years instead of  hundreds EVERY leoro The distances
are far  too astronomical  for  there to be that manv extraterrestr ia l  soacecraf t
v is i t ing the Earth""  (pp.92)
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I  uould agree that a -cadual  and seemingly endless parade of  a l ien
spaceship's Visi t ing this t iny and unimportant spbck, requir ing tray,gls over .
inereadible distances is ei ther impressive evidence for our importance after
al l ,  or else a high).y improbabfe explanat ion for the hundreds of thousandg
of UF0 sight ings that have accumulated over the past three $eeades. Except '
that the ent ire object ion" ' is based on a single and f larrred assumption.
That assumption is that  each UFO report  is  a produet of  one unique al ien
spaceshiFi  making a long t ime and distance journey to earthl  reaehing earthl
generat ing that one UF0 sight ing and reporte then immediately repeat ing
that long t ime and distanee journey homb.

and that onJ.y a smal l  f leet of  these extrasolal  t lnuts & bolts" spacecraf l t  need
be postulated . to account for  houever many of  the UFO reports you care to
explain arrray by the ET theory.

0f  those that remain,  perhaps a large
percentage t ;1i l l  turn out to be natural :oE trah-Dade phenomena knoun or unknoun.
Even this resldue is far  too large i f  a l iens come to earth in the manner that
ue ulent to the moonr that  i$r  ef ie spaceshipr one. landing.

Numbers and distances are the key elements here.  As to the former,  one
UF0 ci lcumnavi lgates the globe could easi ly generate hundreds of  e ight ings by
i tsel f .  Nq need,to suggest an equal  numbelof  craf t r  one rrr i l l  do nicelyr  thank
yoUVerymucht.0neUFointheformofanal iencraf t ,cou1d,over i ts
rr tour of  duty ' t ,  i f  f ly ing every dayrend up being responsible for  thousande,
tens of  thousands, even hundreds of  thousands of  s ight ingsr uthich become
translated as UFO reports.  This means, there is no need to assume an immediate
turn about t ime.

bJhat about distance? There is no real ' reason to bel ieve that UFOs, i f
real ly al ien spaceehlps,  are interplanetary.  I f  spaceships,  the odds must be
great ly ln favour of  their  being extra-solar f rom beyonS the solar system.
And i f  that  is  so,  then the distances are indeed so vast,  that  I  doubt i f  our
minds could real ly grasp the signi f icance of  i t  a l l .  And, I  donrt  intend to
suggest any non-convent ional  physics to vercome the problem - no hyper-space
no uarp dr ives,  no faster than l ight  t ravel  etc.  The distances may be vastt
but they are st i l l  f l in i te.  lYlaybe too vast for  casual  quick t r ipe to and fro,
but perhaps not vast  enough to stop a major expedi t ion.  A uel l  equipped and
lengthy expedit ion.

People didntt  take ueekend jaunts f rom London to Austral ia in the 1?00s
and dontt  today, but }arge scale scient i f ic  expedi t ions (Cook et  a l )  urere
undertaken then, and long term business and hol iday t r ips are taken nou.
The analogy appl ies to our potent ia l  extraterrestr ia l  v is i tors.

Just  r r rhy couldnrt  one major al ien super-
spaceshipr the Hlv lS Beagle of  the stars,  carry as cargo smal ler  scout and survey
cra f t .

I t  is  a lso not unknoun for expedi t ions (Earthly)  bo they scient i f ic
ml l i tary or recreat ional ,  to have base eamps ulhich serve as the start ing and
f l in ishinq.points af ter  the rrrork has been done. In l ike fashion, t ,he projected
rfmother shipi 'could serve as such a base eamp, and/or one(s) could ue sl t  i rp
on the f l loonr one of  the other satel l i tes in the solar system, or asteroLds.
Thene the distance to the pr imary object ive(s) uould be short  -  ghort  enough
for the casual-  parade to start .

His expcnsive- looking 35mm camera, mounted by his expensive- lor :k ing
electronic f lash uni t ,  taking expensive ancl  total ly useless fLash i l luminated
photographs of  the murky ulaters of  Cairns Harbour,  instead of  the glor ious
shots of  the f i reurorks displey hc thought he rr :as going to end up rrr i th.  ( t '1aybe
he u;as lucky and something turner l  out)  .
