Making a total of T reports since March this year. It seems: $to be unusually
quite ufowise throughout Australia. Or maybe some reports have not as yet reached
use Once again, may we suggest that you forward UF0O reports to A.C.0.3. as soon
as poseible after investigation, as this is important to Professor Hynek's studies,—
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BExplaining and Explaining Away.

. Objective scientific investigation of the UF0 phenomenon is somewhat hampered
by . two opposing emotional tendencies, viz., the tendency of. some investigalors
to want to belisve that the particular case under investigation is a genuine
unknown and the counter tendancy among another class of investigators to desire
an explanation at all costs. The first group are guite obviously uncritical in
their investigations but their lack of objectivity will sooner or later show
through or someone with a more critical attitude will eventually be given the report
and maybe make an identification.

The second group, though is likely to prove more troublesome. Thus when a
report is investigated, the object "identified™ and the case filed away, it is
not likely to be reopened again = why should it, once the reported UF0 has been
identified? But can we be sure that the official identification is the correct one?

Let me elaborate on this more by the means of a ficticious case. Suppose a
report is received in which the witness claims to have observed a bright orange
ball of.1light floating several feet above an avea of swampy ground. The obvious
explanation is, of course, marsh gas, and I dare say most UF0 Investigators would
jump to this conclusion. But would it be the correct one? At this point a serious
investigator would look up past cases where this type of phenomencon has been
observed and he would (if he had not already dohe so previously) acquaint himself
with the phenomenon of marsh gas 1um1n051ty and. the conditions under which this
occurss If he finds that the conditions under which this sighting in question
was made Were representative of those under which marsh gas lights are seen and
if the object fitied the description of marsh "fire" and if the same type of
object hasg only in the past been repofried in environments and under conditions
typical of the _envirohments and conditions favourable to the occurrence of marsh
"fire!, THEN, the marsh gas identification Tooks 1ike being correct, i

If, on the other hand, he finds that conditions prevailing at the time of
the alieged sighting were not similar to those usually noted at times of marsh
"fires" activity OR the object reported did not have the nsual characteristics of
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arsh "fire" OR catalogue reports show similar objects to have been reported in
//f/?ﬁay) arid reglons, or other places not conductive to marsh gas phenomenon the
cxplanation of marsh “fire” becomes an PIRRATIONAL AND ILLOGICAL™ one.

In other words each sighting (and any other event one may mention ) exists
in a complex situation - there is (what is known in Philosophy as ) a "constellation
of factors' impinging onrn any event, and it is this constellation which makes an
event what it is, olthough one factor in particular is usually found to be the
most importent one from aﬁy one perspective. This factor is arbitrally termed the
"cause™ of the phenomenon. In the cose of UFOs,identification, in practice, means
finding the "cause® factor in the constellation — and this is difficult as we do
not know what the consztellation really ist But iake our hypothet1cal case ogain
part of the constellation in this sighting would be :—

The object wos seen near o swamp, it was seen at night it wos observed by o person
it wos luminous, it was small, it wos orange «... etc., etc., One of thesoc factors
(or maybe more thon one) may hold the clue to the object's mature BUT (and this is
very importent) THAT FACTOR IS UNLIKELY TC BE FQUND BY EXAMINATION OF THIS CASE
ALONE rather, the in investigator must oxamine other similor cases and attempt to
‘dotermine WHICH FACTORS 1IN THE CONSTELLATIONS OF ALL THESE CASES ARE COMMENT,

"nd this is not donec by giving glib explanations to a8 many coses ag posszble,
—ithout attempting to detecrmine whether such "explanationg™ account for all
reporied cases of thig type.

Another problem encountcored in UFQ 1nvest1gat10n ig tho lock of guantative
dnalyses in some cxplanotionge. Thig is especiolly evident in explanationg of the
"temperature inversion " kind. If a UFO is reported at o time when Venus is visible
and a temperaturc inversion exists, it is usuolly token as estoblished that the
report wos duc to 2 mirage or distortion of the image of that plonet. But, while
this is often forrect, mathematical colculation has, at other times, indicoted
the nocessity for temperature differences in the order of several thousond degrees
Kelvin to produce the reqguired effeccts (sce Lieutcnant F.G. Menkello "Quantitative
Aspects of Mirages™). This is not merely a difficulty, but o complete reductio
ad absurdum} : '

The Februsry 1975 issuc of the FBI LAY ENFORCEMENT BULLETIN, the officinl
publicotion (ecirculation 80,000) of the Pedernl Buresu of Investigrtion,
United Stotes deportment of Justice, including o long ~rticle about the Center
for UFO Studics.

The article beiins by telling how law cnforccment personnel can be of
~gsistonce to the Center, and discussos scvernl cnses in which police have
witnessed UFO's. It describes the origin of UFO CENTRAL, discussing the
co=operation of Mr. Joames Slovin, Dircctor of Northwostorn University®s Traffic
Institute, in helping the Conter to originzlly distribute several thousand
dircctives to police chiefs ond gheriffs nerogs the country. It stressces the
officizl wsc of thig number, ~nd ligts porticularly questions = law officer
should ask a witness. It gives the history of the Center and of Public opinion:
There is a discusgion of U0 types and of common misperception.

A banner heading the article states: "L toll-frec "hot-line® for the
usc of law enforcement ogzencies hos been cstablighed by the Center for URO
Studies. UFO reporits made to these ogencics can be relayed to the Cenitcr for
handling and study. The toll-frce number (not for gencral public use) con
be obtained by low cenforcement ogencics by writing to the Centeraeca.

This article brought over one hundred inguiries the first wecks aftor its
digtribution. These requests were rcceived from not only Police ond Sheriffls
Departments, but from Departments of the Army, Navy, Air Poerce, U,S. Dept, of
the Interior National Pork Scrvices, Bureau of Indiaon Affairs, and the United
States Border Paotrol as well. The requcsts have come from oll arcas of the
United Stotes.

Clarence Kelley, Director of the IBI, wrete to the Center soying "... I am
sure thrt the information contoined in this intoresting orticle will be of
value to lowcenforcement officers throughout the country, and my associntces
and I want to toke this opportunity to empress our amprechistion for your
co—operation.”
