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Summary of the 1978 Situation.

Most reports were of white nocturnal lights and were made by witnesses
in the 21 to 30 year age-group. Where a colour was noted, once again this
tended to be toward the red end of the spectrum.

Distribution by month revealed that spring and summer were the months in
which most reports were made - with October having the highest number.
On the other hand August had no reports and February ( a traditional "louw"
month) and November were poor. It may or may not be a co-incidence that many
parts of Australia had a good deal of cloud in November whereas October was a
fairly clear month.

In general, there appears to be no distinct pattern other than normal
social features - i.e. patterns of observation rather than patterns of
apparition.

NOTES:

Following serious thought and discussion, it was felt that the following
items will be deleted from future statistics. OCCUPATION OF WITNESSES, COLOURS
OF OBJECTS, WEATHER CONDITIONS, WITNESS PERSONAL RELATIONS AND HOW REPORTS WERE
RECEIVED. Reasons for this are as follous.

OCCUPATIONS: There has been a good cross-section of these every year. We don't
feel that anything of interest will come of repeating this section year after
year - we can consider it established that "John Citizen" reports UFOs.
Nothing of scientific interest is likely to come out of it.

COLOURS: This is too detailed to be of much use as it stands. The colour
categories of red, yellow, blue, white, multicoloured, silver and non-luminous
(i.e. dark) would be quite enough. The question could be "which colour was it
nearest to?" and then give the above list. We only really need to know which
end of the spectrum the colour approached and there is little point in disting-
uishing between "pinkish-red, orange-yellouw" or the rest as far as yearly
statistics are concerned.

WEATHER CONDITIONS: This section will be left out as there is a high percentage
of UFOs in clear conditions because most are NL and people are more likely

to be out of doors when the night is fine. The only interesting category is
that of thunderstorm, as a significant number of UFOs here would support the
ball-lightning hypothesis. The results clearly show that this is not the case
and there seems little point in flogging the dead horse over this one.

PERSONAL RELATIONS: If anything interesting was going to come from this, it
would have. It hasn't, and so this section can be dropped. This section and
the others were more or less "experimental" - included to see if anything came
out, but by now it would be apparent if anything at all was going to show.

HOW REPORTS RECEIVED: (T.V. station, letters etc.) Probably not of much interest
as it seems to be pretty regular and is not likely to lead to anything of
scientific interest.
