A Description of some procedures used by UFO Research Inc.

When a report is received by telephone a report log form is made out
in duplicate. This logs date.and time of call, date and time of report, and
some brief details of the events Thesc details can then be recalled should
for any reason the caller not send back the report form. : :

The liasion officer keeps a copy of the log and the duplicate is
passed on to the research officer for his records., The master records consist
of report forms, investigators notes and report form logs, thus providing
a complete record of all incoming reports. Statistics at the ond of any
period are them readily extracted from the master files.

A running total list is made up as the reports come in, by the research
officere This list shows brief details of each report receiveds
At any stage anyone can consult this running list and find out such things
as how many reports on the same day, how many between x and ¥y in time,
descriptions of things being reported, all from one list.

A sample of the log form is attached with this Bulletine If any group is
interested in obtaining supplies of such reports log form, they will be
available from V. Godic, 2.4 Castle Ave, Prospect SA 5082 at production cost
plus postagece
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A sagmple copy of the Reports Log is attached 1o this Bulletine
A simple reference number is uced in order that no report can be lost once
in the system. We are using this year, 16/1, 16/2 etc.

THE EDGE OF REALITY.

Glancing through Dr. Hynck and J. Vallec's new book, the Edge of Reality,
We came across a soction on the amateur groups, which are very cducational,
and we'd like to quotc 2 section of this here: S

VALLER: The vicious circlc here is (a) theoy sincerely want to do research;
(b) to do research they nced moneys (¢) to got money, since they cannot got
a grant, they havc to go to the publics (d) to got money from the public
they have to advertise; (e) to advertise they spend thc moncy they do have.

So ninety percent of the money thoy do get goos into public rclations
and thoy turn into a PR organisations There is never cnough moncy to do any
rcscarche

HYNEK: Their bullctins can hardly be called scicntific documents.

VALIEE: All these groups go through the same stages. Thoy always start with

onc individual who roally wants to do someothing, wha is deodicated, who is
hardworking; usunlly he's a pretty good resecarcher. He sets up the group

bocausc he thinks an organisation is going to give him more leverage and

more structure, ond he feels a ncad for structure. So he sets up the organisation
and pretty soom it attracts the kind of people we were talking about earlier,
the. curiosity sececkers, the people on ego gratification trips.

In the ond they find themselves actually hiding information instead of
revealing it, thus going oxactly comtrary to their stated purpose. You sce
there are lots of inter—organisction feuds. Each organisation derives its
identity from the files it has. So the whole idea is predicated on kecping
thosc files to thomselves and publishing almost nothing.

HYNEK: They're publishing just cnough to titillate the interest of their
subscriberss '
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VALLEE: They keep up their imoge as investigators, but, of course, that kind
of thing is usecless to someonc who is trying to do regl rescarch. So if

you buy the typical bulletin of onc of those groups, you will have a two-page
editorial that says Mr. Such~and-such hos resigned; Mrs., So-and-so's knees
aren't getting any better (club news)s Thatts about it. The people in those
groups are sincere and do good work, but it docsn't get out. To a large extent
they have saved a lot of information from oblivion. On the other hand, the
role they are playing now is not a scicntific role but o sociological role.

HASTINGS: What do they need to do? Give them somo advisc.
VALLEE: Publishe

HYNEK: Right. They rarcly publish dacumented data. What would onc think of
a reseorch institutc in existence for twenty years that hos not turned out
one single scientific paper? That's the situation.

HASTINGS: How are they on investigation?

HYNEK: That is fairly good. They have some good people and some tremendously
devoted people.

HASTINGS: They don't publish these reports in ways thot make them gscientifically
available, -

HYNEK: Nos
VALLET: Most of the time they don't even know what they have in their own files.

VALLEE: Now scientists when they publish data always assume they may be

wrong. A paper submitted for publication is not acceptable 'if the data, and
the way the data have been acquired, and the source of the data arc not
referreds It just would not be publishede So with books like that we find
ourselves confronted with a lot of observational information which isg
interesting, anecdotal information which is very valuable or would be valuable
if the source was given, but most of the time the source is not given and
essential dato are missinge™

UFOCAT; In December 1975, Dr. David Saunders officially donated his computer
file of UFO reports to the Cgnter for UFO Studies. The file, UFOCAT, contains
over 70,000 entries from over 100 different sources. It is an index to cases
of varying characteristics of UFO reports, such as time, place, type, duration
and includes various detail codese UFOCAT has been used to extract EM casecs
cases with physical effects for the Center's t@ace cataloguc, cases withim

a particular geographical area, and cases occuring in a particular year.

STATISTICS: The following arc the statistics of UFO olghtlngs in the United
States as received by the Center.

Total reports received 505, am average of 42 per month, or 1.4 per daye
Police reported cases T0 % , of these reported, 22 % involved police witncsses.

Cases with onc witness 160 or 32 %
Multiple witness cases 320 or 64 %
Number of witnesses unknown was 25, or 4 %

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UFO Flaps = a conmcction of sorts?

Recent research has suggested that the UFO phenomenon follows rational
‘lgws and patternsy which afford the possibility of predicting when "flaps"
" would-take places Resecarchers such as Jacques Vallee suggested that the
situation may be complicated by the nunpredictability and absurdity™ which
scems to characterise the phenomenone This 1ine of thought suggests that there
appears to be no apparent correlation between UFO waves OT flaps, and
physical, sociological, or political events on carthe. But is this really the
casees

As I pointed out in my paper given at UFOCON ONE (l) the phenomenon
of "UJFO flaps" can perhaps provide the most probative opportunity for the
implimentation of the scientific process to studying the UFO eventse
gcientific methodology, by nececssity, requires its npractitioners" to
generally disregard all information which is not “the resutt-of-measurcments
of essentially repeatable phenomende In UFO flap situations, the phenomend
exhibits an apparent degrec of repeatability which can perhaps be documented
while it is in progress, c.ge, Tyringhom NSW, ‘during 1973 £P). 1% 18 for
this reason that I drew attention to the importance of "in-—the-ficld"
documentation of flap situations. : : e

A good example of this could be provided by the intensive flap,
centered recently in south west Tasmania. The flap was centered around the
logging community of Maydena, which is near the Gordon River — Lake Pedder
power complex = scene of a recent and enduring volatile environmental
controversy. : : '

A number of sightings occured somewhat aficld from the Maydena ared
in carly February 1976, in the Derwont Valleyes These included the Magra
arca encounter of February 12, (3) and the Wayatimah to Berriedalc car
pacing ovent of February 17 (4) : :

The first of the major Nocturnal light observations in Maydena, occured
on February 17, with 4 young men, observing 2 ™mysterious mocturnal lights"
travelling west, at 16.15 pme One of the lights dropped towards the ground
apparently some few miles from the town, while the other continucd on and
disappeared into the night (5)e Although one sighting was made on February 19
there appeared o be a niull beforc the storm". On February 2lst, the
observations Began in ecarnest, with an apparcnt gusto, gomewhat remimiscent
of the extent of activity I documented in the Tyringham: area during 1973

On February 2lst, a group of men outsidc the Maydena RSL;- and several
other groups of independant witnessecs, observed 2 orange-red lights moving
wost at about 11:50 pmes Oie of the lights moved silently towards the south=
west, while the other moved more slowly apparently hovering and eventually
fading out all together(6)s :

Perhaps, changes in the natural fields of the eﬂrth, produced by a-
considerable wariety of mechamisms, (be they small or large variations),
are of 1nterest to the phenomenon causing UFO reports? Or.- perhaps even these
locnlised variations, provide some #ort of mechanism to powdr the UFOs, or
in gnother sense, provide a "“window" for their arrival and -departurc?
The latter speculations tend towards the metaphy51ca1, and obv1ously arec
only speculations.,

Whatever the connection (if thero is a-oonnection.gt,all) y T think it
is at least worth looking ate Possibly the best way of finding evidence for
the idea, or even finding evidence to negate the idea, would Te to gero in
om areas wherc these variations im field strength may be .occuring. Loke George
which occasionally empties omd fills up again, could be a interesting test
areae Even if the connection does turn out to be spurious, it would stlll be a
probative excercises .

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UFOs - Time Machines ?

Of all the things UFOs may possibly be, the cvidence continuoc to
suggest that they are physically real vehieles. One of the ecarly explanat-
ions for UFOs was that they originate from esnother planet - the Extra-
Terrestrial Intelligence (ETI) hypothesis. :

The purpose of this articlc is to indicate what are, in my opinion,
some of the major problems for the ETI hypothesis and to suggest that an
alternative, involving time travel (TT), provides a more rensonable explan-—
ation for the observations. : s

l. The problem of humanoid occupants:

The major difficulty that I have in accepting the extra-terrestrial
intelligence (ETI) hypothesis is that the majotity of occupants are descrited
as humanoide If one accepts that our present human form has evolved as o
result of millions of trial and error processes in earth‘s environment,
then the chances of the same development occuring clsewhere would appear to
be extremely lowé I would be more inclined %o the ETI if the occuponts
were reported as spider-like, octopus—like or other monsterous™ forms.

The reports however, consistently refer to human-like figurcs. Of course,
these figufes may not be the actual operators of the craft, but ‘models, or
images planted in the mind of the witnesses, But we have no evidence for this.
The time travel (TT) hypothesis naturally accepts these humanoids as the
oceupants and accounts for the variety of forms obscrvecd. For example, the
- ococupants that are indistinguishable from ourselves could come from the
near" future, while the small humanoids with large-heads seem to fit
descriptions of the way the human race may evolve in the next million
years or S04 o

2, The problem of non-contacte.

A long standing argument against ETI is that other races would have
attempted some form of "official' contact by now. The standard argument
‘against this is "Do we cstablish contact with ants?" and so on, but it scems
40 me that this line is fairly weak because the earth and the human race
is receiving a great deal of attention aml the task cannot be moade easier
by the hostile naturc of our militory activities. :

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If the UFOs arc from the future however, any contact MUST be kept to
a mimimum so that the time travellers! past is prescrved and their present
(our futurc) is not drastically altcred by their expeditions.

3¢ The problem of interstellar travecl.

Most students of the UFO phenomenon arec fomiliar with the arguments
of current physics which “proves" that interstellar travel is impossiblae.
It suffices to say herc that the TT hyposcsis avoids this problem (even
though some form of space trovel may be required to kecp up with the earth
on its journey through the universes Additionally, TT is also "impossilble"
according to current physics). :

4+ The problem of the high frequency of'reports which have becn with us
throughout recorded history. : ,

This is another major problem for the ETI as for ag I am concerncde
Regardless of the technology that ndvanced beings may possess, the contimued
surveillance of (an ingignificant?) carth for thousands of years by cxpeditions
from distant star systems must consume enormous amounts of energy; what is
the benefit to thesec oliem races ?

The TT hypothesis resolves some of these difficulties. An cxpedition
from the future would be rcsponsible for mumbrous sightings down through
the ages and oven if only onec expedition is mounted every thousand years or
g0 the future appears vast enough to account for the numerous sightings im
our ero as each expedition stops off at 1976+ The motivation for these
expoditions is obvious: humans studying their paste.

5. The prohlem of the variety of vchieles. At

While the vehicles reported in the UFO experience fall into two major
categorics ~ cigoar shaped ond discs, a wide variety of shapes and sizes are
reporteds Attempts to account for the diversity, in terms of our (production
line) culture, as special mission =~ orientated vehicles and so on, arc not
wery convincing and if one argues that the diversity of vehicles roflects
the diversity of aliem races involved in surveillance of earth, then one is
left with the problem of motivations

According to the TT hypothesis the question of mass—production is not
involved and the long time span ( say one thousand years) betwcen expeditions

allows ample opportunity for design changese

6+ The psychic connections

It is o curious fact that certain people who have undergone an intecmse
UTO cxperience, (Betty Hill and Charles Hickson are examples) appear to be
able to induce or predict UFO appearences on certain occasionse A rclated
aspect is what John Kcel colls the reflective nature of the UFO phenomcnon.
The more onc Hecomes involved in UFO investigotions, the more UFO activity
ome experiencesy Current thinking is that these featurcs represent psychic
aspects of the mystery and certainly the ETI hypothesis is im some difficulty
here.

I cannot, ot this stage, completely account for these feotures, But
because many psychic phemomena appear to involve freecdom from the constraints
of time, it scems possiblec that the rclationship of psychic phenomena with
UFO activity may be through the time travel aspect.

T« Other problemse

The above list was not intended %o be exhoustive but fo show some major
problems for ETI are avoided by invoking time travele There are undoubtedly
many more aspects of the UFO mystery, for which TT ean provide a "preasonable™

It is often said that an article rings a bell, Well, 1
‘think Dr. Stevens' article just started a carillion chimbings

I firmly agree with Dr. Stevens that the Time Travel (TT)
hypothesis is superior to the ETI but, of course, for any theory to
be accepted it must first walk the gauntlet of comment — both pro and
anti - and, while not setting up a gauntlet myself, I would like to
"make o few preliminary comments, both for and against, in.the hope
. that my comments will be criticised in t.eir turn and new ideas
. brought forward, : :

First, the superiority of the TT over the ETI in accounting for
the diversity of occupants and 'craft' must surely be apparent to all
who spend a few minutes thinking about it. As I pointed out before in
a former Bulletin, the occupant cases (if taken at face value within
an ETI framework )necessitate great numbers of bheings arriving here
from. a great number of planets (all having different gravities,
atmospheres etc,) and yet, these same cases show that these beings
appear to be quite "at home"” under terrestrial conditions. This is
surely a difficulty if these heings came from other planets,.but it
falls into place if the TT is accepted - the beings are at home here,
because it really is their home. : Soes

A possible difficulty with the TT at this point thoughy, is the
frecuency of dwarf renorts in occupant cases. Is there any reasonm 1o
suppose that the human race will evolve toward dwarfism in the distant
future? Is there any indication that civiligationm is producing a
diminutive -physical stature? This is a problem we need to examine
before we can say that the TT readil xplains dwarfs.,. :

Secondly, Dr. Stevens maintains that the TT explains the humanoid
nature of UFO occupants, ‘wheras the ETI would be more likely to
support the sighting of -“monsters®. For once, I think I might come
down on the side of the ETI believers.

Shape and form are functions of envirommental pressures and, other
things being equal, if envirommental pressures are similar, the shape
and form of living things tend to be similar. Thus the cactus of
Aperica and the Euphorbia of Africa look much the same, not because
of relationship, but because they fill a similar ecological niche.,
wamilarly, the Dracaena of the 01ld World and the Cordyline of
Aystralasia are so similar as to sometimes confuge experts,and,in the
animal world, it is known that Australia once possessed marsupial
lions, similar to the non-marsupial lions of Africa, but evolving
from a different stock. Thus, it is at least reasonable to suppose
that similar conditions will produce similar lifeforms irrespective
of the planets on which these lifeforms arise. If there are arid worlds
out there, they may well have something like cactii there and earth-
like planets may well have humanoids,

It does not mnecessarily follow that humanoid form must always
correspond with androde (P.Anderson's term, meaning "of human--like
~mind®) mental form:- there could be planets with ape-like humanoids
and androde spiders, but, I think,we mey reasonably assume that the
pressures giving rise to humanoid physical form will also give rise to
androde intelligence (the free use of hands, upright:walking etc. -
although such “minor” matters as four arms would not be surprising)
and that most androdes will look rather like us "if seen in the
distance at night", as Anderson expressed it.
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The ETI boys are not on such gtrong ground in trying to explain the
absence of crashed UFOs however, To toxplaint this by saying that we are
dealing with a super race is pretty weoke The hypothetical race would not
only need to be t guper! — it would need %o be infallible it its craft never
crash; and this is a tall order even for spacemen. ‘

~On_ the other hand, the TT may Yo in a much stronger position. We know
nothing about time travel of course, so we still have to say that this
theory may, not will be in a stronger position, but, ot very leost, it is in
no weaker position than the ETT. : : ; < ;

The TT may also oxplain the differences between eardty sightings and more

" modern ones. It has always secemcd strange that the UFOs of late last century

 should appear in the moture of airships, just o little ahend of mants
technology, whilc since 1947 they have looked like space ships, just as
mankind entered the space agee This has been o thorm in the side of the
ETI tut a delight to the psychic: theory. § : : -
g ACOS Co=ordinator, Harry Griesberg, suggested that the TT may explaim
this quite eadily if the 4ime trovellers were mercly to model their time
machines according to the appearance of the craft of the time they werec
desirous of wisitinge Coming a few yoors in advance docs not necessarily
negate this hypothesise Howevor it is also possible that the appearamce of
craft a few years ahead of human tochnology is o deliberate attempt to cause
man to tuild such craft and thereby help bring about the kind of society
in which the men of the future live. This is a wory subtle woy of influencing
history — a casc of cultural evolution pulling itself up by its, own bootstraps.
Tt is also worth rememberimg that the contention that UFOs have had
no effect on the progress of history, is not really valide Certainly these
time travellers (if that is what they are) do not seem\to‘have_mgde any comn-
" gpicuous attempt to alter the progress of things, but the mere fact that
they have been scen at all has beem sufficientt to produce mew ideas and evem
cults and movements of a kind which would mover have come imto being, had the
UPOs mever been observeds : i
'Tn other words, the #ime travellers have altered their own past, simply’
by coming back to view ite If they really wanted to avoid contact altogother,
they would meed to have remained invisibloe
This is o point which should always be rememtercd in any discussion
of time travel. It is also the point at which we must stop speculating and
“move on to our next points | :
It is, I think, fair to say that the TT is chead of the ETI in accounting
‘for contact and occupant cases (for instance, it would explain the sudden
vanishing tricks of mony wgntities" and, prokobly the curious contacts
regarding time — cege the entities questions about "time cycles" etce)
5 However, T think it is also fair to say that, as it stands, therc are
still many problems., Phenomenn which any satisfactory theory of the UFO
problem must explain, but which romain unexplained (at this stage) by the

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SOME INITIAL IDEAS ON THE PSYCHOLOGY OF CLOSE ENCOUNTERS.

Most Australian close cncounters have bocn reported to have happened in
sparscly populated areas of the country, to ome or two people, usually
travelling by vehicle at nighte.

Let us examine a few thoughts which have been derlved from a look at
such encounters.

Down through histiry, we as a civilisation have had an inherent fear of
the night and the dark. BEwil is always portrayed as black or blackness.
Without the sunlight our imaginations can roam over a multitude of possible
céuscs. We have been brought up to be afraid of the dark. Even today in our
technologically advanced society, most people don't like the night bocause
of a deecp rooted fear of what might be lurklnp “out therc®, though most
people wouldn't admit ite '

: Such is one of the psychologlcﬂl backgrounds agalnst whlch UFO encounters
occur, Biologically during the night, around 2 — 3 a.m. most people!s meta-
bolisms are at an ebbs Pulsc rate, brainwave activity, breathing and body
temperature arc at a minimum, cven if one isn't actually aslecpe

Prom preliminary analysis it is also 2-3 am. when one of the time peaks
for unknowns occurse. Is it coincidence that the 2-3 am. time peak coincides
with the low metabolic human rate? Could this physiological fact have some
bearing on our investigoations ?

It could well be that a close encounter might occur to a person sceped
in "supernatural heredity" and ot a hiological ebbs

Agreat many of our enmcounters occur to people trovelling in a vehicles
Suddenly the engine stops all by itsclf, the radio develops interfercnce
problems cr the lights die downe This leﬁves the occupant of the vehicle in
an isolated spots Couple this with the appenrance of a diffuse light or a
defined object and a reaction is sct up which sometimes goes along these
lines. "It can't be a UFO, they don't exist. Yet there it is and I can't
oxplain ite Maybe it is o UFO. Tf it is, why has it stopped my cor ? "

Fear and panic set in.

The observers state of mind contributes to the events Could the entire
event be generated in some way by the observer ?

‘A survey of what the observer wos doing immediately before the cncoumtber
reveals that most are simply on their way home and not thinking in any way
of cncountering the unknown. Their mental state appears onc of normalityi

One surprising thing is the imitial reaction to the observation. Onr quite
a few occasions pecople have said "I knew straight away what it was™ or
"I thought it was a UFO as soon as I saw it"e This immediate - concept . of
what was there does not stay confined to the concept of what g UFO looks likce
One example is the Kimba, South Australla report where a youmg couple were
the first of four people to sec @ 3 Wy 1% motre orange rectangle in a clearing
with the figure of a man inside ite The driver took ome look at it and
accelerated away from the spots. When I intervicwed him ke soid "I kimew gtraight
away what it was", How did he know ?

An intercsting research projcct can be formulated which will be carried
out by mysclf over the next few months. During interviecws we should ascertains
ae Wherc the reporter/s was/were going at the time. :
be their physical condition at the time, i.e. tired etc.
ce their familiarity with their surroundingse
de their mental state at the time, i.ce. alert etc.
ce their thoughts on UFOs prior to the evente
fo their traim of thought at the time.
ge their thoughts on UFOs after the evenit and their reason for change if anye

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An Australian Cataloguc of Close Encounter Type Three Reports,

Over the last few yeors, Bill Chalker and Keoith Basterfield have been
collecting and documenting close encoumter three cases from scottered sources
Woth in Australia and overscas. These cases have been compiled into a
chromological Catalogue, which is the first such compilation of Australian
close encounters type three.

There are 37 cases listed in this Catalogue; beginning with the 25th
July 1868 at Parramatta NeSelley to March 5th 1975. From time to-“time, the
catalogue will be updated, by adding current CEIII reports to it.

Added to this, Mr. Chalker wrotc "Basic Patterns in o preliminary study of
Australian UFO "occupant™ reports,

Bill Chalker, during o discussion with ACOS Co-Ordinator Harry Griesberg,
stated that although the cases vary quite markedly in documentation, it is
necessary and worthwhile %o attempt some analytical work based on this material,.
Most previous studies of this aspect of the UFO phenomena have not documented
an accurate picture of the situation in Australia. dccordingly, this study
in conjunction with the catalogue, should provide further useful material
for correlation with work already undertaoken. ¢

As mentioned in the preceding article, most close encounters happen at
nighte As Bill Chalker stated, about 70 % of the occupant events in the
catalogue took place betwecen dusk and dawn. He further pointed out that most
australian occupant cases appear to be of the "conventional® humanoid entity
Be it diminitive, normal or large sizc. '

OFFICIAL } REPORTERS CARRIED AWAY BY FLYING,SAUCDRS.

Flying saucers aluays make lively stories for newspapers, so normal standords
of accuracy are sacrafieced. Herc, David Ellyard recounts his attempts to
identify a flying object,.

According to the Sydney "Daily Telegraph®, on August 30 lost year, a large
“gilvery disc had crashed into a river in the Sao Paulo province of Brozil and

" a team of university workers, financed by the Brazilian government was irying
to dig it upe The implications of the story, if true, were immense, Here was a
chance 1o gain the conclusive evidence about UFOs that the skeptics hod been
scckinge I rang the "Telegraph® and they said the story had been tought from a

- London=~based syndication agency, "Features International™, In turn, the agency
said the story had been filed from Rio de Janeiro in April by a freelancer who
had since gone to Portugale. They supplied a copy of their original release, which
was even more detailed than the quite long extract in the "Telegraph'. :

It dripped authenticity, naming Professor Augusto Duvernoy from the -
University of Rio as the legder of the expedition, quoting details of the crash
as reported by local v1llmgers, describing attempts by police divers to find
the object in the deep mud of the Peropova River, outlining the use of metal
detectors and specialised excavation equipment by Professor Duvernoy and his
colleaguess A NASA official Dre Phillip Swartz, was quoted a8 praising the pro-
ject and of having high hopes for the outcome,

My first attempt to verify the story was to contact Profesqor Allen Hynek
from North-Western University, a UFO watcher of long stonding and high reputatione.
He was uncontactaoble, being in Brazile I set a frcelancer based in Sao Paulo to
work but she was unable to find anycne to verify either the landing or tho
excavation, even among the local UFO buffse. :

Then, according to a Lomlon contact,I learned that "Fleet Street gossip”
was that the story was fraudulent, oompllcd by collating scraps of news from °
local newspapers specialising in sonsntion. Hynek himself, it soon appeared, was
in Brazil not at the excavations but ot a UFO conference, '

The final word came from a contact in Rio whom I asked to verify the circum—
stantial details. There is no Professor Augusto Duvernoy at ony of the univers-—
ities in Rio. The Brazilian Department of the Interior, which would have orgon-
ised such an-expedition, claimed:to know nothing about it. Contrary to a
statement about hordes of pressmen gettinmg in the way, there was no report of
the expedition in the local press. The Peropova River, where the UFO reputouly
fell, is not on any mape.

So; the story was a hoax, much to my disappointment. It wos the work of a
frecelancer short of a Dollar, with g fertile imagination, a sheaf of clippings
and the knowledge that Brazilion jungles are dense and UFOs cven morc mysterious,

By far the most disturbing feature of the episode was the case with which
a totally fraudulent story was fed into the system, thus gaining credibility.
Neither "Features International™ nor the "Daily Telegraph" bothered to check the
detailse. ‘This totally uncritical attitude is typicol of the reporting of UFOs
and seems to be rather at variance with the more cautious approach adopted by
most of the media to stories with political, economic, industrial or social
implications to their readers.
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There are a number of features of UFO reports about which oven a reporter

“largely ignorant of science ought to be able to make a judgement, These derive

from the unreliability of eyewltnesses testimony, surely wellknown by crime
reporters at leasts An observers perception of the lapse of time, for example
con be way off. Sightings that lasted seconds are frequently reported as occup-
ying minutes and vice-versae One UFO observer I interviewed maintained that an

" object travelled much faster than a satellite, with which she claimed familiarity
- but it still took a couple of minutes $o cross from horizon to horizon. Now,

sinco most satellites also take a couple of minutes to cross from horizon to
horizon, some part of the recollection is faulty. ’ : ez
" Another aspect of sightings about which there ig a fundamental misunder—

; standing concerns the distancees, sizes and speeds of the objects. Our ability

to judge distances stercoscopically vanishes for digtances over a couple of
hundred meters and we are forced to rcly on other cues, such as the distance of
known objects or, more often, some knowledge of the size of the objects. So,
unless some added evidence is given, observations of gize and distance, part-—
icularly those taken at night, ore worthlesse ;

Only once have I scen this reocogniseds An "Age" reporter, describing a
number of unexplained lights intthe sky in 1968, said "I suddenly realised
that what I was looking at could be small objects as close as 3 or 4 miles
moving at about 500 miles per hour, or huge things maybe 50 miles away,
travelling at incredible speed's

We continue to read reports claiming visunl observations of objects
300 feet in diameter, about one mile away and moving at 200 miles per Boun,"
or some other meaningless combination of guessese A third area of eycwitness
unreliability concerns sightings that are. clearly based on natural phenomends
A Bright, stationary light low in the western sky at dusk, or in the eastern
sky in the morning, will almeost certainly be a bright star or plandt, seceming
o flicker and change colour due to mevements in our polluted atmospherecs
, Tt is generally conceded that at least 80 % to 90 % of all sightings are
explicable in terms of known phenomena, yet an extraodinory rangc of ordinary
happenings have been granted UFO statuse. As well as stars, planets and clouds,
these include meteors, fireballs, satellites, re-cntoring spacecraft, aircraft
meteorological balloons and balloons carrying scientific equipment to wvery
high altitudes, firefliecs, mirages of all kinls, various meteorological
phenomena and searchlights or car headlamps reflected off clduds or bent by
temperature inversionse. : :

Consequently, there has been & widespread tendency to suggest that all
UFOg are merély natural events, this tendency being froquently recinforced by
statements from official and military sourcese. 1t should Be realised that many
of the official cxplanations fit the facts very poorly and that cven a residuum
of 5% in the "Munexplained" basket mokes a pile of thousands of sightings,
oftem with multiple observations, or confirmation by radars . e
The media are not only a source of information about UFO sightings for the
vast majority of people who have hever secn one themselves, they are also
in this as in many other spheres, attitude shgperse

Speculation among scientists about the possibility of extra~terrestrial
life and, of course, man's own exploits in space have led to much less hostility
though the suspiceion remains that the authorities” know more than they have
admitted.This has been coupled with an upsurge in interest in uncxplained
phenomena and the occult, typified By the willing public acceptence of the
pseudo~scientific works.of Von Daniken, largely meaningless pastiches of a few
poorly reported facts and a lot -of umsupported speculation, cynically reprinted

by numerous papers simply to boost circulation. : :

I suspect that the media are far less persuasive now thon in the early
50t s and Australian popers seem %o hove lost interest. They report sightings
routinely and. uncritically and for the rest run the occasional book review or
take moterial off the wires. It is seven years since the last serics of feature
articles on UFOs, those by John Hallows in the "Australian", and these were
of a tolerably good standard.

- e o
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Thoy contained a much necded attempt to collate and examine gightings in Aus-—
tralin. The lack both of adequate research and of an approprioate sceptical
attitude, characteristic of much media reporting of UFOs, is often also true
of scicnce related reporting in general. Since gcience is held to be beyond
the average reader and, indeed, of the average journalist, the approach is
almost invariably “gee whiz" and the more outrageous the better.

It is little wonder that many scientists refuse to have anything to do
with the media,; since over-simplifaction and lack of attention to detail,
both anathema to many scientists, are the ingredicnts of so many gtoricse.
Yes, the fault often lics with the sub-editor;
one UFO file I've studicd recently contains a classic example, an astronomy
story with nothing to do with UFOs given a totally misleading headline,
wWwritten becausc the sub read the first paragraph, saw the words t unknown?
and 'quickly moving' and responded accordinglye

The situation would be improved greatly by the appointment of more
properly trained science correspondents, but the sconomies of running &
newspaper arc probably against thise In the interim, a partial solution lies
in journalists acknowledging that the reporting of science=related news, be
it hardcore fringe stuff like UFOs, deserved the same care, Tresearch,
corroboration and scepticism as nows drawn from any other field.

Reproduction of a letter received by ACOS:

While riding o bicycle down 2 footpath at about 10.00pm., on a moonlit
night, in March 1974, I observel a cigar shaped object silently move across the
skye This object appeared o dull metallic and was visible for a matter of
geconds before accelerating rapidly and vanishing out of sighte On arriving
home I informed my wife and jokingly decided to pop outside and look for another
gsighting. To my amazement I DID witness an identical event. Howover, this 2nd
opportunity was preceeded by events which completely explained both sightingse.
On my 2nd viewing I heard nocturnal duck—calls in the distance. In a ghort time
these calls became louder & I actually saw the outline of a large bird
silhouctted against a sheet of high veil-like eloud which glowed in the
moonlighte I noticed that the bird zig-zagged in a regular pattern & was about
100 feet abowe ground level. As the bird left the glowing cloud and moved into
the darker night sky, it disappeared, but, then, at a point where one would
expect to find the bird gtill on course, I re-witnessed my earlier UFO sightinge
The explanation being that the oily feathers of the bird reflected the moonlight
while the relative angles were lined up correctly, and when the zig—zag came
the glow appeared to move rapidly until a critieal cut-off angle was reached.
