In no other field of human endeavour is the shifting current of scientific
belief better exemplified than in that of the UFO.

The climate of intelligent thought about UFO reality has ameliorated from
one of rigid antagonism to one of incipient belief.

Most notable of recent converts to the UFO cause is Chapman Pincher, the

London "Daily Express" science correspondent, and long notorious as the
nemesis of the UFO researcher.

In a recent issue of the "Daily Express", the proselytic Mr. Pincher ber-
ates Astronomer-Royal Dr. Van de Riet Woolley for his intransigent attitude
towards space travel and flying saucers.

"To stay on the ground," writes Pincher, "Woolley is in danger of finding
himself the sole holder of his belief five years from now."

"The possibility that other worlds may be watching us is seriously being
considered by scientists as reputable as Dr. Woolley," he concludes.

The most notable fact is that Dr. Woolley is a confirmed opponent of
space travel and flying saucers. What is surprising is that it is only
today that his opinions have teen challenged, and then by no less a former
sceptic than Pincher himself.

The abandonment of twentieth century geocentrism is further evidenced by
a recent statement made by Dr. Ronald Bracewell, an eminent Australian radio-
astronomer. Dr. Bracewell writes in our opening article "Communications from
Superior Galactic Communities" that artificial satellites, from other stars,

may already be ortiting within our solar system, silent and, as yet, unaetected.

It is obvious that the theoretical case against UFO's collapsed with the
advent of the Sputniks and the scientific demonstration that intelligent life
is not the result of a casua) chain of circumstances, but is rather a standard
stereotyped procedure, occurring comprehensively within our universe.

Theoretical objections having been thus dissipated, a uniform effort should
now be manifested in the accumulation of physical evidence so that the riddle
of the UFO may be brought to a speedy and satisfactory determination.

Since Morrison and Cocconi published
("Nature" 1959) the suggestion that there might
be advenced societies elsewhere in the Galaxy,
superior to ourselves in technological develop-
ment, who are. teaming transmissions at us on a
frequency of 1,420 mc./s., Drake has descrited equipment under construction to
look for such transmissions. The confidence necessary to commence actual obser-
vations is based on an opinion that planets are a common by-product of the form-
ation of stars. One argument among others is that stars of spectral type later
than F5 have low angular momenta, Jjust as the Sun has; and in the case of the
Sun we know that it is because the momentum (98 per cent of it) resides in
planets. Of the thousands of millions of planets in the Galaxy likely to be
cituated similarly to the Earth in relation to their star, it is hard to dismiss
the possibility that scme have more advanced civilisations than ours. In view
of the acceleration with which technology aevelops, advanced societies could be
increditly more advanced.

Would not these other more advanced societies te doing what we ourselves are
now discussing and are on the point of doing, probatly during this century,
namely, sending probes to nearty stars. Their exploration and other activity
would be intense in their immediately neightouring planetary systems. Beyond
their immediate neighbourhood, it might be feasible for them to spray some num-
ter of suitable stars, say one thousand, with modest probes. Each prote would
be sent into circular orbit atout one of the thousand stars, at a distance
within the habitable zone of temperature. Armoured against meteorites and
radiation damage, and stellar powerea, the probes could contain duratle radio

transmitters for the purpose of attracting the attention of technologies such
as ours.

Using this plan, our hypothetical advancec neighbours could lay down a
stronger signal here than they could with a home-based transmitter handlcapped
ty inverse square attenuation over interstellar distances. They would also

eliminate their dependence on our 1ngenu1ty in qelectlng the right star and the
right wave-length.

For this reason we might better
devote our efforts to scrutinizing
our solar system for signs of pro-
tes sent here ty our more advanced
neighbours. In this way we would
te effectively paying attention to
all stars capatle of reaching us.
We need not expect, however, that
any community other than the near-
est is trying to reach us, tecause
the superior communities through-
out the Galaxy are probably alrea-
dy linked together into an exist-
ing Galaxy-wide chain of communi-
cation. They will act in concert

of its kind; rather it will te our induction
into the chain of superior communities, who
have had long experience in effecting contacts
with emerging communities like ours.

Since interstellar transfer of material
things is time-consuming, and transfer of in-
formation is in any event more important, it
would te commensurate with the effort of deli-
vering a material probe into our solar system,
if the very first probe sent here contained a
quite elatorate store of information ana a
complex computer, so that it could not only
detect our presence, but could also converse
with us. Such a probe may be here now, in our
solar system (Ed.), trying to make its presence
known to us. For this purpose a radio trans-
mitter woula seem essential. On what wave-
length would it transmit, and how should we
decocde its signal? To ensure use of a wave-
length that could both penetrate our ionos-
phere and te in a band certain to be ir use,
the probe could first listen for our signals
ana then repeat them back. To us, its signals
would have the appearance of echoes having de-
such as were reported thirty years ago by Stermer

To nctify the prote that we had heard it, we would repeat back to it once
again. It would then know that it was in touch with us. After some routine
tests to guerd against accident, ana to test our sensitivity and band-widtnh,
it would begin its message, with further occasional interrogation to ensure
that it had not set telow our horizon. Should we te surprised if the teginn-
ing of its message were a television image of a constellation?

If intelligent life does develor on other likely systems at the same tempo
as ours has developed, and if some superior community has not made contact with
us, it may simply te that the mortality-rate for advanced civilization is top
high for them to become abundant .in the Galaxy.

Even in the event of technology teing rare, there is, however, the possiti-
lity of a chain existing. Thus, in a Galaxy supporting only one thousand
superior communities with brief expectation of life, there may te some coLmun-
ities that have achieved durability, even quasi-permanence, perhaps by gaining
control of the circumstances that lead to short average life-times. Aided by
accidental proximity due to random spacing, some of these could te in contact.
Presumably such an ancient association would te very able indeed technically,
and might seek us out by special means that we cannot guess.

Whether they would te interecsted in rudimentary societies which, in their
experience, would usually have turnt themselves out before they could be located
and reached, is hard to say.

DID ANCIENTS MEET SPACEMEN ?

by ALEXANDER KAZANTSEV

Quite a number of arguments are teing advanced today in favour of the theory
that thinking beings from other worlds have already visited our planet. Take
the Tungus explosion, for instance. The latest expedition to the site of that
explosion discovered in the age layers of the txrees dating back to 1908 (when
the explosion took place) such isotopes as Strontium-90 and Carton-14 which
could have been formed in such quantities only during a nuclear explosion and,
it is very possible, during the explosion of a space ship.

It is possible that the Earth was visited by unknown cosmonauts back in the
days of antiquity. There are references to the Bible which can te interpreted
in a new way if one bears in mind the fact that the visit of cosmonauts might
have left a trace in the memories of peoples, in their legends and ancient tooks,
one of which is the Bitle (see Genesis 6:2 & 4,5:24,19:17 & 30,Hebrews 1:13).

The Soviet scientist Agrest, on the tasis of a comparison between the des-
cription of the destruction of Sodom and Gomorrah, and that of Hiroshima and
Nagasaki, assumes that Sodom and Gomorrah were destroyed by nuclear weapons
which for some reason the newcomers - the cosmonauts, were forced to use.
Perhaps, finding themselves in a hopeless situation, they could not in any other
way solve the conflict with the leaders of the slaveholding society that they
found on Earth. Whatever the case may have been, the warning issued to the test
part of the population (Lot, his family and friends) of the necessity of evacu-
ating from the place affected by the radiation, speaks of their humaneness.

It seems to me that one can interpret certain prophecies in the Revelation
of Saint John the Divine, describing the end of the world, from this point of
view (Rev.9:1,2,3,4,5-8:7,16:17,18).It is possible to see not only the poetic
in these lines of the prophecy but also a truthful picture of the possible end
of mankind as a result of nuclear warfare, the explosions of nuclear tombs
(Rev.9:2) and of the subsequent radiation, which is figuratively called by the
poet the "locusts" (Rev.Y:3,4,5,6). The image is not only poetic, but also
precise. Radiation spreads fatally like the locusts, and "it was commanded
them that they should not hurt the grass of the earth..but only those men..."

It is quite possible that this forecast has its roots in ancient legends
dating tack to the time when the Earth was visited by cosmonauts from other
worlds, bearers of a high civilization, who were acquainted with atomic energy
and the danger it carried for the existence of a society of thinking bheings.

ANGELS ARE MEN FROM SPACE

The ideas of Alexander Kazantsev that angels are men from space find serious
corroboration in the Bible. According to Genesis 19:3 Lot took the two angels
he met at the gate of Sodom to his house "and made them a feast, and did bake
unleavened bread, and they did eat." But according to dictionary definitions
angels are spiritual, ethereal beings. Angels who ate with Lot could not have
been such beings.

Rev.H. Wipprecht of Cobalt, Canada, (Toronto Daily Star,Jan.5,1960) says
that the Bible's description of angels fitted "intelligent beings" from other
planets. In the 0Old Testament these "mysterious messengers" were said to
regularly visit the earth from the sky, and on occasion actually intermarried
with human beings. The angels who married earth women could not have been
"heavenliy spirits".

SKY PHENOMENON AT FATIMA

About noon a bright disc, taken by many for the sun, appeared in zenith in
a blue patch of the sky on a rainy day at Fatima, Portugal on October 13,
1917. It could not have teen the sun because the eyewitnesses looked at it
without teing dazzled.

The glote made abrupt movements, casting teams in a fantastic array of
colour on the ground. After three or four minutes the disc stopped and then
again resumed its movements. Then a third "dance in the sky", and the disc
began to plunge upon the crowd in a zig-zag manner causing immense panic.
Waves of heat came from the globe of such intensity that wet clothes got dry.
After this the "sun" stopped short of its fall and climbed tack to the place
in the sky where it had first appeared.

Dr. Almeida Garrete, Professor at the University of Coimbra, writes:
",...the radiant 'sun' had pierced the thick curtain of c¢louds which held it
veiled. I myself triea to look straight at it, and saw it looking like a
well-defined disc, bright but not blinding. I heard people around comparing
it to a dull silver plate."

In reply to a query regarding the Fatima phenomenon made from Australia in
1949, Sir Harold Spencer Jones, Astronomer Royal, made the following statement:
"There are no astronomical records of the phenomena mentioned... Nothing unusual
was observed on Octoter 13, 1917 in England."

However, it is undeniable that over the village of Fatima, Portugal, an
astonishing spectacle in the sky did take place on that day, as our photo-
graphs suggest. The pearl-grey globe dropped from zenith to horizon and
then climbea back to its original position. The lower photo recorded the
object in itls "fall“s.

Time machine nearer reality

THE TIME MACHINE

When H.G. Wells wrote his famous story in 1895 the TIME
MACHINE no one took him seriously. To paraphrase Wells, it
was because he was "a man thinking the thoughts of a wiser
age, doing things and believing things that men now cannot
understand..."

v

When Dr. Albert Einstein put forth his theory of rela-
tivity, shattering &£.1 contemporary concepts of space and
time, the "wiser agc" of which H.G. Wells spoke, was
ushered in amidst the stuvpid butchery of World War I.

According to Einstein the world was composed not of
points, as it had been thought tefore, but of events. If
a point lacks position in time, it does not exist. Re-
sides the three dimensions of length, treadth ana thick-
ness, there was another one of TIME.

Einstein said the passage of time varied with the
speed of a body. Earth time was only what we made it
because of the speed of Hkarth through space. The solar
system and Earth travel around the centre of the Milky
Way Galaxy once in about 200 million years. In an atom
electrons traverse their orbits 7,000 million times in
one-millionth of a second, according to some estimates. It can be seen from
this how relative the meaning of time is.

Dr. J. Vodgoretsky and his team at Dubna Atomic Centre in Russia have al-
ready blueprints of a Time Machine. If a man in a rocket could te shot into
space at 180,000 miles an hour he could return to earth 80 years later having
aged only a day himself. At that speed time would pass more slowly for the
space traveller than for people on Earth.

If the rocket's speed could te increased, the man could leap farther into
the future without himself ageing much more. One can almost imagine such a
space-time traveller saying "adieu" like this: "See you tomorrow in the 2lst
century:!"

But when he comes back, one day older, he will fina some of us under grave-
yard stones and others, in the words of Shakespeare: "sans teeth, sans eyes,
sans taste, sans everything..."

The Time Machine may already te a rcality on another planet in the ocean of
space and space ships may be travelling tetween solar systems with a speed
approaching that of light.

FORMER CIA DIRECTOR SAYS

UFOS UNDER INTELLIGENT CONTROL
NICAP Majority Conclude Objects Interplanetary

In his first public opinion on the nature
of UFOs, Vice Adm. R, H. Hillenkoetter,
former head of the Central Intelligence
Agency, has stated that the ‘‘unknown
objects are operating under intelligent
control.”” Speaking as a NICAP Board
member, Adm. Hillenkoetter said it was
high time the secrecy was ended.

““It is imperative,'* he said, ‘‘that we
learn where the UFOs come from and
what their purpose is.'* Commenting on
official sighting reports in World War II and
the years immediately afterward when he
headed the CIA, he added: ‘I know that
neither Russia nor this country had any-
thing even approaching such high speeds
and maneuvers."

The answer to the second question is "YES".
The flying saucer made on earth may be
inspired by numerous sightings of "mother-
ships" with smaller craft.

B.0.A.C. Captain James Howard saw a large
circular craft with an escort of six smaller
ones over Labrador in June, 1954. At Oloron,
France a huge cylindrical object was sighted
flying with thirty smaller craft in October,
1952. It is assumed that in both cases the
smaller ships were launched from the larger
carrier.

The performance of unidentified flying
objects may have contributed to technical
development by suggesting new trends in
aviation engineering.

There is no definite answer to the third question except this - "something"
is going on in the skies - even Washington's skies.

Dramatic scenes took place in the Air Control Centre in Washington, D.C.
after midnight from 19th to 20th June, 1952. A number of UFO's were spotted
right over the restricted area of the U.S. capital.

Blips on radar performed incredible maneouvres. One object made a ninety
degree turn, another accelerated from 130 miles to 500 miles per hour in about
four seconds. A record speed of 7,200 miles per hour was computed for another
mystery craft.

Washington was buzzed by these unknowmn air or space ships for two hours on
that momentous night. Attempts to attribute the blips to heat inversion and
other phenomena did not succeed. In fact U.S. Air Force planes were scrambled
on several occasions.
