That this phenomenon may be less abstract than we think, can be proven by 
a remarkable telepathic contact betw een a "sky ship" and Earth w itnessed by the 
w riter in Sydney in January , 1 951 .

It is only experiment ation that can su bst anti-
· ate speculat ion that beings on ot her planets can 

respond to mental signals. The best answers 
would be appearances of space ships in the. areas 
whenc e t he signals have emanat ed . 

While most of the so-called " space-cont act" 
claims are quest ionable, t he possibilit y remains 
that cosmic beings may be able t o  converse by 
means of a "para-psychological power". A t  least 
that is what Pr ofessor Hermann Oberth t hinks .
