.Af ter leaving .Albury at 6 . 30 p . m. they arrived at their de s tinat ion a s dus k 
fell and camped 300 yards from the weir . ".A bout 8 . 4 5 p . m. we decided to have 
s upper" , Mr . Reynolds said . 

SAW STRA NGE SIGHT 
"I went outside and s aw a strange s ight on the edge of the water . At first 

I thought it was a camp but wond ered how the peopl e occupying it could have 
pa s s ed our caravan without hearing them . "

"The camp appeared to be a large caravan with four wind ow s with a red light 

nearby . A fire on the right of the caravan was visible. About four persons 
s .eemed to be moving very quickly between the fire and the 1 caravan 1 on the 
left" , Mr .

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'AIR FORCE WHITEWASHING 
REPORTS OF 

SKY OBJECTS' 
THE AIR FO·RCE was trying to whitewash 

his report of flying objects fn the sky above 
Cressy in October, the Rev. Lionel Bl"owning 
said yesterday. 

"If I was asked ta keep quiet in the interests of national 
security I would, but if the air force is trying to make me appear 
a fool in order to hush the matter up, it is sheer stupidity." 

The report makes it obvious that the Air Force has something to hiae ~ he said . 
Mr . Browning was commenting on an Air Force: Intelligence report of an investiga ­
tion into the sighting of flying obJects above Cressy about 6 p .m. on October 4 , 
1960 . The report saia tha t the sightings were "phenomena as a resu l t of a moon 
rise associated with metereologi~al conditions at the time ~ 

Mr . Browning said "the report is an attempt to completely whitewash the matter . 
I shall attempt to do something about it ." He had reliable people to back his 
report and the Air Force knew the people and their stories. "A woman and her 
daughter saw a cigar-shaped object flying about 300 feet above the ground about 
4.30 p .m. 10 days after I saw the flying objects. It was not repor ted in the pre ss 
because the family did not want the publicity , but the Air Force investigators 
spent c onsiderab le time with the woman and her daughter." 

Mr. Browning said the woman and her daughter had to re-enact the sighting for 
investigators . After the investigation the woman and daughter were told not to 
talk about what they had seen, he said. "And they were told of a similar strange 
sighting in the U. S . last year when three jets were sent up to investigate and 
the strange craft disappeared as if into thin air," he s aid . 

I COVERING T:JP I 

Mr . Browning said that the sighting by the woman and daughter backea up his 
story. _"Obviously the Air Force i s covering up, otherNis e the investigators 
would not have impressed OP_ the woman ana dau @,hter not to sa;y anything," he saia . 

· Mr . Browning described the Air Force explanation of his sighting a s ridicu2.cus 
The Directorate of Air Force IntelliBence repor+ said - ''on October 4,1 960 moon 
rise ( full quarter) at Cressy would have teen visible shortly after 6 p . m. on an 
east -south-east direction . Objects apparent ly seen were near the skyline in an 
easterly direction. The p1·esence of scud type cloud me>';ing in varying O.irections 
because of turb u l e nce i n and around a rain squall near whtch the ob~ ects were 
sj gh tea anu the position of the moon or its reflections ~reduced the impression 
of fl:;ing otj e cts." 

Mr-. Browning s a ia that the investisators sptnt 1 + hours wi.th hi:n ana not once 
asked about clouas . He saia the exp_:_ancJticn aid not h old up . "At no time was there 
.;loud or scud when I saw the objects ," he &aici . "The mountcdn wa s not the back­
drop to what I saw . 'l're rain clea1·ed in front of us although it was stil l raini:tg 
net r -';he rnountAins . I S<'W tbe obje c ts in the sky where ther3 wa s no r ain and the 
r o in near the mountains provided the backdrop . " 
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Mr . Browning dismissed the Air Force ' s report of the moon or its reflections 
{)eing the cause of the si§;htings . "The moon W A S not above tbe mountains and any 
_r-eflections would have h1-1d to ~:ompete with a glorious sunset. It ;vas the sunset 
which c 8usea me to l ook out the window in the first 1)lace ," he said . 

This is what Rev.Brown­
ing saw . 

CONTRADICTORY 
Mr· Browning said that the 

repor t c ontradicted a l e tter 
written to Mr . Duthie, M.H.R . in 
a nswer to a question asked in 
Parliament by Mr . Duthie. 

The letter written by the 
Minister f or Air (~tr . Osborne) 
said that wLen na~ural phenomena 
could not explain sightings, an 
investigr tion wa s ordered. 

" Only nioon--refiections '; 
say s the Air Force . 

"Why then did they inv es tigate my report?" Mr.Browning asked . He s aid that 
he would t ry to c a~ry the matter further . There wa s little .he could do exc ept 
point out the fallacies in the report . 

He said tha t the Vi ct orian Fly ing oaucer Re s earch Society was i n terested i n 
t he case. The pres:'.o.ent ( Mr.Peter Norris) h a d interviewed the woman and her 
daught er and himse lf, he said . 

Mr . Browning ' s report of flying objects caused a sensa tion last year . His wife 
alAo reported seeing a cigar - shape d flying ob j eCt and f i ve or six sa ucer-sraped 
objects. 

At the time he said that until the sighting he haa been sc eptic al about flying 
ob j ect reports . Mr . and Mr s . Browning wa tc hed t he "mother shi p " a nd its ''atten­

, dants" for some minutes before they dis appeared in a rain s quall.

At one stage the object 
slowly eclipsed over four­
fifths of its area as if a 
straight black curtain was 
drawn across, they reported.

INTELLIGENCE ON MARS~ 
The author of thif; feature - D:::- . Felix S:i.egel (Zee-ge l), a p rominent Moscow 
astron omer , stated in the press in 1959 that people frcm other world s might 
be making flights into space. In this abridged article he claims that the 
sat r3ll ites of Mars are artificial, built only 1 00 years ago . "The Martians 
have not vanished," he says. 

It is now generally conceded that the majority of Sov i et as wel l as over seas 
scient i sts acknowledge the question of life on Mars to be an import ant sc i ent ifi c 
problem . In the opinion of the celebrated Soviet researcher on the planet s -
academi cian N. P . Barabashov , "we have no reasons to deny the possibility of in­
telligent life on the planet which obviously has vegetation . " Similar views 
are als o he ld by the top Soviet planetologists - V. V. Sharonov a nd H. H. Sitinskaya . 

To ma ke it possible to discover the "agricultural activ ity" of the Martians 
the famous f ounder of astrotiology - G. A. Tikhov, who aied early in 1 960 , had 
sugge s ted various ingenious methods. Among the adherents to the theory of l i fe 
on Mars we c ould add the name, for example , of so authoritative a researcher a s 
Sl i pher . The problem posea in the caption of this artic le c onsequently does 
exis t . 

Life has a remarkable property . After appearing , it struggle s for its exis­
t ence w~th an extraordinary tenacity . In this multi-mi lli on year struggle l iv ing 
organi sms are gradually evolved and p erfected tecomine; more ond more i nvulner·atle 
to the ons laught of the env ironment . 

Wi th n o co smic catac lysms this triumph8nt march of life mus t, sooner or later, 
lead to the appea r ance of its s uperior forms - those of t hinkin g , ratior.al be ­
ings . "If organic life is given," wrote F . Eng"ls, "ouch mus t evolv e through 
e volut i on of generations to the s pec i e s of thin king teings . " 

There is o r ganic life on Mar s . Researches of G. A. Tikhov and his pupils have 
convinc ingly de monstrated that th e opti c a l propert i es of Martian "se as " close l y 



resem~le those of earth plants 
living in o severe climate . 
In 1956- 58 American astronomer 
Sinton succeeded in discover­
ing in the spe ctrum of the Mar ­
tian'seas ' absorption lines corn­
ilion to organic molecules .

Could it be then that life 
on Mare is limited to its low­
est forms, such as lichens and 
the l ike? If we take thi s vie~ 
then it follow s that after its 
appearance en Mars, life could 
produce but the most primitiv e 
forms. -NUCLEUS -If there were intelligent C~~====~ S E A S 
ceir.gs previously on M5rs who 
have since died out leaving no 
traces of their existence,would 
not this premise be repudiated 
by the experience of mankind v1hich grows stronger and stronger j_n the struggle 
with Nature ' s forces? 

It follows that a similar oestiny may some 
perish like the extinct prehistoric repti les .

All truly great scientists have been ana still are "incorrigible optimists" . 
And among them , Tsiolkovsky inspiringly wrote that "the gloomy views of scien­
tists as to the inevitable end of all life on Earth ... should not have , in our 

eyes now , the qualiti es of absolute truth . The better pa~t of 
mankind will , in all likelihood , never perish but migrate from 
sun to sun as they burn out . So there i s no end to life , no end 
t o mind and man ' s e volution . Pro i',res s is eternal." 

If e species - of t h inking beings had appeared on Mars in the 
past , no hostile forces of Nature could have wiped it out with­
out a trace . The Martians ' intelligence m'.lSt have won this bat ­
tle with Nature . 

TRACES OF INTELLIGENCE ON THE PLANET ' S SURFACE 
Now let us imagine ourselves in the role 

of a Martian trying to solve a complex pro1:: l em . 
IS EARTH ALIVE? Don't smile ... this is really not 
a simple problem e ven if the Martians have very 
powerful telescopes at t heir aisposal . Pro1:: ably 
we earthmen would be too small to be seen direc­
tly . It is poss ible to be convinced of intelli­
gent life on Earth only indirectly - th~ough 
evidence of a distinctly artificia l ori_gin . But 
so far , facts are few . 

It is only the seasonal changes in the vege-­
tat i Je covering of Earth and the perioci i::: mel-­
ting of the terrestrial polar caps which could 
cl ear ly te obser-·;ed f rom MArs . Sa en from space 
our planet , ala s: has as yet a v ery natura l 
lock . It would ce obvi ously impossible to detect 
from another plane~ the thin threads of our high-

8 . -w ays a nd railways or any of t he many other traces of 
terrestrial c ivilisati on . The pride of mankind- artifi­
c ial sa t ellites and space r ocksts are so insignificant 
by thF cosmic scale that given only the most fantastic 
pow e r c ould t hes e be observed through the telescopes of 
Mars . 

I n addition ,

Tens of thousand s of photographs c f Mars 
record hundreds of these canals with all their wonderful featur es . St range · .. 1 

innumerable dots of vegetation stretching al ong curves - shortest distances on ~ 
a globe , are seen on the Martian surface. The c anal s appear continuous through 
telescope s of medium power . However, the se canals are reduced to dots under good 'j 
atmospheric conditions ana high magnification . 

I t is remarkable that an even network of c anals c overs the entire surface of 
Mars . It seems to be c onnect ed with the polar c aps of Mars. Even the Italian 
astronomer Schiaparelli , wh o d isc overed the network of canals in 1877, regarded 
it as an irrigation sy stem of the Martians . His theory was later deve loped and 
substantiated by the .American astr onomer P. Lowell . 

At the present time no othe r hypothe s is exists which could explain all the 
properties of the Martian canals . The word "c anal" is, of course, used in a 
re la tive sense . What we see i s not the open artifici a l waterway s similar to our 
canals but only the vegetation along the invisible arteries feeding it . These 
arteries could be p i pes bringing water from the melting polar caps of Mars to 
all the c orners of this dry world . 

During s pring , as one of the s now caps me lts , a wav e of greenery sweeps over 
the entire canal network of that hemisphere where spring is arriving . Water 
advancing from the pole vitalises plants along the artificial waterway , and the . 
"c anal " gets darker acquiring a greenish hue . 

On Earth spring comes from the equator . However, on Mars it moves froill the 
pole s towards the equator wh ich suggests something definitely artificial . There 
is no natural cause which would force water to run from Martian poles to the 
equator . It is also curious that the dark wave reaching the equator aces not 
stop but continues into the o ~posite hemisphere of Mar s for a considerable dis­
tance . It can only be concluded then , that an invisible system of waterways is 
provided with some pumping installations which enable t he entire surface of Mars 
to be i rrigated by life-giving water. 

The equatorial region of Mars is a zone of dreary, a rid deserts . When spring 
rea ches these parts a remarkable phenomenon occurs regularly - the canals become 1 
double ~ Instead of one canal , two app ear running like railway tracks . I t is a 
notable fact that twin canals are present only in the most arid region of Mars 
- the equatorial zone . Tne c anals intersect not only the Martian deserts but I 
the "seas" which are vast pa tches of vegetation . 

At their points of entry into the "sea s" many canals branch out , forming 
peculiar "forks ". These " forks" are possibly needed in oraer to take more water 
from the districts with greater humiaity , which are the "seas" , to the desert 
parts of the planet . 

Oval or round spots of vege t a tion or "oases" can be observed at the points of 
canal crossings . It s eems that the se formati ons play an important role i n the 
canal system . Perhaps it is there that the large populated centres of Martians 
are concentrated . It is interesting to note that with the arrival of winter the 
"oa ses" cecome indistinct cut a aark sput in thei r centres alway s remai::J.s visible.

The great s ky-exylorers of the pe st - Herschel and Lass e lle disco·,·ered the 
satellites of Uranus with their giant telescopes . These were r:mch more difficult 
to observe than Phobos and Dei mos, and yet ne i ther of them had seen the Martian 
moons . Aft er 1862 it wa s 5enerally accepted that Mars had no satellites but then 
in 1877 the Martian moons were une x pecte a ly seen not only by one but by many ob ­
servatories during the periodic great opposition . Furthermore , they have been 
successfully observed ever since , not only through large but even quite small 
telescopes of much weaker power than the reflectors of Herschel and Las selle. 
A natural c onclusion is s uggested that Phobos and Deimos were constructed by 
the Martjans b etween 1862 and 1$77 : 

There is more evidence to back up the recent formation of Phobos and Deimos. 
The satellites of Mars, like the artificia l s atellites of Earth , must receive 
a continuous bombardment from tiny micro- meteorites . It is not difficult to 
estimate that the artific i al sa~ellites of Mars would have been utterly destroyed 
in the cours e of hundreds of millions of years without considering possible cata ­
strophic collisions with larger rocks in space . However , Photos and Deimos still 
exist and are , therefore , much young er than is thought by I. S . Shklovsky . 

As we hav e said before , the s easonal change s of the canals can not be accoun­
ted for by natural c ause s . As the se changes occur yearly , we must c onc lude t hat 
the colossal irrigation system of the Martians is working wjthout a fail even now . 

SPOTS AND FLASHES ON MARS 

A new green spot the size of Ukraine was unexpectedly discovered or. Mars in 
1952 . T.his odd formation , named Laocoon Knot , get s darker each year without 
changing its general shape . Who has greened this va s t p orti on o f a Martian desert? 
Why is it that fro m year to sea r vegf'tation here does not wither but becomes even 
denser and more vigorous? 

From t ime to time strange brilliant flashes appear on the surface of Mars 
followed by tiny cl ouds similar t o those which are formed in huge exp losions . 
The s e phenomena , last ~ng a few minutes or seconus , were observed in 1937 , 1951 , 
1954 and e ven lately .

It speaks of a battle between t~e good king Rama and 
evil Ravan who had abducted his wife Sita .

numerous ace ount s of "sky ships " on his trip through India.

The chariot wa s driven 
through the sky till it stood over Divarakha , where Krish­

The Purana s mention "Sanakadikas" -the ".Ancients of the Space Dimensions" , 
of beine; s who came from the direction of space .· The Smra nagana Sutrahara says 
that ty means of skyships human beings could fly in the air and "heavenly beings " 
could come down to earth . This is a defin ite indica ti on nf visits from other 
planet s. 

The Surya S iddhanta , Rn ancient Indian book on astronomy, refers to the Sid­
dhas who "revolve above the clouds, b elow the moon ." .And since some ancient 
astronomers of India maintaine d the correct view about the position of Earth in 
space , thi s passage could be interpreted as space travels of Siddhas, the ''pos­

seesors of knowledge" who were also called the 
"Masters of High Science ". 

There are many references to aviation in .An­
cient China. The first recorded aviator of China 
was the Emp eror Shun (2258-2208 B.C .) who not ·only 
used an aerial machine but made the first chron­
icled parachute jump . 

Our gravity problems were successfully s olved 
by Liu .An who lived in the second century of our 
era. He maae a " levitat ion chemical" and wa s 
raised in tb.e air when he took it. When Liu .An 
cropped the tottle in his flight , dogs and fowls 
licked up the dregs and irunediately tecame airborne. 

Ki-Kung-Shi made a flying chariot in the reign 
of Emperor Cher>g Tang in the 18th century before 
our era , ana also enjoyed aerial flights . 

Chinese Taoist records relate that Chen Jen -
the "Perfect Man" - was borne on the wi ng s o f the 
wi nd , seated on the clouds of Heaven . He travels 
from one planet to another and fixes his habitation 
in the stars . 

Are these tales and my t hs an echo of an extinct 
civ ilisat ion thvt had reached great beig:1ts ar.d 
then peri~hed in a catastrophe? Or are they a 
tradition of visits from space?
