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It i s  heartening news for the ufologist to learn that t.he evidenc e  favouring 
the exi stenc e of life on other planets is now so strong that a special branch 
of science, c alled "exobiology", ha s been formed to study it. 

Leading exo-biologists ,  who rec ently met in Washington and New York to dis­
cuss their latest findings, read papers with such tit les as "Legal aspects of 
enc ounters with living forms", "On the pos sible exi stence of intelligent beings 
on other planets" and "A ·manned mission to Mars and Venus" . 

There is little doubt that speculation conc erning life on other worlds and 
the continued s ighting of unidentified flying objects ha s prompted ever increa­
sing numbers of thinking persons not only to ask whether we are alone in the 
universe, but also whether we are in fact alone within the c onfines of our own 
atmosphere . 

Indic ative of this  great renaissance of free thinking are editorials written 
by two leading Australian dailies who recently commented that the flying sauc ers 
"portend new departures in human de stiny" and that the rec ent sightings at Meeka­
tharra are "the latest and one of the most intriguing of a large number of re­
port s of strange things in the sky". 

Space probes of the coming year may well provide suc h  astonishing findings 
that the study of ufology will thenceforth proc eed unencumbered by the enerva­
ting forces of human antipathy. 

Photographs of Earth by Major Titov and Commander Shepard reproduc ed in this 
issue support the view that these probes will no doubt be attempted . 

Enc ounters with living beings in space are no more in the realm of science 
fic tion .  The "Magna Carta of Space" adopted by the Inter-American Bar Assoc ia­
t i on on February 1, 1 961 and featured in this REVIEW , ha s provisions for con­
tac t s  of earthmen w ith other inhabited worlds . 
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For the first time in history, in 1 961 men of Earth pho"t;;ographed our planet 
from space roc ket s .  We now know how it appears to visitors from spac e.

The R.A.A.F. investigates. 
All it can do, generally, is 
cheek with the Civil Avia· 
tion Department, and 1uch 
authorities as meteorological 
and astronomical experts .. 

During the Katoomba 
"'visitation" of 1957-a big 
year for U.F.O.s--it assigned 
a Meteor jet to assist. 

On the strength of these 
checks, R.A.A.F. officers 
have reported, only 3 or 
-4 per cent. of sightings 
cannot be explained as 
natural phenomena. 

And this, Federal Parlia­
mellt has been informed, 
does not give any firm sup­
port to the belief that "inter­
lopers from other places in 
the world or outside it have 
beeo visiting us."

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Tasmanian Anglican 
churchman. the Rev. Lionel 
Browning. late last year.

WJth six smaller discs near 
the Tasmanian rural town-

ahip of Cressy. The objects 
emerged from a rainstorm. 

The R.A.A.F.'s suggested 
aolution of "a rising moon 
associated with meteorologi­
cal conditions at the time" 
angered Mr Browning and 
sparked his retort that 
authority should not ridicule 
people who report observa· tions.

Even t he mo st s cept ic a l  mind s admit that i nt e lligent life is cert a in to exi s t  
s o mewhere in spac e ,  s ometime s  reaching a higher l e v e l  of evolut i on than o n  Earth. 
The d re a m  of ma n's ent ry i nt o  spac e ha s somewhere been rea lised a lready - perhaps , 
a l ong t i me a go .  

In the c ourse o f  but one hundred years man ha s increa sed the speed of his en­
gine s  from t en ki lomet ers per hour to forty thousand . Only in t he twe nt ieth cen­
t ury he made a n  i ncred i ble jump from the rec ogni t ion of the a tom t o  the ut ili sa­
t ion o f  nuc lear energy . Therefore ,  it is  quite pos s ib le t o  a s sume tha t somewhere 
in s pa c e ,  s tarships fly w i th speeds approaching t hat of light . 

It i s  then that the paradox of Time , i s sui ng from the the ory of relativity, 
will begi n to be felt . What it mea ns i s  thi s - the t ime of spa c e  trave ller who 
fli e s  with a speed approac hing that of light fl ow s s lower than the t ime of any 
other inha bi t a nt in the Galaxy . An a s tronaut c ould thus fly t o  the farthe s t  
l imi t s  o f  t h e  visible universe i n  t h e  c ours e  of an average human li fe .  

If we c a n  i magine a starship i n  spac e ,  we hav e no grounds t o  rejec t the pos si ­
b i lit y of it s flight t o  Earth through the aby ss of spac e ,  and i f  such a spac e 
ship had ever been flying t o wards the Earth, did the s t a r  v i s i t or s  leave any 
trac e s  of thei r  stay on our planet ? 

The theory that such trace s do exis t ,  ha s been expre s sed on severa l  oc c asions . 
It i s  hardly jus t ifiable t o  c al l  the s e  i dea s ant i -sci ent ific even if they a re not 
suffi c i e nt ly substant i a t ed, as s ome sc i ent i s t s  c la im .

The mountain lake of Tit icac a in the Andes ha s still 
preserved a well-defined line of a sea shore . Remains 
of sea weeds, shells and • • •  ruins of a sea harbour can 
be seen there . · 

When did the sea gulf bec ome a moUntain lake above 
the clouds.? When did the gigant ic folding of the . Andes 
rise to mark the western limit s of South America? 

Some sc ientists believe this t ook place a few hundred 
thousand years ago . But how c ould a sea port have exis­
ted a few hundred· thousand years ago? Near the ruins of 
the sea port are preserved remains of c yclopean struc ­
tures of the very ancient c ity of Tiahuanac o .  

The Gate of the Sun in Tiahuanaco i s  covered with 
unique hieroglyphic s .  Scientists  Posnansky and Kie ss 
got interested in the inscript ions. . Then Epstein, c on­
tinuing their research, dec iphered the mysterious mar­
kings in 1949 . They turned out t o  be an a stronomical 
c alendar of great prec i sion BUT i n  thi s  calendar the 
year had only 290 days! There were 1 0  months of 24 
days and 2 months of 25 . It seems as if the calendar 
on the Gate of the Sun is not of .this Earth! 

During an air phot o rec onnaissance in the Andes, 
strange markings were disc overed on the Nasc a Plateau.  
The se c onsi sted of light-c oloured s tones laid out for . 
many miles .  A suggestion has been made that this is a 
peculiar solar c alendar . However, the general c onfigu­
ration of the markings can only be observed from a 
very high altitude as if they were intended t o  help 
landings . · 

Are these lines "landing guides"? Had they been laid 
for those beings whose return the Incas were awaiting 
and who might have ac tually been visiting them? 

A theory has been advanc ed by A . Agrest to the effect 
that the Baalbek Terrace is a monument to···th� unknown power 
of the st arry visit ors . 

Under c olossal pla tes are, perhaps, hidden treasures for 
. a mature mankind . When man would guess the purpose of this 
cyclopean monument, he would rec eive an inheritanc e from those who visited th• 
Barth thousands of years ago when only primitive tribes dwelt on it . 

Before the outbrea k of World War II 
a French offic er Brenan came across  a puz­
zling conglameration of rocks, resembling 
ruins of a c ity, in the Sahara . He was sur­
prised to find there rock paintings of pre­
sumably anc ient origin. 

It wa s only after the War that Professor 
Henri Lahote succeeded in reaching these 
"Rocks of Sefar" and finding there a price-
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-les s  treasure of extremely anc ient art. The roc ks were 
��--�� inscribed with drawings of rare art istic force. Professor 

Lahot e at tributed the se t o  the sixth or eighth millenium 
before our era. He cla s sified the artwork of that period 
under a general term of the "period of the round-headed". 

�-"'""""Why "round-headed"? Because these human-like figures were 
all depic ted in round helmet s! 

A gigantic rock painting , six met ­
-res i n  size , is  most impressive. When 
I showed this image to the renowned 
arctic pilot Capt. Accurat ov , he ex­
claimed: "It looks so much like my high 
alt itude suit. And the helmet is very 
much the same • . . •  " 

Prof.Henri Ishote called this picture - the "great god 
of the Mart ians from Jabbaren". The valley of Jabbaren 
where this painting was found , in the local dialect means 
the "valley of the giant s". 

T.he Leningrad Hermitage c ontaining pric eless 
Etruscan c ameos , has one with an image of a modern 
diver - or perhaps ,  a "being in a space suit "! 
The cameo was made a few thousand years ago. Is 
there a link between it and the rock paintings of 
Sahara? 

Here i s  another cameo. It depicts an ancient boat or a galley but without oars. 
Ins tead of oars there are some rays behind the ship. Is this not a jet spac� ship 
pictured by an art ist who had known of the flights of the visitors? ·

\ Tradit ion of the se visits and a very thorough description of the flyi·ng machine 
is found in another part of the globe - in ancient Indian manuscripts. · 

"A s trong heavy met.al chest which lay in the centre of the boat was the gene­
rator. Thence t he force flowered through t,wo large flexible tube s to either end 
of  the ve ssel , a1:1 well as through eight subsidiary tubes fixed fore and aft of 
the bulwarks. These had double openings·pointing vertically both up and down.

other Indian folklore spea � of heavenly visitors who ha ,.-
taught the people of anti­

is why the famous iron pill 
erec ted near the anc ient 
tower of Kutb-Minar in Delhi 
over 1 ,500 years ago , is of 
espec ial intere st. 

The s truc ture is really 
amazing and has no equal 
amongst the monuments of 
culture. I.t i s  eight metres 
high and it s thic kne ss is 
such that it can be enc ircl 

. by the two hands of a stan-
ding man. The c olumn weighs twelve tons. It is not without a reason that this \ anc ient iron art ifac t has an aura of legend around i t. It pos se s se s  a wonder­
fully unique property of non-c orrosion. Any other iron would have turned into 
dus t in fift een c entur ies. Obviously , anc ient art ificers succeeded in producing 
a 1 00% chemically pure iron which is difficult to make even in a modern electric j furnac e .  \ 

But how c ould the anc ient s forge such a metal? Perhaps , there is a c onnection 
between the anc ient Indian description of a jet-flying machine and • • •  non-c orros ive 
c olumn of chemically pure iron. 

And so even t oday , in this exc iting field , we can examine a petrified shoe­
print on sandstone , study a steel rec tangular objec t or speculate about an extra­
terrestrial calendar on the Gate of the Sun. We are amazed at the chemical c om­
position of an Indian column and a technical de script ion of a jet craft by the 
anc ient s. 

But , most of all , I was impre ssed by the Sahara rock paintings from which 
unknown beings in spac e suits look at us. They may have visited the Earth thou- 1 
sands of years ago... �

TWO JET AIRLINERS ENCOUNTER UFO FLYING DISC

BULLETIN. The Federal Aviation 

Agency has just confirmed to NICAP 
the sighting of a large, round flying 
object by two jet-airliner crews. En­
countered over the Pacific, Sept. 21, 
the mysterious device swiftly out­
distanced the Boeing 707's. 

Reports were radioed to FAA towers 
at Wake and Honolulu by Capt. R.F. 
Griffin, commanding a British Overseas 
Airways Corporation plane, and by a 
American Airways captain. Details 
indicating a space machine much larger 
than any now possible on earth 
relaye9 to AF Intelligence. 

(On Sept. 25, in a surprising press 
statement, AF HQ admitted being flooded 
with reports of "flying objects" near 
Wake Island.) 

Capt. Griffin said the BOAC jet was 
at 37,000 feet, in a gray, pre-dawn sky, 
when the UFO appeared. 

''Suddenly we saw this bright ring in 
the sky, about 50 degrees up." The 
British pilot described the object as 
round, with sharply outlined edges and 
a "very clear hole" in the center. "It 
was traveling in our direction but at far 
greater speed. There appeared to be 
reflected light coming down from it. The 
object went over the horizon in seven I minutes." 

The confirming Pan-American report 
also was logged at Honolulu. The FAA 
has sent for both reports, to be re­
leased to NICAP if there are no official 
objections.

Over 700 people att ended a public U . F . O . Forum he ld at the Brisbane C ity Hall 
on September 6, 1 961 to hear gue st speaker Rev . William Gi ll , espec ially flown in 
from Melbourne , rec ount the New Guinea sightings of June , 1 959 . 

Sponsored by the Queensland Flying Sauc er Research Bureau , the Forum was a 
nove l event in the history of Australian U . F . O . research . 

Mr .  Stan Seers , the President of the Bureau , introduced the Chairman of the 
panel - Mr . Hugh Cornish , a leading Brisbane T . V .  personality . On the panel were 
- Alderman Petronel White of the Bri sbane City Council , Dr . G . F . K . Naylor , Lec tu­
rer of Psychology , University of Queensland , Mr .  William Tuc key , a j ournalist 
from a Brisbane daily newspaper . The Bureau was ably represent ed by Mr .  R .  Royal , 
Secretary and Mr . R .  Rus sell , Public Relat ions officer . 

Rev . William Gill approached the sub ject wi th touches of intima te humour , then 
pre sented his data in suc h a tidy , analytical manner that the most stubb orn 
sceptic s had to rec.onsider their opinions . A lthough Mr . Gill has the ability t o  
hold . hi s audienc e ,  he does not talk past his point - which is t o  say that they 
saw four figures on board an unknown craft on two c onsecutive nights , that they 
exchanged hand si gnals with these figures and that they saw these craft c ome- and 
go from out of the sky at fantas tic speeds . · No theory as to their ori gin was 
d�scus sed , 

_nor any views offered by Rev . Gill at the ti�e .  

· The concensus of opini.on of the panel was that UFO ' s did certainly exi st and 
that they- cou ld have only c ome from another planet , either ' within or out side our 
solar sy stem . Dr . Naylor told of a strange light he and his wife had se·en some 
years ago and which , in his opinio n ,  c ould not have been of terrestrial origin .

DEAlt SillS: • • • After reading the 
March issue of SPACE WORLD I was 
prompted to write to you concerning 
tbe enclosed photos. I have been an 
active amateur astronomer for ap­
proximately se\lell yea,rs. . . . I -com­
monly use an eight-inch reflector type 
telescope with Barlow lcnJ . . . I have 
a rdex-tjpe camera with one-inch 
focal length adapted to my telescope 
. . .  At about 9 p.m., JJJly 28, 1 960, 

while taking SQitle routine pictures of 
the moon's swface my attention was 
drawn to a flare of light in my field 
of vision. It appeared to be near the 
moon or between the moon and the 
earth. I had taken five photos on the 
first roll of # 120 fast film when I 
became aware of this light. I used 
negative #6 of the first roll of film 
to photograph this object or light ; . . 
appearing neat or traversing the 
south end of the moon. Some 15 
minutes later, I took picture #7 on 
the same roll of film. This is the 
object or light with double disc. 
Picture #8 on the same roll of film 
was blank and showed nothing. 

Approximately 10 minutes later, I 
took the picture of the single disc 
(picture # 1 on the second roll of 
film that I used that evening) .  If there 
was a separation of the double disc 
I did not see it. But the object or 
light was out of my vision several 
times while: I was photographing it. 

I thought this object to be some 
type of rocket or the blooming effect 
of a rocket, but considering the time 
involved and the sequence of pictures, 
I remain with considerable doubt. 
None of the other pictures from the 
same rolls of film showed anything 
unusual. The light exposure is well 
impressed on the negative and there 
does not appear to be any flaw in the 
film. I have used 45 rolls of the same 
type of film, taking pictures of the 
moon's swface, and have experienced 
Dothing but routine pictures before 
and since these photos were taken. I 
am well aware of optical deception 
and odd light effects from refraction. 
But I believe these pictures to be 
some object or the effects of some 
object in space.

An Americ an v e t eran pilot Wa ldo J .  Harr i s  of Salt La ke C i ty , Utah had an 

ama zing enc ount er w i th a my s t ery c ra ft at noon on Monday , Oc tober 2, 1961 . Whi le 
he w a s  prepari ng for t a keoff on a flight from Ut ah Central A irpor t , an " unident i­
fied ob jec t " was sight ed by Harris and seven other w i t ne s se s . 

" A t  fir s t  I thought it w a s  another plane south of the fie ld , "  Mr . Harri s said , 
"but when I w a s  a irborne I w a s  surpri sed t o  find the obj e c t  wa s s t i ll in the same 
pos i tion a s  when I had first s i ghted it . "  

Pi lot Harris c onti nued : " Then I changed my heading and flew t oward wha t ap­
peared to be a large disc , hovering with a roc king mot i on a t  an a lti tude of b e t ­
w e e n  6 , 500 and 7 , 000 feet . "  

The pilot radioed b a c k  t o  Utah Cent ra l  A irport tha t he had sighted wha t he 
thought to be a " fly ing sauc er "  and w a s  going to a t t empt to ge t c loser v iew . 
Mr . Harris t o ld offic ia ls tha t he e s t ima ted the di st anc e  between his plane and 
the objec t at about five miles  at t he t ime of s ighti ng .  

He had reached a point about three mi le s from i t  when " it suddenly moved up­
ward like an e levator and began to move south . "  Hi s ob servat ions of the obj ec t , 
he repor t ed , showed it t o  be a light grey disc which he e s t ima t ed t o  me a sure a t  
lea s t  fi fty fee t across a nd about four feet thic k a t  t he wide st point . 

" There w a s  no opening vi s ible , no vapor tra i l  or exhaust smoke , yet  I am sure 
it w a s  a c ontro l led craft from the performanc e  during my observ.at i on , " Harr i s  
c ont inued . The p i lot follow ed the " sauc er " when i t  began i t s  flight and then w a s  
a b l e  t o  observe i t  a gain when it sudd enly ha lt ed and began hovering a t  a point 
a lmos t  dire c t ly over the Ut ah La ke Omni Sta t i on .

In a later C entury (Century be ing a group of qua t ­
ra ins , not a per i od o f  t ime )  h e  make s referenc e again t o  the same y ear .

A gre at king of t error w i ll de sc end from the s kie s ,  
To re susc i t a t e  the grea t  king of A ngo lmois , 
Around thi s t ime Mars w i ll re i gn for t he good c ause . "  ( 1 0 : 72 )

The inferenc e here i s  tha t during this peri od which i s  dark w ith the port ent s 
of war a s uper i or being of high posit ion from another world sha l l  approach the 
leaders of the various nat i ons in a n  a t t empt to prevent war . Thi s  a c t ion may be 
fo l l owed by world rev olut ions a nd upheaval o f  exi s t ing soc i a l  orders . Before the 
arriva l o f  t he 1 1 Powerfu l King " there pa s s e s  a n  adverse per i od for those sc i ent ­
i s t s  who a t t empt t o  w arn mankind of the gre a t  dangers of w ar .

Might Nos tradamus here mean in the last  l ine , not s o  much a l i t era l death but 

a figura tive dea th and the 1 1ni ght " mean a per i od of ignoranc e and darkne s s  as 
opposed t o  t he light of t ruth ? In a la ter "Cent ury " he a ga in a l lude s  to  t hi s  by 
indicating tha t  the forc es o f  good and evi l s truggling for domini on over the spirit 
of man sha l l  be supers eded by the new law o f  a great Teacher .

LIFE IH SPACE CLUES. FOUND 
Three sc ient is t s  - Dr . Warren G .  Me insche in , Dr . Douglas  J .  Henne s sy and Dr . 

Bartholomew Nagy a fter l ab orat ory experiment s w i th a tiny b a l l  o f  wax in a me t e o­
ri t e  proved that there i s  li fe in spac e .  In 1961 th�y ana ly sed fra gments of met e o­
rit e s  which c ra shed near Orguei l ,  Franc e in 1864 and in Centra l A fric a .in 1�38 
( the Ivuns ) and found a waxy hydrocarbon . Separa t ing the wax mo lecule s from other 
element s , they _ bombarded the mo lec ule s  w i th e lectrons t o  e s tabl is� the ir na ture . 

The sc ient i s t s  c ou ld hardly believe  the results  
o f  the s e  t e s t s .  The waxy sub st anc e was  organic , not · 
inorganic . Thi s  meant that the wax w a s  made through 
a bio logic a l  proc e s s  - a proc e s s  inv o lv ing l i fe . 

The fos s i lised rema ins from spa c e  were identi,fied 
as  s ingl e -c e ll anima l s , d inoflage l la t e s  or chry s o­
ma onads , which live only i n  t he sea or lake wa ter . 
But one spec i e s  w a s  unlike any known t erre st ria l 
organi s m .
