Americ an sc ientists can give no e xplana tion what soever for the object 
which was photographed by X1 5 pi lot Robert White on July  1 7, when he sky­
roc keted to  a world airplane a ltitude record of ne arly 60 mi les . 

"It i s  impossible to  e xplain the objec t ' s presence a t  this  time , "  
Spac e  Agenc y sc ientists stated . The Nat ional Aeronautic s  and Space  Admi­
nistrat ion (NASA ) a fter intensively studying Ma jor White ' s  sight ing re­
port and films from a t a i l _ movie camera , on the X1 5 roc ket  ship ,  released 
phot ographs of an objec t tha t darte d  a bove and behind the plane . A NA SA 
photo is reproduc ed on thi s  pa ge.  

The photographs , taken from the movie films , revea l an objec t that 
looks like a fluttering piece of paper and which sc ientists  describe a s  
"grey-whit e " .  

This c orroborates  Major R. White ' s  report that  he saw from his c oc k­
pit near the nose of the roc ket ship , what looked t o  him like a piec e 
of paper the size of his hand , " going a long with the ship" a t  an a lti­
tude of 270, 000 feet - over 50 miles high . 

Ma j .  White  sa id : "I paid a t tent ion to it for about 5 sec onds . It was 
greyish in c olour and a bout 30 to 40 feet awa y." 

Ob ject s , believed to  be ice fra g­
ment s ,  have showed up in films ta ken 
from X1 5 in spac e ,  but this was  the 
first time an X1 5 pilot had reported 
seeing anything visually.

On October 27 , 1 959 a s  the U .  N .  Genera l A ssembly was  discussing world dis ­
armament, Portuga l' s delega te Dr . Va sco Garin remarked tha t  the concept of  total 
disarmament raised many "delica te ques tions11 • He warned tha t a disarmed world 
would cut a very poor figure aga ins t an invasion from outer spa ce . Dr . Garin 
s ta ted tha t  it wa s certainly farfetched but 11not absurd", in vie w of the way 
things were mov ing , to imagine a sudden inva sion of earth by aggressive  warriors 
from ano ther c eles tia l cody . 

Whe ther Dr . Garin is right or wrong is unimportant. Wha t  ma tters is this ­
invasion from spa ce was  under considera tion by the United Na tions Organisa tion . 

C anada 's former Foreign Minis ter Lester B .  Pearson s aid in Ottawa on Jan . 9 , 1 958 
the best hope of  world peac e  might be the discovery tha t  another plane t was sen­
ding spa ce ships a ga ins t the earth .  

President Eisenhower s ta ted in Washington on February 24-, 1 955 tha t the phi lo­
sophy of government must  be kept  in s tep wi th the problems of the time s a lluding 
to the possibility of  Martians visiting the United Sta te s within four centuries .  

Soviet Deputy Premier Koz lov agreed with a Detroit reporter in mid-1 959 tha t  
a U . S. S. R .  - U . S. A .  a l liance might b e  nee ded against the Martians but smi lingly 
added tha t  the people of Mars might be a pea ce ful rac e . "Then we should not make 
warlike a llianc e s  a ga inst them but would try to l ive in peac e  w i th them . "  

Chairman o f  the Provisional Institute of Spac e  Law (U . K . )  C .  Shawcross , Q . C . , 
wrote to the Russ ian top sc ienti st  Leonid Sedov in 1 959 about "the possibility of  
explora tion , i f  not invasion , by the inhabitants o f  ano ther solar sys tem . "  

General Dougla s McArthur believes tha t  "be cause of the developments of sc ienc e , 
a l l  countries on earth will have  to unite to survive and make a c ommon front against 
a ttac k  b y  people from other planets , "  ac cording to Achille Lauro , visiting mayor of  
Naples who interviewed him a t  the Wa ldorf-As toria on  October 7 ,  1 955. The ma yor add­
ed tha t  in the Genera l's opinion the politic s of the future will be c o smic or inter­
planetary , reported the "New York Time s . " 

Ex-eciitor of  "Punch , "  Malcolm  Muggeridge s couts the idea tha t the unity which men 
"have so notably fa iled achieve for themselves  may be imposed on them by the threat  
of interplanetary invasion . "  And in  case the inva ders be from the moon ·�some idiot 
on earth is bound to think tha t  he can make a dea l  with the moon-men to advanc e  his 
own position . The res t of  us would then be bound to be  a sked to ra lly in defenc e o f  
our own beloved plane t. "

"Planetary patriotism would be no more absurd than national, 
and no less difficult to work up. God ·save our gracious Earth, 
long live our noble Earth, God save our Earth," predicted Mugger-
idge on October 19, 1958. '· 

Curiously enough 18th century philosopher and satyrist Voltaire 
in his book "Mi.cromegas" describes a giant from Sirius who cries 
out in the story: "I have a good mind to take two or three steps, 
and trample the whole nest of such ridiculous assassins under my 
feet.11 "Don't give yourself the trouble," replies the philoso­
pher, "they are industrious enough in securing their own destruc­
tion. At the end of ten years the hundredth part of these wretches 
will not survive. Besides, the punishment should not be inflicted 
upon them, but upon those sedentary and slothful barbarians who, 
from their palaces, give orders for murdering a million of men, 
and then solemnly thank God for their success." 

There is still another view on man's possible contact with 
beings from other worlds. Space guns are not necessary to dislodge 
our civilisation. A superior cosmic culture contacted via astro­
nautics may revolutionise our lives. 

Arthur Clarke, an authority on space, has summed up this thought in its true 
historical perspective: "Copernican astronomy, Darwin's theory 
of evolution, Freudian psychology - the effect of these on human 
thought far outweighted their immediate practical results. We 
may expect the same of astronautics. With the expansion of the 
world's mental horizons may come one of the greatest outbursts 
of creative activity ever known. The parallel with the Rennais­
sance, with its great flowering of the arts and sciences, is 
very suggestive." 

"Others, one suspects, are afraid that the crossing of space, 
and above all contact with intelligent but non-human races, may 
destroy the foundations of their religious faith. They may be 
right, but in any event their attitude is one which does not 
bear logical examinations - for a faith whic� cannot survive 
collision with the truth is not worth many regrets.11 

Earlier, Konstantin Tsiolkovsky, 19th century space pioneer,­
said: "The earth is the cradle of the mind, but one cannot live 
tor ever in a cradle."

Dr. Donald N. Michael, top consultant to the National Aeronautics and Space 
Administration (and senior staff psychologist of Brookings Institution) stated at 
a scientific discussion in 1961 that radio messages from another world would be a 
threat for most public figures and spokesmen. They would try to bolster their 
present beliefs and the public's, rather than try to cope with the situation by 
new approaches. 

Different motives, behaviour and perceptions may make space beings merely 
curious observers of the earth, with no desire for contact. If the "other life" 
wished to supply ne� information to us, some groups or nations might absorb the 
ideas be�ter; this could cause some societies to disappear, others to get stronger 
and dominate the rest. 

18rth scientists, Dr. Michael said, may be in for a shock - to the space beings 
our understanding of nature may seem as primitive as a cave man's to us. Space 
beings, he concluded, may be ethical, moral, immoral, aesthetic or something dif­
ferent from us. Beings whose development permits them to communicate across light 
�ears may have ideas on proper relations among creatures inhabiting planets. 

These ideas," said Dr. Michael, "may - or may not - support our most cherished 
beliefs." 

To think of our cosmic neighbours in terms of our own 20th century technologi-
cal culture would be to delude ourselves into comfortable complacency. Their 

science and philosophy may not have the slightest resemblance to t d , 
5

s concepts. 

T�e- ?Pinio�s of above statesmen, thinkers and scientists on the possibility of cosm1c 1ntrus1on would have been regarded as science fiction a quarter of a cen­tury ago. 

. Today, in this �pace Age, thea� �houghts of responsible men represent a far­S1ghted . conte�plat1on of a scient1f1c possibility - the contact of the men of e� rth w1th be1ngs from another planet and the impact of this on the minds and l1ves of earth people.

On Other Worlds 

" P R O J E C T ST A R  SE A R C H " 
TO CONTACT OTHER CIVILISED COMMUNITIE S 

This bre athta king projec t for a gigantic s tar search 
wa s initia ted a t  Green Bank, West Virginia this year . 
The sc ientists s�onsored by the Na tiona l Academy of  
Sc iences (U. S.A . )  want to answer the following questions: 

o Can life exi st  beyond earth in the first plac e ?  
o Are there other planets c irc ling a lien star-suns, 

as theorised? 
o If those worlds bear life ,  does tha t  li fe inc lude 

ra tiona l  beings ? 
o If so , how to c ontac t them? 

Dr . Frank Dra ke of the Green Bank Observa tory together 
wi th the famed Americ an a stronomer Dr . Otto Struve ,  a t­
tempted to get the solutions to these problems two years 
ago . However , their instruments were not sensitive enough 
for this ambitious program - then named PROJECT OZMA . 

With larger radio telescopes the new group which in­
c ludes such spec ia lists a s  Dr . Fred Ho yle , British co s ­
mologist ,  Dr . J . T .  Pearman of the U. S. Ac ademy of Sc ien­
ces , Dr . S. Huang of NASA ' s  Goddard Spac e Flight Centre , 
Dr . Melvin Calvin ,  biochemist, and others besides the 
above-mentioned Dr . Otto Struve ,  hopes to provide the 
answers to the burning que stions . 

The experts know how di fficult their tas k  is but 
they  plan to utilise a ll the resources of  sc ienc e . Moni­
toring by  radio telescope is  one method . Dr . Charle s 
Townes speculate s  tha t  intelligent beings might try all  
possible means of  communica tion inc luding light-beams . 
LA SERS ( light ampli fica tion by stimula ted emission of 
radia tion) , super-powerful light-beam projec tors , c ould 
ac tua lly send from earth a piercing light-ra y  tha t would 
be detec table on a plane t 1 0  light years awa y. Thi s is 
the c losest approach to the type of power-ra y dreamed of  
b y  scienc e-fic tion writers because i t  opens up the possi­
bili ty of c oncentra ting thousands  of  watts of energy into 
a space  not much larger than would be occupied b y  a poppy 
seed . In the world of communica tions the Leser promises  
near-mirac le s  because , for the first time , i t  ha s bec ome 
possible to produc e a "tuned" light wave , as we speak of 
a "tuned "  radio wave , and to achieve amplifica tion of  
the wave .

Dr. Townes' group of star-searchers will examine the 
spectrographs of target stars. If any of the Fraunhofer  
lines in the known spectroscopic patterns of a particu­
lar star show a sharpening or brightening e ffec t ,  it  
might be a super-LASER message being beamed to us. 

One a stronomer ma de a fantastic sugges tion tha t  the 
Cepheid variables - the "winking stars " may be gala c tic 
heliographs - tha t  "super-sc ientific enti ties" use in 
signa lling . The periods of brightne ss and dimne ss of the 
Cepheids is  often very irregular . Is it  some c ode bet­
ween stellar systems? 

A �ecent report i ssued by  the U. S. Na tiona l Academy of Sc 1ences  describes s trange music in space - "the 
dawn chorus ". The chorus is " a  series o f  short di stinc t 
musica l  tones ,  either rising or falling in pitch and 
of�en overlapping in time" acc ording to the report. 
Sc 1entis ts have detec ted " the dawn chorus" usua lly just 
be fore _or jus t  a fter dawn - hence the n�me . 

Prof. R.�. Bracew�ll of Stanford University who visi­
ted Austra l1a early 1n 1 962 was interviewed by Dr . Miran 
Lindtner and Mr. Fred Phi llips on beha lr of AUSTRALIAN 
FLYING SAUCER REVIEW. 

"We are a lmost c ertain there are other c ommunities in 
space ,  but we do not know how far awa y they  are , " " said 
Professor Brac ewell . 

" If life exists , then we can expec t some forms to be 
su�erior to our own . A more advanced c ommunity is one 
wh1ch c an make rockets , split a toms and send explora tory 
fee lers into the universe . If we were to go to Mars we 
would find the inha bitants , if any, were less devel�ped 
than we are . Otherwise the y  would have come to look at us. 
But a more a dvanc ed c ommunity than our own could a lready 
have  taken the initia tive and no t waite d  until we were 
a ble to explore them , "  sta ted �Pro f'.

Are there inhabited planets in our part of the ga laxy? 
America ' s  Orbiting Astronomic al  Observa tory to be launched 
in 1 963 with a 36-inch telescope may be able to photo­
graph in space the planets of other stars or at lea s t  
gather spec troscopic evidenc e , and thus provide the fina l 
answer .

"What . we .must do is· to 
keep a close watch out for 
the arrival of an instrument 
probe in our atmosphere, 
sent by a more remote com­
munity," Professor Brace­
well said. 

"Within 10 light years of 
Earth, there are l 0 stars 
which scientists believe could 
be habitable. 

"Communities there, pro­
bably more advanced than 
ours, would be likely to 
send probes · to find out 
whether we have emerged 
from the primitive state. 

"l'robably they would 
judge us worthwhile if their 
instruments were able to 
pick up radio communica-· 
tion."

Snowden , of  North Adelaide , first saw the objec t 
about 4:15 a. m . , when patrolling the Blac kwood 
are a  in a police c ar .  

I t  was just before sunrise . A few c louds we re 
sc attered across the sky , but the brilli ant moon 
made visibili ty v ery good , they said . From their 
hills v antage point bo th saw what they described 
as a c luster of stars in the western sky just 
above the·horizon . 

The c luster reflec ted moonlight and appeared 
to skim above sea  level in a northernly direc tion 
past Marino , Seac liff and Brighton are as, they 
said . Then it  disapp .e ared . 

A few minutes later , while at 
Windy Point, Constables Snowden 
and Collins again saw the objec t, 
this time more c le arly . As they 
looked out over the c ity the y  saw 
a bright, long , flat shape with a 
bubble design on top travelling 
from 8 o ' c loc k to 2 o ' c loc k across 
the face of the moon . 

It took about 3 0  sec onds to 
complete this  course , then it dis­
appeared again . The co nstables  
de scribed the objec t as well 
defined and about an eighth of 
the moon ' s  diameter in size . 
Both were puzzled by it. 

" We disc arded the theory that 
it was c loud formation or a floc k 
of birds. We chec ked with the 
airport offic i als. There were no 
aircraft in the sky above Adelaide 
at the time of the sightings, " 
they  said . 

A Bureau of Meteorology official 
said he c ould find no explanation 
for the reported sightings .

MT. SHASTA 
MYSTERY 

by ANDREW TOMAS 

When California was still Spanish early in  the last century, a Russi an trapper 
from A laska c ame down from a snow-c apped mountain in Northern California. The 
mountain was thickly covered with bush and trees .  When he was asked , where he had 
c ome from , he replied in Russian: "Chas-tcha'; which means " a  thicke t" . The name 
stuc k to the mountain though it  was changed to - Shasta or Mount Shasta. 

Thi s 1 4 , 000-feet high pe ak has a secret, and I wi ll tell you about it. Fred­
rick  Oliver living in the vic inity of Mount Shasta wrote a book "A Dweller on Two 
Planets" late in the 19th c entury. It w as published in 1 884 . In the book he tells 
of long tunnels which le ad to vast underground halls inside Mount Shasta. The

walls are polished by master-craftsmen .  The floors are c arpeted wi th fleecy fab­
ric of mineral origin .  Ornaments of gold ,  si lver , bronze and prec ious stones em­
bellish the subterrane an shelter . There are divans placed along walls , upholstered 
wi th the same material as the c arpet. Secret doors hide the entrances  to the under­
ground quarters. These stone doors are opened by anti-gravity devic es. The c ave 
colony is brilliantly ill�mina ted by an unknown power . 

Oliver says, the dwellers of.this  secret abode are A tlanteans - desc endents of 
the survivors of the lost c ontinent of A tlantis. According to him , the y  possess 
air and spac e ships. By me ans of c igar-shaped ships communic ation is maintained 
with Venus. The craft fly on magne tic force .  In their experiments these people c an 
produce red ,  orange , yellow and green fireballs. 

This book , published 80 years ago , talks about aviation , astronautic s and quan­
tum theory . This  i n  itself is  remarkable , but when we c ome to the description and 
method of propulsion of space ships, the urologi st bec ome s keenly interested . 

"Atlantis found it possible to adjust weight (positivene ss) to lack of weight 
(negativeness) so evenly that no ' tug of war '  w as manifest. This achievement meant 
much .

Is this tale about a strange colony of Mount Shasta only fic tion? There are 
signific ant fac ts which may shatter thi s opinion . 

After the Gold Rush days in  California, in the middle of the 1 9th c entury , pros­
pec tors reported mysterious flashe s over  Mount Shasta and its slope s, long before 
elec trific ation . The se had ofte n  taken place in c le ar we ather . Early in this cen­
tury there had been incident s when c ars developed ignition trouble in the are a  of  
Mount Shasta. This is most i ntere sting as in UFO research there are many reports 
of automobiles stalled by the radi ation field of an approaching fl ying saucer . 
Is there any c onnec tion between the forces  used by Mt . Shasta coloni sts and the 
pilots of saucers? · 

It should also not be overlooked that Mount Rainier i n  the Rockies  is  a sister mountain of Mount Shasta. It is  here that Kenneth Arnold sighted hi s flying sauc ers in 1 947 . 
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Who are the mysterious 

Ba ck in 1 931 , a fore st fire swept over Mount 
Shs sta. But then a mystery fog appe ared which stop­
ped the fire from adva ncing. The demarcation line of 
the fire da ma ge can still be seen. It goe s in a per­
fec t  curve a round the centra l zone. 

Then sensational developments took plac e a few 
month s later. A full report a ppeared in the Los A n­
ge les Time s on May 22 , 1 932 . 

A Mr .  Edward Lanser wa s pa s sing the foot of Mount 
Shs sta in the train. Suddenly he s a w  th e whole south­
ern s iae of the mountain ablaze with a strange light 
of extraordinary brilliance. Later , Lanser determined 
to investigate the origin of thi s unusual light. He

went through sma ll towns in the area of Sha sta and 
began a sking questions. 

Lanser re late s  that offici als and ranchers spoke 
freely of a s ecret community living in or on Mount 
Shs s ta , and a ttestea to the weird rituals performed 
at suns et , midnight a nd sunri se which account for 
the flashes. 

Here are the actual words of Mr. Lanser : 
" • • • also they freely ridiculed my a vowed trek into 
the sacred precincts a s suring me that an entrance 
was a s  di fficult and forbidden a s  an entrance into 
Tibet • • • " 

dwellers of Mt .  Shasta? At first the dwe llers of Mount Sha sta were ta ken 
for Indians. But they were white ana wore robes simi­lar to tho se worn by the Ancient Greeks or Buddhist monks. They had a band across their forehea ds covering a bulge which wa s suppos ed to be "the third eye " .  

Science fiction ? Perhaps, but li sten t o  the testimony of a scientist. Profes sor E.L. Larkin of Mt. Lowe ObservatorY in California wa s testing his powerful tele s­cope. All of a sudden , he spotted on the slopes of Mt. Sha sta , using his exact words - " a marvellous work of carved marble , a nd onyx rivalling in architectural splendour the magnificence of the temple s of Yucata n." 

Prof. Larkin a fter learning about Mt. Sha sta colony made the following state­ment : " . • •  the ir d isplay of light far excels our modern electrical achi evements , and I am , for one,� con sumed with curiosity to know how the s e  people can produce such ama z ing light effects • . •  " 

. The people of Sha sta have been seen on numerous occa sions but only for brie f  gl1mps e s. They po s s e s s  the uncanny power o f  blending thems elve s into their surroun­ding s and vanishing from s ight. 

Cali fornia's oldtimers say the s e strange people have visited towns in th e Mt. Sha sta are a a nd even made purcha se s of sulphur , sal� and lard. The se purcha s e s  were always paid for with gold nuggets - f a r  exceeding the value o f  t h e  goods bought. 
Du�ing World Wa r I they made gene rous gifts to the American Red Cross. The civic recoras of old San Francisco revea l that a deputation from the community headed by a white-robed pa triarch with an e scort of younger men, made an officia l vis it to that city to bring greeting s  and a s surance of goodwil l. 

In the late twenties golfers in Northern California watched a si lver , wingles s  air ship going noi s ele s sly ove r  the mountain tops. It wa s unl i ke a ny plane or diri­gible of the t ime s.

If you write to the towns of Sha sta or Redding and a sk peo�le about the Mount

The oldtimers are dead and time has obliterated the memori es of yesterday. However, 
the reports of Edward Lans er and Profe s sor Larkin can not be brushed a side.

An unidentified flying object w a s  seen on May 20 , 1 962 between 8 and 9 p.m. by 

seven persons, including Profe s sor Charles A .  Maney of the Defiance College , Defi­
ance, Ohio. 

The viewing took place from the home of Don Reimund who telephoned Prof. Maney 
at 8 .20 p.m. Profe s sor Maney and Reimund are acqua intance s. Knowing of Profes sor 
Maney ' s  scientific activities in this field , Reimund exc itedly de scribed the sight­
ing of a strange aeria l object, observed from his residence on Canal Road , one 
ha lf mile south of the city limits. Mr. Reimund had witne s s ed the movements of this 
object for some 20 minute s up to the time of the phone call. 

Upon learning that the objec t wa s still visible in the s ky, Prof. Maney accom­
panied by Mrs. Ma ney , drove at once to t�e Rei�und re sidence. U�on �i s  arriva l 
Prof. Maney learned that the object had JUSt d1sappeared from v1ew 1n the south­
west. 

As Mr. Reimund began supplying detail.s of the s ighting to Pro�. Maney , the 
strange aeri a l  object appeared again in the southwe st, at an a lt1tude of approxi­
mately 20 degree s  and wa s moving horizonta lly toward the north.

He momentarily lost sight 
of the object but when a minute later he again discovered the object through the 
binoculars, it had changed colour to a very brilliant yellow. Most of those pres ent 
observed this change in colour. 

Presently , the object stopped , hovered for five or six s econds, and then re­
versed its direction , travelling southward. At times it seemed to move very rapidly 
and then aga in it would hover a pparently motionle ss. 

The object kept tra velling southward , getting closer to the horizon , becoming 
fa inter until it di sappeared in the southwest a t  about 9.p.m. Thi s  second 
s ighting, witne s s ed by Prof. Maney and the group la sted some 
thirty minutes.

The v ehic le which Ezekiel  observed had four dis t inc t pi l lars . From each pil lar 

protruded two wings , eight in a l l ,  which moved about . At the base of each column 
there were rings with c ircular openings . The four co lumns formed. a c ubic body 
over which there was a transparent dome . For lac k of any bet ter t erm Ezekiel 
defined it as 11 firmament " .  A throne of sapphire stone c rowned the dome enc irc led 
by a rainbow . 'l'he referenc es to sapphire , amber , crys t a l  and beryl  may be allu­
sions to plastic s  which certain part s of the ship were made of . 

The prophet de scrites the workings of this extraorainary craft . Except for the 
wings no other parts moved . The machine never turned over . The wings were a l l  
raised in  flight but when the cra ft c ame aown , the wings were lowered . The wings 
produc ed a sound li ke " the noise of great wa ters " . A fiery and thunderous exhaust 
is sued from the base of the engine . 

Acc ording to the Bib le , Ezekiel "remained astonished " for seven days . The inc i­
dent is so ob jec t ively depic ted that it c ould hard ly be c onsidered a t a l �  to im­
pre ss superstit ious list eners . 

The ship had other unusua l fea tures - it could extend a 11 hand 11 gi ving Ezekiel 
a roll with inscript ions "within and wi thout " .  Then the prophet was t a ken on board 
the craft to Tel Abib Mountains . There he ramained 11 Speech les s 11 for seven days . 

A fter that he got a message ordering him to go out into the fie lds . He went 
there and found a machine wait ing for him .  Curious instruc tions were given him 
at the sec ond meet ing . He was to lie down on his right s iae in his house for 390 
days and on his left for 40 days , or 430 days in a l l , a fter which the craft would 
return . Was it a preparation for a flight in space ? 

Ezekiel  c arried out the instruc t ions to the word . A new contac t was maue when 
he was in a crowd of elderly Isra e lites . A strange man-like creature with a bright­
nes s  about it , approached him . The bei ng stretched a hand and lifted him in the 
air taking Ezekiel to the entranc e of the inner wa lls  of Jerusalem ,  where he was 
landed . It was then tha t  the prophet saw the craft aga in . 

A voice said that Jerusa lem was t o  be destroyed . Then six armed men came out 
of the ship and one " c lad with linen11 had 11 a wri·� er ' s  inkhorn by his s ide 11 • Orders 
were given these men to kill a ll those whose foreheads did not show a mark which 
the leader in white was sett ing on a ll righteous people . 

The orders were c arried out and the chief returned saying : 1 1 I have done as  thou 
hast commanded me 11 • Then the man was  told to fill his hand w ith 1 1 c oa ls of fire " 
from the undercarriage of the craft and sca tter them over th� c ity .  Then the ship 
s lowly rose and " mounte<;l up from the earth" .
