PAGE HEADLINES CAME OTHER NEWS, THE TWENTIETH CENTURY'S GREATEST MYSTERY: WHAT WORLD WAS
WATCHING US? AT AUSTRALIA'S TIDBINBILLA DEEP SPACE TRACKING STATION, UNUSUAL DIFFICULTY
WAS EXPERIENCED AS FIRST ATTEMPTS WERE MADE TO LOCK ONTO MARINER 4, WHEN A MYSTERY DIsC
HOVERED IN MIDAIR NEAR THE STATION. AT GOLDSTONE TRACKING STATION IN CALIFORNIA.IRREGUL-
ARITIES IN MESSAGES WERE RECEIVED AT THE SAME TIME. THE WORLDWIDE NETWORK OF ASSOCIATED
PRESS WAS ASKING A QUESTION IN THE MIDST OF THE NEWS, ‘1S THIS COINCIDENCE?".

ALARM GRIPPED UFO POLICY MAKERS, THE UFO SECRECY LID WAS CLATTERING AGAIN. OFFICIALDOM
COULD NO LONGER BLAME SIGHTINGS ON THE °INEXPERIENCED®', VERIFIED REPORTS WERE BECOMING
WIDELY KNOWN FROM SCIENTISTS,ASTRONOMERS, METEOROLOGISTS, PILOTS AND CONTROL TOWER OFF ICERS

BEEN VIEWED THROUGH CONVENTIONAL TELESCOPES. AS THE SATELLITE PASSED BEHIND MARS THE
RADIO SIGNAL WAS REPORTED TO HAVE FADED IN INTENSITY, INDICATING AN ATMOSPHERE ONLY
ABOUT SEVEN MILES THICK,BUT THEN, HOW COULD A FOG OR CLOUD BE 60 TO 70 MILES HIGH WITH
THIS LIMITED ATMOSPHERE? SPACE PROBERS RECALLED THE FIRST INDICATIONS FROM INSTRUMENTS

THE ELECTRO-MAGNETIC EFFECT OF THE UFO
BY PAUL NORMAN

During October and November of 1957, a new wave of Unidentified Flying Objects
appeared in our skies and became so spectacular that they made headlines around the
world. The most astounding feature of these incidents was that in case after case,
their appearance was associated with electro-magnetic phenomena.

Within a three week period we know of at least 35 cases where interference with
television and radio sets occurred; motor cars stalled, headlights dimmed and power
and lights failed in several countries.

A typical example of this interference with tv sets occurred near Wonthaggi, victoria
on the 19th september 1963, when at least 60 witnesses observed a mystery object
maneuvering over South Dudley. The object hovered in mid-air, changed position in
silence, at fantastic speed, then disappeared ina westerly direction, moving out to sea

During the 25 minutes the object was overhead, malfunctions in TV sets varied
considerably, There were white screens, two pictures in one, then
finally picture was lost altogether. After the UFO flew away the TV sets operated
normally again.

To most people this was an isolated phenomenon to be forgotten, but to UFO
researchers around the world this was another small piece to be placed into an
increasingly intriguing jigsaw puzzle.

Many incidents of this nature are pointed out in the UFO Evidence, published by
(NICAP).

As early as May 1, 1954, in Tokyo, Japan, TV pictures were distorted as UFO passed

grey screens,

November 4, 1957,

November S5, 1957, Ringwood, Illinois, UFO passed over a motor car. TV sets in the
same town dimmed finally lost sound and picture during the same period of time.

November 10, 1957, Hammond, Indiana, Loud beeping on radio as police chased UFO.
TV blackout in city. Motorist reporte radio failure until UFO flew away.

Time will not permit mention of all examples as there are more important cases such
as motor car ignition failures sometimes experienced when UFOs pass near, flying low
over highways. In these cases the UFO is usually very close to the car.

One such example occurred on 4th November, 1957, when several motor cars stalled
as a UFO made a low pass over the highway. The U.S. Air Force explanation of this
incident was that the object was a mirage --- The car failures - wet ignition systems
An excellent explanation if the cars had been fording a river.

King of the orthodox scoffers was Dr. Menzel of Harvard University:The object a
mirage -- car failures -- flooded carburettors were caused by nervous feet. The chain
of coincidences necessary to produce this number of car stallings at one time is more
fantastic than the facts and besides, the cars restarted immediately after the object
sped away at 2,000 miles per hour. But take your pick, the wet ignition, the nervous
feet, or the electro-magnetic explanation. this is only one of dozens of other known
incidents.

On 25th June, 1957, at Baltimore, Maryland, Car radios stopped playing and street
lights went out as a formation of seven white discs with red rims passed over.

August 14, 1957, near Joinville, Brazil, airliner cabin lights went out and engines
sputtered during UFO sighting.

November 3, 1957, at Itapu Fort, Brazil; Electrical system failed as UFO approached
and hovered.

November 3, 1957, Tamoroa, Illinois; Power failed for 10 minutes ina four mile area
just after hovering UFO flashed.

November 25, 1957, Mogi Marim: Brazil; All city lights failed as three UFOs passed
overhead.

November 14, 1954, Forli, Italy; Conventional tractor with ignition and deisel
tractor driving side by side, conventional tractor stalled, the deisel did not.

Cases have been reported where house lights pulsated in synchronism with pulsating
UFO. There are also known cases of electric skock, minor burns and irritations, as well

as headache caused by the highly charged surrounding areas of UFOs when very close.
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THE ELECTRO-MAGNETIC EFFECT OF THE UFO

The electro-magnetic effect clears away the mystery of small craters associated with
landings of the craft, such as at Socorro and other landings in England and America,
due to the approach of two bodies of different potential and polarity, bringing about
the resulting electrical discharge. Likewise the effect explains the silence, speeds
without friction and other characteristics of the UFO.

There are cases of electro-magnetic effect which startle radar men as they man the
far flung radar systems as was the case in early 1959, when three objects passed low
over Middle Tennessee, just above treetop level. As thesemystery machines flew between
two radar stations located about thirty miles apart, the radar screens were blacked out
simul taneously.

If these objects were stars, they passed below an airliner circling the field to
land. If they were meteors, one hovered in mid-air for half a minute. Nor were they
fungus glowing from the bellies of ducks. If ducks - they were supersonic ducks. they
certainly were not helicopters, because they were to silent to be classified as
whirlybirds. Intelligence officers realize that interference with radar was not caused
by Canadian geese because on December 24, 1959 when it is customary to be on holidays,
the Inspector General of the U.S. Air Force found it necessary and urgent to issue a
directive to his commands. ‘Unidentified Flying Objects treated lightly by the press
and referred to as ‘flying saucers’ are serious business and must be rapidly accounted
flojr

Just a few days before Mariner 4°'s TV cameras were switched on to relay pictures
back to earth, explorers in the Antarctic were startled when a huge mystery object
hovered and maneuvered near the bases of the Argentine, Chilean and British expeditions
Scientists who had scoffed at Ufologists then found their geo-magnetic instruments
going wild when a flying saucer performed its ariel feats nearby.

A few days later, ten electric clocks stopped as this or a similar strange machine
moved over an airport in the Azores. Now orthodox scientists had received evidence

*which was impossible to ignore.

Thousands of people all over the world have described peculiar actions of the flying
objects during the past several years. Witnesses have observed the unknown craft speeding
directly at each other, stopping abruptly short of a crash, at times only a few feet apart
Other observers have noted single objects diving straight toward the earth, coming to a

sudden stop only a few feet from impact. Still other observations have been noted of
the objects whirling around each other.

These strange operations, together with the electro-magnetic effect of the UFOs,
have revealed that a propulsion system is involved which is far superior to that of
any earth made craft and that some unknown propulsion element aboard these space craft
requires an occasional recharge.

Since most of our key inventions are either directly or indirectly a duplication
of nature, we may learn the principal of operation when we know the relationship
between a planets magnetic field and its gravitational field, Einsteins Unifield
Field Theory indicates that electricity, gravitation and magnetism are all manifestations

of the same force. The unknown races have solved the problem of gravity and anti-

gravity, probably by artificially creating a gravitational field by means of electro-
magnetism.

One basic principle of electricity requires that either a conductor cut across a
given number of magnetic lines of force within a given time to produce an electrical
charge. This essential principle lies behind the generation and transmission of
electrical emnergy.

These movements necessary for the operation of vital electrical apparatus clears
the mystery of many movements of the objects as they wutilizelthei magnetic .lines of
force from their own craft, or if one or more other UFOs are not available, a lone
UFO dives at the earth which is a huge magnet, cutting across the earth’s magnetic
lines of force.

On May 3, 1954, an incident occurred which sent officials of the U.S. State
Department to rush out reports to the Central Intelligence Agency. The National Security
Agency, The National Aeronautics and Space Administration, The Army and The Navy.

The incident was investigated by the Scientific Attache of the American Embassy
at Canberra, Dr. Paul Siple and two NASA Engineers. The Embassy reported the incident
to Washington in a Aerogram A 894,a copy of which is in NICAP files.
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The secrecy lid clamped down but here are the facts. Just before dawn near Canberra
a large white glowing object travelled across the sky in a North-east direction. The
object was wobbling and appeared to the observers to be out of control. Nearby a
smaller UFO hovered. The large UFO then suddenly streaked toward the second UFO at
terrific speed and appeared to collide with the smaller object. The impact seemed to
cause both to bounce. There was no explosion.

The large UFO then turned, no longer wobbling, moved away from the other UFO
slowly then accelerated away at a very high speed. No doubt these actions were strange
and mysterious to the observers and their first experience with a UFO.

We who have studied the UFO and understand the surrounding protective field,
realize that the bounce was caused from the collision of these fields and not from
the craft themselves. We have also studied the electro-magnetic effects of the UFO
and know that on May 3, 1964 the puzzled witnesses near Canberra, Australia, observed
a recharging operation between two space ships from another world.

EARTHOUAKES AND U.F.0.'s Roy Russell

Ten years after Kenneth Arnold had his sighting in 1947 (when the words ‘'flying
saucer ' were coined), things began to happen on our planet: (1) in 1957-58 the
International Geophysical Year (I.G.Y.) went into action and (2) the major powers
launched their space programs. Today, 1965, these projects are still hard at it; and
so are the UFO's.

These three activities - I.G.Y.,space research and ufo’s - seem to share the same
interests: (1) the geophysical condition of the planets and (2) their habitability.

Researchers generally agree that the ufo's do display a scieatific interest in our
planet; rocket proving grounds, space research centres and aerodromes are familiar
hunting grounds for ufo‘s. Others suggest that they also show a keen interest in the
faultline or earthquake zones on earth.

In 1961, Robert J. Gribble, an American Researcher, listed 21 instances for the
year 1960 where ufo's were sighted over active earthquake zones in various parts of the
world. In seven instances the ‘quake preceeded the sighting and in fourteen cases the
ufo turned up just prior to the ‘quake (often on the same day, and never more than nine
days before or after the ‘quake. Unfortunately, no other correlations are known to me
at this time.

Now why should the ufo's suddenly turnup to observe our age-old, mundane earthquakes?
- this is tantamount to the entire staff of the C.S.I.R.0. rushing over to New Zealand
to see a geyser gush; there's nothing new in that.

But Hapgood, in his book ‘Earth’s Shifting Crust’ (1958) says today’'s earthquakes
are far from mundane. They are increasing in frequency and intensity because, argues
Hapgood, our planet is now feeling the centrifugal effect cf the Antarctic ice-cap
which is causing another shift in the earths crust - another tilt as the expression
has it.

It is not given to many scientists to study a major shift in action; it could be
why the ufo's are loathe to go back home.

Another factor which could cause more earthquakes and also interest ufo’'s is that
during 1957/58 the sun changed its polarity. If sun spots effect our weather and radio
communications, what effect would a complete reversal of the sun's poles, never before
observed have on earth. I dont think we can entirely dismiss the idea that the sun's
reversal isn‘t upsetting our weather, air and sea currents and regular pattern of
earthquakes.

And major ‘quakes are certainly on the increase! (A major is one that registers a
minimum of force 6 on the Richter Scale). Note the following world figures: 1945 - 1§
majors were recorded. 1950 - 30 majors.l1955 - approx. 30 majors (1957/58) the sun
changed polarity). 1959 - 132 majors shook the earth. 1963 - 61 majors. 1964 -93 majors
And for this year, 1965, 62 majors have occurred in the first six months (figures taken
from the U.S. Coast and Geodetic Survey). These figures are extremely high when we
learn that in the good old days, before the current flap of ufo's, our planet averaged only
10 major earthquakes each year! (One connot say that improved I.G.Y. equipment is

responsible for the high figures now obtained. A major, because of its intensity,
could always be detected even on the older equipment at our disposal.




Whether we accept Hapgood‘'s theory or the sun’'s behaviour as the cause for the
increase in major °‘quakes (and orthodox scientists are hard put to accept either,
since they upset somany older theories - some flatly refuse to accept the sun’s change
of polarity (still others have never heard of it) even though it has been recorded in
the scientific journals Nature and Scientific American), it is easy to see why ofo’s
would be interested because Hapgood or the sun’s behaviour spell big, overall changes
for our planet. To quote Hapgood once more: If our calculations are close to the truth
it seems that the bursting stresses in the crust may now be close to the critical point.

THE ANALYSIS OF U.F.0. ACTIVITY :

A Scientific Approach

Table 1 is a list of recent UFO sightings gathered and analysed during 1964. This document is
a collection of data written under a standard, condensed form. Each sighting is presented as one line of
information.. A code is used to indicate the reported behaviour and characteristics in a way which allows
rapid processing of the data and permits to handle large quantities of information without loss of time or
omission of important details. The purpose of this article is to describe this method of classification.

It should first be realized that Science cannot study '"flying saucers'. Science deals only with
phenomena which are reproducible, observable at will by the scientists themselves and which can be
objectively analyzed. '"Flying Saucers'" are essentially fast-moving and they are certainly not reproducible
at will. They appear much more often to farmers or truck drivers than to physicists or astronomers.
And they do not lend themselves to objective study because they leave almost no trace of their passage
and photographs are difficult to obtain.

There is however, a fact which is observable and analyzable: this fact is the phenomenon of the
generation of UFO reports by the public. The question of the exact nature of the cause of these reports
is obviously open, but it is a fact that reports are indeed generated. These reports can be printed and
analyzed. They are onservable at will by professional scientists: they are pieces of scientific data. They
may be caused by hallucinations, misinterpretations, balloons or mirages - or by'unknown craft from a
superior civilization. But their existence cannot be denied. For more than twenty years such reports have
been published by the thousands. Most of them (between 50 and 85%, according to our recent estimates)
can generally be explained in terms of conventional phenomena, as scientific writers have repeatedly
pointed out. The remaining cases, however, are worth a special study; but they are so numerous and so
wéll documented that the volume of such a study is discouraging to researchers who do not have access
to data processing facilities.

A BRIEF HISTORY OF UFO CODIFICATION SYSTEMS.

No large body of information can be processed or handled without reference indexes based on
coding proceedures. The definition of an optimum code for a given problem is a matter of professional
attention. Attempts to analyze large collections of reports without such a system can only result in
confusion. The recent NICAP publication "UFO EVIDENCE", the largest list of UFO sightings which is
available to the general public at the moment, is unfortunately an illustration of a situation where
confusion, instead of clarification, is generated by the study.

This problem of data processing is well known to the U.S. Air Force, which has made use of
codification systems in several occasions. One example is the coding which led to the results of Project
Bluebook Special Report No. 14 Air Force consultants have at times introduced other systems of codif-
ication for their own private use. The first system which was applied to the UFO Phenomenon as such
was the classification/codification method we published in the 3ritish Flying Saucer Review (Vol. 9,

No. 5, Sep-Oct. 1963) . It was derived from our experience with European sightings and has been used
successfully in several digital computer applications since 1961. Researchers in the U.S. are now working
along the same line. Search techniques specially adapted to the computation of reliability indexes have
been developed. Other systems for the pre-selection of significant cases (W.Powers) have been suggested
but are not yet tested. This activity seems to open a new stage in the history of UFO research, with
specialists analyzing the reports in the light of scientific techniques.

The code used here is a modified version of our old system. Sightings treated through this
procedure are classified and coded, then punched on IBM cards for processing. The list given in table
one is a collection of sightings which have not yet been included in our general catalogues, pending
completion of the analysis. It will be subject to modifications as new information is aquired.

EXPLANATION OF THE CLASSIFICATION.

For the moment we shall limit ourselves to the classification in types and categories. We
plan to describe later the coding of secondary characteristics such as colour, shape, number of witnesses
etc. We classify UFO reports according mainly to the described behaviour, because this is a character-
istic which is likely not to be very much effected by the witnesses inexperience as an observer or by the
distortion introduced by local newspapers when they report the incident. Other characteristics, such as
dimension, or shape or direction of travel, may be forgotten or given with important errors. But maneuvers
or landings will be remembered with more accuracy.

Table 11 is a list of the types (1 to V1) we will recognize. Also given are the categories or
classes (Ato E) which have to be defined inside each type in order to describe the phenomena completely

In table 1 the reader will notice a column marked ""'weight''. This is not only a reliability index

attributed to the observers, but an indication of the value of the report in the investigation of the nature
of the UFO phenomenon. Sightings given with a star*, are the most interesting, because there we know
that the witnesses were especially numerous or qualified, that they were in good observing conditions
and that any hypothesfs we want to make concerning the nature of the UFO phenomenon should represent
or at least not contradict this observation. Cases indicated with a plus sign + are significant UFO
observations where we feel the sincerity of the authors of the report cannot be doubted and the phenomenon
described is representative of the problem under study. Ordinary reports are given with no special
symbol in the '"weight''column. Reports given with a minus sign(-) are those which we feel should be
disregarded. We list them only because they have been locally publicized and it is convenient to keep
them in the list to guard possible recurrence of hoaxes in the same area. Sightings given with an equal
sign (=) are those which we feel could be interpreted in the light of a conventional effect, but only with
difficulty.

DEFINITION OF THE UFO "ACTIVITY"

In certain types of applications, we will desire to study the possible correlation of UFO activity,
in some sense to be defined, with other phenomena such as theiperiodicity of the oppositions of planet Mars
Most writers on this subject have simply plotted the 'number of UFO reports per month versus time. (As
an increasing number of sightings are known, it becomes more convenient to consider the number of
sightings per week, thus gaining more precision). But it can be argued that the number of sightings itself
is not a very good measure of activity. Let us consider again our classification given on table 11: should
we say that the UFO activity was comparable in a period when six reports of lights seen in the sky, at
night, have been made, three of which are possible meteors, and in a period when we have recorded a
reliable type-11 observation and four reports of 'landings' ? Certainly not.

The idea of attaching some sort of note or number to each sighting, its classification and weight
being known, therefore introduces itself. We are still experimenting with various systems of attaching
values to sightings. These numbers we call INDEXES OF UFO ACTIVITY. They should be extremely
helpful in bringing out the true "signal" from the noise. An example of such a system is given in table 111.

The introduction of powerful data-processing methods in the field of UFO research, which has
80 long been considered as unworthy of detailed scientific study, is an indication that the attitude of the
professional scientists toward the UFO problem is changing. In such a change of attitude lies the only
hope that the truth will be obtained concerning the exact nature of this phenomenon.
