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Ed itorial.  

Australia, the land o f  contrast, has a n  amazingly 
similar record of mysterious flying objects as those 
reported from all over the world. Because Australian 
Ufologists have remained on the alert these reports, 
which have been investigated and recorded in the face 
of officially sponsored ridicule are now under scientific 
evaluation. 

Recent activity here and abroad indicates that these 
efforts have not been made in vain. Heading a long list 
of encouraging s igns, was the major breakdown and 
exposure of the official debunking policy ordered by 
the United States Central Intelligence Agency. After 
what may have been a fruitless attempt for a com­
puterized selection of Menzelian "scientists", official 
investigations were transferred from Project Bluebook 
to Colorado. University's Department of Physics and 
Astrophysics, where scientists are expanding their 
study of reports from the global ufology network. 

While on a personal v isit to America, early this year, 
our Public Relations Officer, at the suggestion of

Public Relations Officer, Mr. Paul Norman was born 
and educated in the United States. With the exception 
of six years in the U.S. Navy and a short period as a 
Publisher's Representative, he served in various 
positions up to Hydro-Electric Power Project Superin­
tendent with the U.S. Corps of Engineers and as 
Charge Engineer in Thermal-Electric Stations. 

He has been interested in the U.F.O. phenomenon 
since 1953, after observing one of the mystery objects 
hover over a power station in M iddle Tennessee. His 
interest was intensified when Major Keyhoe was cut 
off the C.B.S., Coast to Coast Television Network, while 
trying to tell American People about U.F.O. investi­
gations and a few moments later an Air Force spokes­
man stood before millions of TV viewers and said, 
"Your Air Force would not withhold the facts". At that 
time Mr. Norman joined the fight to end the policy of 
public decepion. 

In 1963, Mr. Norman immigrated to Australia with his 
wife and two sons where he remains active w ith the 
V.F.S. R.S. 

N.I.C.A.P., was invited to Boulder, Colorado, for talks 
with official investigators. During a ten hour discussion, 
the Austral ian U.F.O. scene was placed before the 
Condon Committee, including the identical R.A.A.F. 
debunking examples as those followed by the U.S.A.F. 

Even as this meeting was in progress arrangements 
were made for Mr. Norman to fly back to Chicago for 
a second session with Dr. Allen Hyneck, Chief Civilian 
Consultant for the U.S. Air Force, Jacques Vallee and 
other scientists from Northwestern University and the 
University of Chicago. 

Other meetings were organised with U.F.O. experts 
in Washington, D.C., and San Francisco. Three days 
were spent in Tucson, with University of Arizona's 
Physicist, Professor James E. McDonald, one of the 
world's most informed scientists on the U.F.O. problem. 

As a result of these talks the interest aroused in 
scientific circles prompted requests for our assistance 
and Dr. McDonald 's decision to visit Australia for first 
hand interviews with key witnesses. 

U.F.O. interest throughout the world increases while 
the Air Forces continue to sound like cracked phono­
graph records as they obey obsolete debunking orders. 



T h e  m i ss i n g  h o u rs.  

On the night of September 19, 1961, Betty and 
Barney Hill claimed a close observation of a U.F.O. 
which followed their car through the White Mountains 
of New Hampshire. The experience left them shaken, 
but under time-regression hypnosis an amazing account 
of contact with alien intelligences emerged which has 
since been the subject of lively debate among U.F.O.

A psy c h i atrist l o o ks at 
the H i l ls e n co u nter.

Paul Zeck was born in Sydney and graduated in 
Medicine from Sydney University in 1943. He obtained 
his Diploma of Psychiatry at Edinburgh University in 
1954 and after working with the Mental Health Services 
in Western Australia has for the last eight years been 
engaged in private practice in Psychiatry in Perth. He 
is married with one daughter who is attending Uni­
versity. 

Dr. Zeck is a member of the Victorian Flying Saucer 
Research Society. 

I have been asked, as a psychiatrist familiar with 
abreactive techniques, to comment on the series of 
articles serialised in the Melbourne Herald which 
commenced September 25, 1966, concerning the 
account of the experiences of Betty and Barney Hill. 
This account was obtained under hypnosis by Dr. 
Benjamin Simon and considered worthy of publication 
for its general (sensational?)  interest. In order to give 
a critical review of the material presented in the 
articles I feel it is necessary to discuss the methods of 
obtaining the information and the psychiatric approach 
in general. 

The techniques of abreaction is used by many psy­
chiatrists to recover forgotten, and often repressed, 
memories which are causing symptoms to the patient 
because they have been rejected, rather than accepted 
and faced as part of experience. It is almost as if 
there is an active censor in the mind that prevents 
certain events from being called to memory in the 
normal fashion. These memories are usually of a 
painful nature and are prevented from coming into 
consciousness, but not erased completely from the 
mind. They may be represented in disguised fashion 
in consciousness. 

Abreaction is the name given to all the various 
methods of bringing these memories to consciousness 
so that they can be dealt with. For example : A person 
may have a symptom of unreasonable and excessive 
fear of small closed rooms, lifts, etc., but not be aware 
of the reason. Abreaction may enable this person to 
recall their fears at being locked in a wardrobe in a 
childish game at the age of three and thus be able, 
eventually, to deal with the fears. I personally favour 
the use of drugs such as Amytal or L.S.D. to assist 
recall but hypnosis is quite a familiar technique. It is 
a usual procedure to make a tape recording of the 
session and play it back to the patient later on. The 
drugs used are often referred to as "truth drugs" .  This 
term is unfortunately very loose. It need not be the 
truth and the same applies as well to abreaction under 
hypnosis. 

As Dr. Simon himself says, "But it must be under­
stood that hypnosis is a pathway to the truth as it is 
felt and understood by the patient. The truth is what 
he believes to be the truth." It is clear from this that

Dr. Simon is not prepared to commit himself to a 
statement that because it is recovered by abreaction 
it must be the truth. This is far from the case. I recall 
a discussion I had some years ago with Dr. A. J. 
Shorvon who did a great deal of work with abreactions 
in psychiatric battle casualties in England during and 
after World War I I  in which he discussed how a 
soldier under Amytal abreacted his being trapped in 
a tank which had been set on fire by " Molotov Cock­
tail" .  This had never happened-it was only what the 
soldier had always been afraid would happen-not a 
real event at all. In memory real events and imagined 
ones are equivalent and interchangeable. 

Dr. lan Martin, who is at present the Federal 
Secretary of the Australian and New Zealand Associa­
tion of Psychiatrists, writing in a December 31, 1966, 
issue of "The Medical Journal of Australia" in an 
article dealing with abreactions says "Some of us had 
been especially interested in the recall of early ex­
periences and the fascinating by-products of false recall 
as exemplified by the notorious case of Bridey Murphy 
and the 'medium' in seances. The true value of recall 
is the construction of fantasy or the return of memories, 
within either of which the pathogenic experiences are 
dramatised." (1 ) .  

The Bridey Murphy case is worth mentioning. This 
case which, at the time received extensive publicity, 
involved a young married woman who under hypnosis 
was regressed past her childhood into a former exist­
ence, if the experimenter is to be believed, and she 
related and relived her former life as Bridey Murphy 
being able to describe surroundings, everyday events, 
etc., and producing a consistent and logical history. It 
was claimed that the tape recordings made dealt with 
real experiences in a past existence-this interpretation 
has not been generally accepted. 

Another phenomenon that occurs under abreaction, 
as in dreams, is symbolic representation. Events and 
people may be represented not as they are but as 
caricatures of the real thing and sometimes representa­
tion may become so distorted as to be replaced by 
something quite different but which still stands for the 
thing represented. As a crude example : going on a 
journey may represent a desire to escape from an 
intolerable situation. Events may be of such a nature 
that the conscious mind cannot accept and face them. 
A soldier treated by Dr. Shorvon for periods of amnesia 
remembered, under drugs, escaping from a sinking 
submarine by clambering up a ladder in the conning 
tower, clawing his mates out of the way and stamping 
on their fingers in his frantic efforts to get free at all 
costs. Bringing a memory like this to the surface can 
cause complete disruption of the personality and the 
amnesia in this case had to be reinforced by suggestion 
not broken down to enable the man to go on living 
with himself. 

I hope that this preamble has made it clear that 
because the material referred to in the article was 
obtained under hypnosis does not vouch for its reality. 
Its truth or otherwise must rest on the consistency, 
logic and probability of the story itself-that it is on 
internal evidence. When I read the article 1 could not 
help recalling a Science Fiction story I read recently 
by Jerry Sohl. (2). The story was different but the 
impression was the same-the article reads life fiction. 

Let us now look at the case of Betty and Barney 
Hill. Barney was a Negro married to a white woman 
travelling in the United States of America. Racial 
prejudice was flaring at this time and incidents were 
to be expected. He was a nervous supject with high 
blood pressure and an ulcer. His wife Betty would 
appear a somewhat dumb, but forceful woman. (Notice 
that she did not know that a year represented one 
revolution of the earth around the sun.) It was she who 
first had dreams of being on board a flying saucer 
and she "infected" her husband I would think. 

What really happened? We will probably never know, 
but after reading the account several times 1 think that 
most probably they were halted by a group of racially 
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prejudiced people subjected to sexual indignities and 
assault and after a couple of hours allowed to go on 
their way shaken and distressed by what had happened, 
not wanting to remember (amnesic) but overjoyed that 
they had been released without any greater harm 
coming to either of them. What leads to this con­
clusion? Notice the later panic at the encounter with a 
group of people on the roadside-this had happened 
before. Read carefully the descriptions of the examina­
tions; their clamminess afterwards, the mention of a 
pregnancy test, etc. These are all a disguised or 
symbolic description of sexual indign:ties or rape 
which neither party would want to remember after­
wards. Barney's shoes were scuffed at the toes-this 
suggests dragging face down, not careful carrying as 
would be in keeping with the gentle treatment as 
described. 

Betty was the stronger character of the couple. She 
was a firm believer in flying saucers. She convinced 
herself that she had seen one earlier in the evening 
and then the rest would follow on naturally from there; 
much better to believe that you have been in a flying 
saucer than to know that you have been set upon and 
raped. If nothing had happened beyond what the 
couple described under hypnosis why the great anxiety 
afterwards? They would have known they had not been 
harmed and that there was nothing to fear from the 
saucer people yet they were deeply afraid. There would 
be no reason for fear, no need for psychiatric treatment 
for the couple if it had happened as described, there­
fore it could not have been this way. 

I believe that there are beings out there somewhere. 
I would like to believe that they are interested in us 
and perhaps willing to contact us but I am sorry to say 
the Herald account does not give me any reason to 
believe that this has yet taken place.

T h eoreti cal  Ev i d e n ce i n  

U.F.O. S ig hti n g s  
by Leonard G. Cramp, M.I.S.A., A.R., Ae.S. 

The following is an article contributed exclusively 
to "The Review" by the author of two important works 
on the subject of U.F.O. propulsion: "Space Gravity 
and the Flying Saucer" and "Piece for a Jigsaw". 

Fascinating as such research can be, by no means 
is the lift-propulsion technique employed by U.F.O.s 
of primary importance. After all, the ships now visiting 
this planet are piloted or remotely controlled by other 
intelligences. Intelligences whose origin, beyond much 
doubt, reside somewhere in outer space. 

This obviously must be and is our primary concern, 
for to be interested solely in the craft and not in the 
designers, or their purpose in coming here, would be 
comparable to the behaviour of primitive natives over­
awed by a grounded helicopter, while oblivious of its 
crew. Naturally enough most newcomers to the cult of 
UFOiogy will, after initial acceptance of our extra­
terrestrial visitors, deliberate to some degree on the 
modus operandi of their space craft. It is an occupation 
which most of us to some lesser or greater extent have 
permitted ourselves. Whereas, and perhaps more 
realistically, a study of possible propulsion techniques 
to consolidate the evidence for the existence of U.F.O.s, 
may prove to be rather more productive. In a word, 
there is much which can be done to support the 
evidence for U .F.O.s with theory, rather than support 
theory with U.F.O. reports for the mere sake of the 
theory alone. 

This rather natural, but misleading trend is most 
evident, indeed one can judge fairly accurately just 
how long some technically inclined students of UFOiogy 
have been studying the subject by their tendency to 
pursue the following general pattern. i.e. first, having 
accepted the existence of U.F.O.s, they attempt to 
relate certain flight behaviour to aerodynamics, because 
the craft glow white hot due to friction, etc. ,  is an 
early diagnosis. Secondly, and as he progresses, the 
student may become convinced that U.F.O.s employ 
the principle of rocket or jet propulsion. Then becoming 
more intimately aware of the limitations (such as 
enormous bulk requirements) met by our rocket engin­
eers, he might justify his comparisons with the rocket 
by assuming some other highly exotic fuel to be 
possessed by the saucer designers. 

The next peep through his somewhat darkened 
looking glass convinces him that the U.F.O.s employ a 
sophisticated form of plasma engine and once again the 
student is thus tempted to explain away the electro­
magnetic and auroral effects displayed by the enigmatic 
craft. 

But a deeper acquaintance of this technique very 
soon portrays the limitations of such method, which 
presumably our visitors would also have met, i.e. 
electric or " high energy" exhaust velocity rockets 
inherently suffer from a very poor power for weight 

ratio. Indeed so much so, that even an elementary 
study of the electric rocket motor reveals it to be 
useless as an earth-space booster. 

Getting past this stage might take quite a little time, 
for the student researcher may adamantly claim yet 
smaller ejection mass rates and higher exhaust velo­
cities to be possible for his electric rocket motor. 
Naturally enough this is all very embarrassing to the 
rocket engineer, for he can visualise no drastic im­
provements yet. Still unimpressed, the U.F.O. re­
searcher presses on. What about the photon and 
nuclear rocket motors, surely our visitors have mastered 
these ? 

And so the argument would go on but rather point­
lessly you might feel, for interesting as they are, none of 
these techniques really support the existence of U.F.O.s 
one bit. Finally, the seeker faces up more realistically 
to the situation and almost in despair his dynamical 
mental excursions come to a grinding halt. Now with 
mixed feelings of disappointment and relief, he finds 
himself back at the blessed serenity of square one, 
ready and eager to start all over again ! 

By now he has exercised his thinking somewhat and 
from among the little of his earlier conflicting thoughts, 
emerges one concrete and indisputable fact, at which 
he grasps eagerly. Whether it be a man made aero­
plane, dirigible, rocket or extra-terrestrial flying saucer, 
fundamentally they would seem to be craft which 
oppose the force of gravity and of gravity we know 
practically nothing. Thus, equipped with this valuable 
piece of information, the student can now apply some 
pure logic in the following manner. 

So far, all our attempts to combat gravity are but 
dynamical oppositions to it, and it may be more profit­
able in the long run for us to assume that there must 

be a technique for combatting gravity at its root and 
further to assume that we have mastered this tech­
nique. We should then be in a position to make a few 
generalisations concerning it. 

The first reasonable assumption we can make is 
that gravity, being as it obviously is, a kind of field 
energy, requires that our newly discovered technique 
will almost certainly involve the formation of this field 
energy. Gravitational field energy is manifest as a 
motivating force on inanimate matter, i.e. because of it, 
solid bodies are said to "fall". Similarly, we could 
expect our new field energy technique to produce a 
motivating force on any matter within its vicinity, 
including the device which created it. 

By these logical deductions we arrive at our new 
technique of space ship propulsion and from this 
fundamental concept make certain predictions on the 
behaviour and accompanying phenomena such gravi­
tational manipulation would create. 

We can, for example, predict with certainty that the 
crew of such a vehicle would experience no sense of 
acceleration or motion. If the field which took our ship 
aloft was a powerful field (as would be required for a 
swift lift-off) then this field would extend beyond the 
craft and cause ground effects, indeed some of the 
ground beneath the craft might "fall" upwards with it ! 
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See diagrams fig. 32 and 37. 

These are t he more obvious predictions the re­
searcher might make, there are many more. From his 
newly acquired standpoint, seemingly inconsistent 
U.F.O. reports emerge in a new completeness, theory 
is beginning to contribute something, for now the 
researcher can go on making more and yet more 
predictions, then look to the U.F.O. files for verification. 
If one by one his predictions are not supported by the 
phenomenon described in the sightings, then he must 
return once more to square one and start all over 
again, such a course is often disappointing, but it is 
honestly the only satisfying one. 

Having trodden a similar road I feel I can offer some 
help, for having returned so often to that square one, I 
have found the predictions implied by the motivating 
field theory supported by the U.F.O. reports more than 
any other theory. But by far the more important is the 
fact that U.F.O. sightings which ,  when otherwise exam­
ined singularly make very little sense at all, emerge as 
a very exciting picture when examined collectively 
from the motivating of G. field concept. 
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Fig 32. Ship/crew g. differential provided by secondary field inducers. 

In attempting to set this somewhat inadequate guide 
down here, I am once more acutely reminded of the 
difficulty of doing justice to an otherwise fascinating 
story. To tell merely a little of the story is inadequate, 
to illustrate more can spoil the rest. Sufficient I think 
to recommend to those so interested, a serious study 
of the U.F.O. behaviour in terms of the G. field theory. 

To this end, I have devoted many years of thinking 
and experiment, some of the conclusions having been 
set out in "Piece for a Jig-Saw". I can only repeat here 
what I have said perhaps too often in that work. "There 
is far too much evidence making a good engineering 
story, for this to be explained by mere chance alone."

Mr. W. Wilson on 1/4/67 at 2 a.m. observed an 
orange coloured object shaped like a ball and about 
the size of a plate appear out of the clouds, and then 
disappear back into the clouds again. On return out of 
the clouds for the second time a smaller object 
emerged from the bottom and moved off at a fantastic 
speed. The large object then went into the clouds and 
did not return. 

Mrs. Jean Helen Sant on the 16/4/67 at 9.45 p.m. 
observed a bright orange coloured object very large 
and low in the sky. The object was round on the 
bottom, and the top appeared to be uneven. There was 
also a tail on one side.

A leading American scientist, Dr. James E. Mc­
Donald, visited Australia in July and addressed several 
meetings organised by local U.F.O. Societies. 

Dr. James E. McDonald 

Astrophysicist. University of Arizona. 

Dr. McDonald is Senior Physicist in the Institute of 
Atmospheric Physics and Professor in the Department 
of Meteorology at Arizona University. Dr. McDonald 
visited Australia under the auspices of the U.S. Navy 
to further his research work in the field of atmospheric 
physics. While in Australia, he was able to devote 
much of his time to his private investigations into the 
U.F.O. problem, interviewing some 80 witnesses 
throughout the Commonwealth, and addressing various 
groups of scientists as well as the general meetings of 
members of the Melbourne and Sydney Societies.

Following his return to the United States, Professor 
McDonald has been engaged in several new lecture 
tours and expects to be able to place fresh material 
before the United Nations Outer Space Affairs Group, 
which Committee he addressed before his Australian 
visit. 

All Australian researchers will wish James McDonald 
continuing success in his endeavours to win recog­
nition for our much maligned subject.

Prior to his Australian visit, Professor James Mc­
Donald succeeded in arranging an interview with U.N. 
Secretary-General U. Thant and the Outer Space Affairs

addressed the Group on the 7th June. 

While Dr. McDonald was in Melbourne, a news 
source emanating from a San Francisco radio station 
recorded that U. Thant had stated that he regarded the 
U.F.O. problem second only in international importance 
to the Vietnamese war. 

Dr. McDonald recently advised us however that U.

He has 
represented Greece at 23 in­
ternational scientific con­
gresses. and is the author or 
190 scientific papers. His 
decorations Include the two 
hil;he:,t Greek orders. those of 
George I and the Phoenix. 

Profe�sor Santorlni hesita­
ted for several years before 
plungin� into the flying sau­
cer controversy. 

Durin� a planned half­
hour interview that stretch­
ed into a three-hour con­
versa tion at his home, the 
professor attributed to fly­
Ing saucer atti•· lty the �treat 
New York blackout or Nov­
ember 9, 1965, and two 
smaller but similarly unex­
plained power failuns In 
the eastern United States 
and Mexico about the same 
time.

e The military authorities 
were unwilling to admit the 
existence of an alien force 

against which earth had "no 
possibility of defence." 

e Civil authorities sought 
to deny the existence of fly­
tng saucers because "when 
earth is invaded there is cer­
tain to be a panic." 

e And the churches were 
against saucers bec�use of 
their effect on the doctrine of 
creation. 

Professor Santorlni's own 
personal experiences of flying 
saucers came in 1947, when 
the Greek Army supplied him 
with a team of engineers to 
lnvestigate . what were believ­
ed to be Russian miss iles fly­
ing over Greece. 

"We established they were 
not missiles, but before we 
could do more the army au­
thorities. after conferring 
with Pentagon officials, order­
ed the observations to discon­
tinue," he said. 

Since then, he chanled. 
Greece had joined the "world 
conspiracy" to deny that the 
obJects regularly viRitin.; 
eai'th were flying saucers.

U.F.O. 's  over N ew Zealand . 

Reported by one of our members from New Zealand, 

Mr. C. L. Elmes. 

21 st MAY, 1 967, AUCKLAND, N.Z. 

A bright object seen above the Waitakere Ranges 
aroused much curiosity. First seen at 5.15 p.m.  for 
about 15 minutes, it was described as a bright object 
leaving a long vapour trail. It was first noticed after a 
mushrooming explosion from which a long thin pencil 
line dropped to Earth, veering as it fell. One description 
being "like a comet with a smoking tail." 

A spokesman at Mangere International Airport said 
the t ime and place of sighting coincided with the 
position of a Brisbane bound jet, and gave an explana­
tion of how light refraction would make the object 
appear closer than it was. Also, the sun would have 
made a vapour trail appear much brighter. He would 
not discount a meteorite but said, "They enter the 
Earth's atmosphere from East to West," ending his 
statement with, "Otherwise, it could have been a space­
ship entering the Earth's atmosphere." 

6th AUGUST, 1 967, WELLI NGTON, N.Z. 

Four people claimed having seen an object hovering 
over Wellington City. They said it was of definite shiny 
appearance, cigar shaped, and while they watched, it 
moved off to the north. Each witness drew what they 
saw, and all drawings being identical except that of 
one man who had watched through b inoculars. He 
claimed the object had fin like projections on top and 
showed these in his drawing. All drawings also showed 
a cabin type projection underneath, They emphasized 
that although the wind was from the north, the object 
moved off in a northerly direction, with exhaust or 
vapour trail. 

The only information given out of this s ighting came 
from a T.V. news broadcast, it did not appear in any 
Wellington or local newspaper. The people interviewed 
on this broadcast were definite in what they saw was 
a U.F.O. Their drawings were shown. 

25th AUGUST, 1 967, NAPI ER, N.Z. 

From 9.10 p.m. till 9.35 p.m. a bright orange flashing 
light, oblong in shape and transparent, was seen above 
Napier by a great number of people. Police head­
quarters also admitted five officers were among the 
witnesses. Another description was of an illuminated 
parachute. Twice the size of a normal star, it first 
appeared over a h ill like a sky rocket, then travelled 
slowly across the city before breaking into two lights 
before it either disappeared or crashed into the sea. 

A coastal vessel reported both visual and radar 
contact and obta ined a fix. They too, had the impression 
something came down into the sea, but a search of the 
area revealed nothing. 

A witness I interviewed personally described it as a 
transparent rectangular object, made of a clear plastic 
like substance coloured slightly pink. Through the 
transparency, he saw what he called yellow flames 
burning. He estimated the height at 1,000 feet, and 
watched it for ten m inutes through his 30X50 binoculars 
before it sank below a line of hills. 

3rd SEPTEMBER, 1 967, NAPIER, HASTINGS, AND 

PARTS O F  HAWKE'S BAY PROVI NCE 

Many people saw an object which they described as 
a "Sunderland" or "Friendship" without wings and 
capable of carrying 100 men swoop down and across 
the province for about ten seconds between 6.1 7 p.m. 
and 6.20 p.m. It swept in from the sea at about 2,000 
feet, dived to 400 feet, then disintegrated. Descriptions 
which were varied are as follows : 
1 .  Bright blue on top, dark blue underneath. Glowing 

brightly. Looked solid. Disappeared in a soundless 
flash. 

2. Definitely solid. Not a balloon, gas, cloud, or falling 
star. 

3. Same as No. 1, but bright green topside with orange 
coloured tail. 

4. Brilliantly lit. Mainly blue, but with greens and reds. 
Had a vapour trail. 

5. Coloured yellow, orange, and green. 

All witnesses agreed the object to be solid ana 
terr ifically fast. One claimed it hovered briefly over 
Hastings while another felt it was controlled and knew 
where it was going. 

Once again, no official interest was shown apart 
from the police requesting witnesses to come forward. 

At this t ime of the year, the local airport tower closes 
at 6 p.m. so no sighting was observed by the tower 
crew. 

The family who saw it from Norsewood 55 miles 
south, had only a fleeting glimpse of something which 
flashed across the northern sky. 

Please note, PAKOWHAI is an orchard district 
covering about 12 square miles at the southern end 
of which Hastings is situated. A motorist and some 
residents who saw it from Pakowhai, were about two 
miles in a straight l ine from where it is supposed to 
have hovered over Hastings. These people gained the 
impression it swept in from the Kidnapper's area, which 
would make it on an East to West course. At the 
Hastings end of Pakowhai ,  it disintegrated, but a man 
and wife who saw it from Eskdale, claimed it crashed 
into the Esk Valley which is 13 miles in a direct line 
from the Pakowhai area. 

A witness 1 interviewed said he saw it passing 
through cloud gaps but above the clouds, then as it 
came down it seemed to burst in a shower o1 sparks 
further out in the bay towards the Mahia area. The 
Waihua witness also thought it burst in the same 
vicinity. 

It is extremely unlikely there were three objects, the 
Norsewood, Hastings, and Pakowhai areas .claimed 
the time was 6.17 p.m., the Napier, Eskdale, and 
Waihua areas, 6.20 p.m. In this three minutes the object 
was seen for only ten seconds. If not three objects, the 
original would have to be at a very much greater 
height than estimated measured in miles, but it would 
also mean the object was far greater in size. The clear 
sightings covered an area of 44 miles in length but i f  
the Norsewood sighting is taken into account, the area 
becomes 85 miles, with the actual disintegration at the 
northern end of the sighting area. 

As a point of interest, an identical sighting was 
recorded exactly 11 years earlier over Auckland, N.Z., 
on 3rd September, 1956. 

S u m m ary 

Report No. 1 

In this case, one important factor was overlooked 
and it appears to me purposefully. This was a second 
sighting in the same area two hours later which 
received no comment from either the tower staff or 
any other authority. Nor was there an admission made 
of an attempt to discover debris or an object which 
might have struck the ground and explained the thin 
pencil l ine falling to earth. 

The statement of: "Meteorites enter the Earth's 
atmosphere from East to West," should not here we 
read "Satell ites?" 

Report No. 2 

Apparently on this day the Wellington weather station 
commenced experiments with smoke flares ejected 
from hand held cylinders for testing wind variation up 
to 1,500 feet. When challenged about the flares, the

Report No. 3 

This report was well documented because of the 
many witnesses.

Prejudices, confusion and incredulity �ill n�t un­
naturally arise with the advent of new, mexpllcable, 
and strange phenomena but let us see if  we can rightly 
and profitably treat this mystery tha� now confronts the 
world and which we can no longer 1gnore. 



We may wel l  ask, are these " Unidentified F lying 
Objects" the astral "chariots of God", mentioned in 
Scripture? Are they some of the "signs in the heavens" 
that our Lord gave, and said would indicate His very 
near return? We should also ask, are they instruments 
of a Satanic indwelt person on earth, who will "make 
fi re come down from heaven on the earth in the shape 
of men" in his attempt to dominate the world? This, 
and other ideas for using space to conduct warfare on 
earth have not escaped the attention of the military 
p rofession in the nations of the so-called "nuclear 
club" .  

The secular world is  coming to  the conclusion that 
we must try to solve the mystery of the U.F.O.s. The 
past may be briefly summed up in the words of D r. 
J. A l len Hynek, Scientific Consultant to the United 
States Air Force on U.F.O.s, who sa:d ( 17  / 1 2/66) 
"For years the Air Force has dismissed them as hoaxes, 
hallucinations, or misidentifications." He says they have 
been sighted in 70 countries, and that "After a delay 
of 18 years the Air Force and American Science a re 
about to t ry for the first time to discover what, if any­
thing, we can believe about 'Flying Saucers' ." 

The Flying Saucer Review states that this official 
action, backed by the U.S.  A i r  Force, and to the tune 
of a million dol lars is for a team of civilian scientists 
at an American University to investigate this mystery. 
I learn also from the Daily Telegraph that the University 
in question is that of Colorado. 

Apart from what I have read, my personal experience 
in these matters has been limited to interviewing people 
who have sighted U.F.O.s in this neighbourhood. Their 
general reaction has been to feel somewhat awed. I t  
has been enough to change their minds completely 
from being unbelievers in these things to bemg firmly 
convinced of their reality, and that they are objects that 
do not belong to this earth. 

U.F.O.s have been sighted all over the world by all 
types of people from the highly t rained scientist to the 
�ost primitive, and there are many cases where sight­
mgs have been well substantiated by scientific instru­
ments. They have been photographed in colour, plotted 
on radar screens detected by geige r counters and the 
U.S. A i r  Force has taken motion pictures of them. Many 
such facts as these have been deposited in Govern­
ment top-secret files and not made public hitherto. 

BELIEVE IT OR NOT 

The above is not the whole story. For many years 
se rious literature has been published upon this subject 
and which has been enti rely ignored by the general 
public. Whether statements made a re true or false it is 
right that we should consider some of them be�ause 
they have a bearing upon what the Scriptures tell us. 

I t  is alleged that physical contact has been made 
with the occupants of these space vehicles and that 
earth men have been taken up by these space men into 
outer space and brought back. 

Space men have claimed to be servants of God. 
They say that their present job is to monitor the earth 
continually and that this has to do with their fut u re 
work in the ju�gme�t that is shortly to come upon the 
world. There 1s gomg to be a great space-lift of al l 
God's t rue followers by the saucers and other space 
craft to outer space. Some of those left behind will 
have to undergo horrifying remedial experiences and 
be reincarnated on another planet, and the remainder 
the worst of mankind, together with the earth will b� 
burnt up, after which the true followers of Ch rist will 
be brought back to the earth. The spacemen t reat this 
as a repeat of recorded history because God nas acted 
this way previously in outer space. 

THE CHRISTIAN'S R EACTION 

Christians need to react rightly to this, and our Lord 
has shown us how. We must bear in mind the fearful 

Satanic deception that wi l l  deceive the whole world in 
these last days, and, as our Lord has told us, it will 
operate also in connection with His return. But He has 
promised us the " Ho ly Ghost to lead us into all t ruth 
and to show us things to come" . God has told us also 
th rough His prophet that "the Lord will do nothing but 
he revealeth his secret unto his servants the prophets". 
To know who are the true prophets and servants ot 
God, the Old Testament warns us "To the law and the 
testimony : if they speak not acco.-rling to this word 
(the Scriptures) it is because there is no light in them." 
St .  John in the New Testament sin l ; larly exhorts us,  
"Beloved, believe not every spi rit, bdt try the spirits 
whether they are of God : because-as we know-many 
false prophets are gone out into the world" . So while 
we should not necessarily believe, nor disbelieve, what 
the space men are reputed to have said, we should do 
exactly what we are told to do. That is, we should 
check up on everything and see whethe r it passes the 
test of the Scriptures, and seek the guidance of the 
Holy Ghost to lead us to a right judgment in all things. 

WHAT WE SHOULD B ELIEVE 
In our ideas upon the "space-age" we have departed 

very far from the p lain statements of the Scriptures. Far 
from our arrogant ideas of invading space, it is we who 
are to be invaded and completely taken over by people 
from outer space. 

Science has no knowledge of extra-terrestrial life, 
but Jesus has shown us that the heavens are inhabited 
by His angels and His "elect", and that when He comes 
to judge the world, we do not know what vast armies 
He will bring with Him from the immensities of oute r  
space, where, t o  o u r  knowledge, there are well over a 
hundred mi l l ion stars. As St. Jude says, He will come 
"with ten thousands of his saints to execute j udgment 
upon all ."  

· 

St. Paul says of this "the Lord himself shall descend 
from heaven with a shout and with the voice of the 
archangel and the t rump of God", and that He will 
bring with him all those who "sleep in Jesus" and that 
we (the faithful l iving at the time) will be caught 
up togethe r with them in the clouds to meet the Lord in 
the air." 

A prophecy in Psalms speaks of the space vehicles 
in this event. "The chariots of God are twenty thousand, 
even thousands of angels : the Lord is among them." 

In a passage in Isaiah concerning the joy that will be 
experienced on earth when Christ will have cleansed 
it of all evi l ,  we have these words, "For behold the Lord 
will come with fire and with his chariots like a whirl­
wind to render his anger with fury, and his rebuke with 
flames of fi re.  For by fire and by sword will' the Lord 
plead with al l flesh : and the slain of the Lord will be 
many." 

In His interpre.tation of His parable of the wheat and 
the tares, Jesus confirmed this destruction by fire. "As 
therefore the tares are gathered and burned in the fire · 
so shall it be in the end of this world. The Son of man 
shall send forth his angels, and they shall gather out 
of His kingdom all things that offend, and those which 
do iniquity ; And shall cast them into a furnace of fire : 
there shall be wailing and gnashing of teeth." 

St. Peter also confi rms this. In "The day of the 
Lord" he says, "The heavens and the earth are reserved 
unto fire against the day of judgment and perdition of 
ungodly men" and in which he says "the elements 
shall melt with fervent heat, the earth also and the 
works that are therein shall be burned up." He goes 
on to add that we should be "hasting unto" this fearful 
destruction, which is a se lective destruction of the 
wicked only, because "according to his p romise we 
look for a new heaven . and a new earth wherein 
dwelleth righteousness. The faithful ones being "caught 
up", as St. Paul says, or removed by space c raft would 
we ll accord with this. ' 

We �re next told in the �igurative language of 
Revelation that when He who 1s called "Faithful and 
True" (Jesus Christ) comes on a white horse with his 
armies to effect this "the kings of the earth and their 
armies will gather together to make war against him 
and against his army." This results in the leade r of this 
ev il earthly confederacy being cast into the "lake of 
fi re" and all the remnant slain by "the word of him that 
sat upon the horse".  In this connection, I was inte rested 
to hear that the Russians who have seen the saucers 
all over thei r  country, are far more ready than we are 
to bel ieve they are invaders from outer space and ar� 
prepared to fight them. ' 

Then there wi l l  be the return of those, of whom our 
Lord spoke, who attain to "the resurrection of life", 
Abraham, Isaac and Jacob, whom He mentioned by 
name, and the twelve apostles who will rule over the 
twelve tribes of Israel. The final scene is of "the holy 
city, New Jerusalem, coming down from God out of 
heaven." This, one might think, would require a fleet of 
astral "chariots" but we are not told. 

.At this point, Scripture runs down the curtain upon 
th1s stupendous drama of the cosmic universe in which 
earth man of a l l  ages comes to judgment before the 
King and His heavenly a rmies. Only such a drastic 
c lea�sing as is fore-ordained of God, would make 
poss 1b le the fulfilment of conditions on earth for which 
ou r Lord taught us to pray "Thy kingdom come . . . 
�n earth as i � is in heaven" .  Nothing less would suffice 
1f Jesus Chnst who "dwelleth in light which no man 
can approach unto" is to have His tabernacle he re 
among men. 

This is not all that the Scriptures have to say upon 
astral transportation, but if the saucers should cause us 
to · believe in God and His Word· to repent of our 
national and ind ividual sins, and to 'turn to Him with all 
our heart in view of what must surely come to pass 
they wi ll have served a very great purpose, in additio� 
to any role they may have to play in the days to come. 

Girls Chased by Flying Saucer 

Three young Junee g i rls have reported that they were 
chased by an unidentified flying object for a distance 
of more than 15 miles as they returned to their home 
from Temora in the early hours of Satu rday morning 
last. 

Reporting the incident, the Junee "Southern C ross" 
says that the description given by the girls was similar 
to that of an artist's impression of a flying saucer. 

On several occasions they took fright at their ex­
perience and when it continued to follow two of them 
as they drove around town they decided to inform the 
police. 

Those involved were Miss Betty Campbell who is a 
schoolteacher at Marrar and Miss Je�anette Withers and 
Miss Diane Hands of Junee. 

�fter they had told him of their experience Constable 
Enc Apps rang the "Southern Cross" at 5 a.m. 

. At the Jime �he� the "Southern Cross" representa­
t ive s�w �he ObJect m th.e northern sky it was stationary 
and 1t d 1d not move m the half-hour it was under 
observation approaching daylight. 

To .get some i�ea of its �ize and shape would be to 
descnbe an ordmary star 1n the sky as resembling a 
golf ball, but this object could be likened to a football. 

When Miss Campbell and Miss Hands called at the 
police station, Constable Apps used field glasses to 
view it more closely. 

Taking a building line as a fixed point he feels cer­
tain that the object moved twice. 

"I don't think my eyes played t ricks," he said. " I  
felt sure that i t  moved and stopped twice." 

Through his field glasses he gained the impression 
that there was a lot more light coming from the left­
hand s ide of the object. 

Constable Apps fi rst described it as being "cigar 
shaped" but then agrees with the "Southern C ross" 
that it  was more like a football. 

From Marrar Miss Campbell told of her experience. 
She says that she was driving her car back to Junee 

and about two miles before the Junee Reefs turn-off 
her attention and that of her two passengers was at� 
tracted to a very bright light. 

"At fi rst we thought it was a star," says Miss Camp­
bell. " I t was very bright and quite low down." 

Miss Campbell says that when it came c loser and 
they realised it was a flying object, she decided to 
pu l l  up. 

" I  bl inked my lights up and down several times and 
it started glowing," she says. "We became frightened 
and I immediately drove on." 

Miss Campbel l  says that all the way into Junee the 
object kept following them and at times it manoeuvred 
itse lf up and over and around hil ls. 

Near the sub-terminal wheat silo at North Junee she 
slowed down. 

" I t  stopped and started to glow again," says Miss 
Campbel l. 

She then drove to the home of M iss Withers and 
they called M r. and Mrs. Withers out to have a look 
at the object. 

At that time it seemed to be at the end of the street 
and gave the impression that it was making observa­
tions. 

Miss Withers confirmed the fears she felt while the 
object followed them more especially when it "dis­
appeared around Duck's Hil l"  when they were coming 
in along the Old Junee road. 

She says that while they were outside her home it 
seemed as though the object was only about s'ix feet 
above the electric light pole. 

When the lights of the house were turned on the 
glow from the object increased tremendously. 

Miss Campbell and Miss Hands left the Withe rs home 
and when. the object continu�d to follow them as they 
made the 1 r  way down town 1t was decided to call at 
the police station. 

"We were really frightened," says Miss Campbell .  
When the "Southern Cross" representative saw the 

object in the sky it was giving off a light not unlike the 
c lear white g low of a star. 

Miss Campbell says that while it fo l lowed them it 
was certainly not white-it was inclined to be the 
yenow colour of a car headlight. 

P.S. : A cartoon on the back page of the "Southern 
Cross" depicted two "Martians" sitting next to their 

space ship. One said to the other: "We frightened he l l  
out o t  three sheilas near a place called Junee." ·

U.F.O. lands i n  N orway - i n  1 943. 
W itness d escri bes fi rst recorded 

E- M case 

By N evi l l e  T h o rn h i l l  

The former secretary to a Norwegian Shipping Cor­
poration executive has reported a strange sighting of 
a U.F.O. with accompanying E-M effects, which she 
and fr iends observed on the Oslo Fjord. 

The witness (personal part iculars on V.F.S.R.S. file} 
says the sighting occurred between 10 and 11 o'clock  
one night in  December, 1943. 

Her report is as follows : 

"The sighting occurred as some friends and I were 
having supper opposite the wharf in Oslo Fjord. 

"Suddenly, we saw a light which appeared to be on 
the wharf. Fearing sabotage, we hurried into our cars 
and drove to the wharf. 

"As we drove around the mountain road, we entered 
an 'S' turn. When we were approximately on the inner 
'S' of the turn we were in a direct line with the object. 

"At this stage all three cars stalled and could not 
be started again. 

"Leaving the cars we headed down a snow-covered 
hil lside towards an object which appeared to be a 
hazy orange light shaped l ike a church bell. 

"As we came out of the trees to some open flat land 
where the object was stationary on the ground my 
three companions wanted to stay behind in case some 
sort of sabotage was taking place. This I refused to do, 
and al l four of us approached close to the object from 
which was emanating a hissing sounp l ike air being 
released from an air compressor. 

"On hearing this, I threw myself flat on the snow, 
fearing that someon.e was going to start shooting at us. 

"Moments later, however, the object rose up and 
hovered some 9 to 18 feet above the water. It then 
moved off at a fantastic  speed without any apparent 
acceleration. F ina lly, it turned to a deep blue colour' as 
it d isappeared from sight towards the open Oslo Fjord. 

"As soon as the object had disappeared, my com­
panions and I examined the spot where it had rested, 
and observed a crater-l ike impression which looked 
l iked a saucer from a tea cup. 

"The inner ring of the depression was about four 
and a half feet in diameter and about three feet deep. 
Outside this diameter, the snow had melted as though 
heat had been generated by the object. 

"The heat had caused the snow to melt in such a 
way that at a distance of 54 feet the snow had not 
melted at a l l, whereas inside this diameter the snow 

had melted gradually, unt i l  at four and a half feet 
diameter it had melted complete ly." 

The cars stall ing, the crater in the ground and the 
bell l ike l ight moving away. What was it at this early 
stage when only the V-2 rocket had been developed? 
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U.F.O. P h otog raph ed 

over Hal lam 

A series of s i x  photographs showing a n  aerial object 
has been handed to the V.F.S.R.S. by a Society 
member. 

The member, John Coyle of Alexander Street, 
Ha l lam, says he took the photographs on the 5th 
March last at about 5.30 p·.m. whi le in the company of 
his 13-year-old sister, Mir iam. 

John's report to the Society read as follows: 
"Mir iam and I were walking across a paddock near 

our home when we saw the U.F.O. 

"I had just bought a camera for one dollar at Coles 
and we got started off to the station to take photo­
graphs of the trains. However, before getting to the 
station, we real ised it was too late and dec ided to 
tLirn back. 

"As we were crossing the paddock, M iriam suddenly 
noticed what she thought was a fast-moving plane. 
When I saw it, I said 'Oh that's a U.F.O.,' and she 
and she replied 'Don't be sil ly.' 

"I  got the camera ready and took six photographs. 

"The U.F.O. came very c lose and c irc led round us 
for about two and a half minutes. 

"When I first saw the U.F.O. it was only about 1 5  
degrees above the eastern horizon. 

" It came in a straight l ine, turned fast and circ led 
over us and then went away into the west near enough 
to the sunset. 

"When it was circling round us it was going very 
slowly, almost at sta l l ing speed. In fact, if it had been 
a small a ircraft it certainly would have crashed. 

"We fe lt that the object had seen us when it started 
c ircl ing around us, because otherwise it wouldn't have 
stayed around-there was nobody e lse in sight. 

"We heard no sound from the U.F.O. at any stage. 

"In appearance, it was silver-l ike aluminium or 
po l ished alumin ium. It had a slight r ise in the top and 
was very b lack underneath. It was shaped l ike a d isc 
and was approximately the size of a five cent p iece 
held at arm's length. 

"The sky was very overcast at the t ime and the 
weather was cold. The U.F.O. kept right below the 
c louds at a l l  times and when it d isappeared out of 
sight on the horizon, it was st i ll beneath the clouds. 

"Apart from that, I am unable to estimate the altitude 
of the object.' '  

MIRIAM COYLE corroborates her brother's report as 
follows: 

"When I first saw the object I thought it was a plane. 

"I didn't bel ieve in U.F.O.s and when John said that 
that was what it was I laughed. But when I looked at 
it again I real ised that it was a U.F.O. 

r 
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"We became very excited and John t ook some 
photographs. 

"The U.F.O. looked l ike a disc with a slight rise on 
top. It was s i lver coloured and very dark underneath. 
I heard no sound from it. 

" It circled around us for about two and a half 
minutes at a very s low speed-it was hardly moving­
and then it went away towards the sun at the same 
speed it came to us." 

JOHN AND MI RIAM'S MOTHER, Mrs. Coyle takes up 
the story from the time John and Miriam returned home 
after seeing the U.F.O. 

"I heard shouting and saw John running down the 
road. 

"He was waving his arms around and I couldn't see 
Miriam and I thought there had been an accident to 
Miriam. I was quite concerned and ran out and said 
'What is it?' and he said ' Mum, we saw a flying saucer,' 
and I said 'Calm down' because I thought I'd better 
talk to him a l ittle more about this and he was so 
excited that I just wanted him to calm down so that 
I could speak with him. Normal ly, he doesn't get very 
excited about anything. Then he told me about the 
photographs and asked me to take the film to McKeon's 
Pharmacy in Dandenong to be developed. 

"John told me that in his exc itement he had broken 
a knob on the camera and because of this we couldn't 
get the film out. So I took the camera to the store and 
they removed the film and developed the photographs.' '  

The Hallam photographs have been submitted to 
V.F.S.R .S. photographic experts for analysis and a full 
report wi ll be publ ished in our next issue. 

However, other experts who have cursorily examined 
the prints have been impressed by their apparent 
authentic ity, as were several American scientists, who 
were shown the photographs by Mr. Paul Norman 
during his recent visit to the U .S. 

Investigators ( including Professor McDonald) who 
have spent many hours with John and Miriam Coyle 
feel completely satisfied with John and Mir iam's 
statements, which have been given in a s incere and 
entirely unself-conscious manner. 

Mrs. Coyle's testimony of John's state of mind 
immediately after the incident is further strong evidence 
of the photographs' authent ic ity.

"Th e S corito n Mystery"

A mystery indeed ! The author, a member of the 
British U.F.O. Research Association, and on its National 
Executive Committee, becomes interested in Mr. E. A. 
Bryant's sighting of a U.F.O. and his meeting with 
space beings, close to his home on Dartmoor. 

Mr. B ryant's story has a l l  the hallmarks of truth, 
particu larly when we learn of his reti ring disposition 
and at that time, his complete lack of interest in U.F.O. 
So far so good. It was what the Saucer Leader 
"Yamski" to ld h im that sparked off the t rain of events, 
and M r. B ryant h imself largely then d isappears from 
the scene. 

The author, with othe r serious U.F.O. investigators, is 
then faced with numerous t ick l ish p roblems. Was 
Yamski ,  the Young Leader, in fact a reconstituted 
Adamski? Why did Yamski expect to contact Adamski 's 
c lose f riend , Des Les, on Dartmoor, when Mr. B ryant 
had never heard the name, and Des Les lived in 
I reland ? Were the 'plane parts found in a nearby field 
by Bryant, actually odd bits of the 'plane of Mantel l ?  
(Mantel l 's 'plane had disintegrated i n  the ai r when 
speeding after a U.F.O. in the Uni ted States.} 

It is a surprise where we are taken to try to arrive at 
the answers. Mystery messages in doggeral rhyme 
appear on tape, clai raudient messages are received. 

These, it is wel l  recognised, are well within the powers 
of Space Beings. It was only after repeated failures of 
Space Folk to keep the appointments that had been 
made, that the author and her investigating companions 
began to feel deluded . They decided that they were 
being made to run round in circles. And why was this? 
Anothe r mystery added ! Now we enter a quite new 
phase of Saucer Research. 

Adamski ,  we know now, had privately hinted at it ,  
but were there really Goodies and Baddies among the 
Space People? 

"Flying Saucer Pilgrimage" by B ryant and Helen 
Reeve, maintains that the "Space Guardians" would 
not permit entry to the Earth of any "Space Be·ings" 
unless they were unequivocally devoted to helping 
people on Earth. If this is so, then that leaves us with 
Forces of Earthbound powers, such as Satan and his 
evil spi rits who could readily duplicate the feats of 
Space Folk on earth. I t  seems c lear f rom Holy Scripture 
that the Earth is a theatre for the whole Universe. 
G ranted that this is so, and Space Folk are good types, 
then broken promises, violent headaches as the result 

of clairaudience, etc. ,  are neither the way of Space 
People nor God in communicating with people on Earth. 

The lengthy story of the investigation of Bryant, 
makes most int riguing read ing. B ryant's high level of 
inte l l igence, his obse rvance of deta i l, the d rawings of 
plan and layout of the interior of the Saucer and its 
occupants, a l l  give one a c lear picture of his experi­
ente. I t's a we ll written book which carries one along 
with the Researche rs, as they endeavour to unravel 
the problems, only to f ind as they progress, mystery 
compounded on mystery.

than 150 feet away."
