Having got away to a successfu l start with 
ou r ' New look' 1agazine, we look forward to 
1ore frequent and interesting i ssues. 

On the UfO scene strange things are 
happening. There has been an al1ost complete 
dearth of sightings since August 1969, when we 
held ou r highly successful uro Exhibition in 
the Horticultural Hall, Melbourne. However, 
we assu�e this is  aerely coincidence. 

This quiescent phase appears to be world· 
wide and has set aany speculating upon the 
mysterious tactics of the biggest 1ystery of 
ou r times. 

When one looks back over  alaost a quarter 
of a century of sightings which, if totalled 
up, reach astronomical proportions,· (5,000,000 
people in America alone claim to have seen 
uros), it seems incredible that we are no 
nearer to solving· the enigma of their origin 
and intention than we we re at the beginning. 
In fact, let's face it, there is still no 
scientifically acceptable proof of thei r  
existence,  su fficient to  convince the hard­
core sceptic. Evidence yes, reams of it, and 
of a quality,  in my view, to convince any 
court of law in the land. However,  the 
ephemeral natu re of the uros, the inability to 
produce one for inspection and the fantastic 
natu re of some of the· incidents involving 
uros, places it in a similar category, to the 
uninformed sceptic, to psychic phenomena. 

Also, perhaps because it transcends normal 
experience and engenders in a lot of people 
the frightening spectre of the unknown, it 
beco•es an emotionally charged subject and one 
very difficult to regard dispassionately. 

This sudden cessation of sightings causes 
some to wonder whethe r  they have completed the 
pu rpose for which they ca1e and have now 
retu rned hole, whe rever that aay be. However, 
they haven't quite disappeared ; there have 
been a few odd sightings here or there and the 
elders of the clubs are quick to reMind us  
that around about 1957 a siMilar thing 
happened lasting about five years and 
generally referred to now as ' the dark ages ' .  

Perhaps the most frustrating th ing, from 
the point of view of those of us keenly 
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interested in the phenomenon, would be for 
UfOs to depart leaving us sti l l  in complete 
ignorance. 

Everybody likes a mystery and it is 
particularly this aspect of UFOs that makes 
them such a fascinating subject, such an 
irresistible challenge to people of inqu iring 
1ind and insatiable desire to get at the truth 
of things. 

Speculation and theories concerning their 
pu rpose range all the way from the now 
fa•iliar ' benevolent brotherhood assisting 
their weaker breth ren ' to an explanation 
published recently, which referred to them as 
' the gardeners of the earth', suggesting that 
they had planted a race of creatu res here 
aeons ago and, like good gardeners, visited 
their  crops fr01 tile to time to see how they 
were c01ing along. 

P robably the most rational theory is that 
they are conducting a su rvey of the earth for 
some purpose known only to themselves, which 
natu rally poses the questions - Why1 What 
happens when they finish it1 How long wou ld a 
survey of this type be likely to last1 

Their su rreptitious methods, operating 
almost enti rely at night, and thei r  aversion 
to contact with humans would seem to indicate 
that they have no desire to f rate rnize. 
However,  to reverse the situation, if ou r 
scientists eventually visit an inhabited 
planet and discove r a primitive and inferior 
type of huManoid living the re, wou ld they want 
to contact them, or merely make scientific 
obse rvations? 

Whatever the purpose of the UfOs ' visit­
ation the bald fact remains that wa do not yet 
know the answer, but perhaps this is  just what 
makes the game so da rned 1nteresUn.g1

the possibility of life 
on other planets.

To present a paper of this type poses more 
than just a few problems. I have had to ask 
myself a series of questions and then try to 
find an answer to them. for example :-

Just how much interest does the reader 
have in space tracel and space exploration? 

�hat would be the starting point for such 
a paper as this? 

Of my material, how much can I safely and 
accurately say is scientific fact, how much is 
sound reasoning and deduction, and how much 
may be just plain wishful thinking? 

Thinking in these terms, may I quote from 
the 1966 Queensland Education Department 
Science Syllabus:- "· • ••• the scientific study 
of the Universe has always been one of man­
kind's greatest adventures • • • • • Lessons should 
stimulate and develop the sense of wonder • • • •  

Speculative discussion, imaginative thinking, 
intelligent guessing (based on previous know­
ledge) will play an important role in helping 
the student explore the Universe •• • • •  ". 

And again from the same book:- "It is more 
· important that students be encouraged to ask 

questions than to be satisfied with an answer, 
for all answers in science are necessarily 
incomplete ••••• ". 

I h9ve carefully considered these points 
and decided that perhaps the best approach 
would be to divide my paper into six distinct 
parts, each part based on �hat might be called 
a 'leading question':-

(1) Nhy bother with space research and ex­
ploration'( 
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(2) dhat types of problems are we trying to 
solve? 

(3) what are the possibilities of life on 
other planets? 

(4) What form could extraterrestrial life 
possibly take? 

(5) Where is everybody? 
(6) What about 'Unidentified flying Objects'? 

The reader will notice I am posing quite a 
rew questions - questions to which, in some 
cases, we have no definite answer. I am doing 
this deliberately as I feel it is important 
that the reader be stimulated to think about 
and to consider these things. 

But a word of caution - be aware of the 
vague borderline which separates bold 
scientific speculation from fantasy or wishful 
thinking. To quote an old Chinese proverb:­
"The man who eagerly awaits the arrival of a 
friend should not mistake the beating of his 
own heart for the thumping hooves of the 
approaching horseu. 

Part 1. Why bother with space research and 
exploration? 

There are four basic factors which dictate 
the reasons for space research and ex­
ploration. These are:-

(i) Man's compelling urge to explore and 
discover. 

(ii) New opportunities for scientific ob­
servation and experiment. 

(iii) Defence objectives. 
(iv) National prestige. 

Here on Earth we are restrained and 
limited. Space research and exploration is a 
means of finding out more of what lies beyond. 
Through space research and exploration we are 
not limited to the water anymore. Ae are not 
limited to the air. �e are not limited by the 
gravity of the Earth. Ae can overcome those 
limitations and move out any place we really 
want to go. 

To those (and there are many) who ask:­
"ls it important to find out?" I would answer 
that if you do not know what is beyond, then 
obviously you do not know whether discovery is 
important or not. 

Space research and exploration will 
provide information of value in many fields of 
technology- for example:- (to page 3) 

aviation 
aerodynamics 
aeronomy 
die tics 
gravimetry 

guidance systems 
medicine 
meteorology 
radiatioll 
telea�etry 

Space capability is many things. It is, 
for example, a new instrument for research, 
like Leeuwenhoek's microscope or Galilee's 
telescope. With it, 1an can now see what he 
could not see before. He has a lready dis­
covered with artificial satellites the 
Van Allen belts - those zones  of radiation 
•ade up of charged solar particles trapped in 
Earth's •agnetic field. He has deter•ined 
from satellites that the Earth is slightly 
pear-shaped and has a tail of solar particles 
that stretches nearly four million miles in· 
the direction opposite the S�n. Eventually, 
astronomers want to place telescopes into 
orbit, where they can view' the heavens from 
above the distortions of the Earth 's  
atmosphere. 

The space capability serves as a ship of· 
discovery, like Cook's 'Endeavour' or Darwin's 
' Beagle ' .  from the 55,000 pictures of the . 
Moon, transmitted by American spacecraft, 
scientists have put together the first map of 
the side of the Moon never, seen from Earth, 
and a far more detailed map of the entire 
Moon. 

The space capability opens up a new.medium 
for experimentation, like fleming ' s  culture 
plate or Pasteur ' s  sour milk. Scientists can 
run tests for the first time in. an environment 
alien to Earth. They have � for example, 
observed six tadpoles retu rned from.a �5 hour 
flight aboard a biosatellite, along with a 
multitude of fru it flies and bac�eria, wheat 
seedlings and flour beetles. The purpose -
to see what effect, if any, weightlessness had 
on the growth of living organis1s. 

The space capability can also stand as a 
military sentinel, l ike a reconnaissance plane 
or a secret agent behind enemy lines. Many 
launchings each year by the USA and the USSR 
involve taili tary satellites, primarily re­
connaissance ships, nuclear detection patrols 
and, possibly on the Russians' part, test 
vehicles of advanced re-ent ry systems for 
space weapons. 

finally, the space capability serves as a 
symbol of power. It is the 21st Centu ry 

version of the 19th Century idea of ' showing 
the flag'. The first Sputnik certainly 
startled the world into a sober reassessment 
of Russia·' s technological strength. Since 
that event, more than one American leader has 
warned that a nation cannot be second in space 
and first on Earth. 

I would suggest that these points provide 
a fairly satisfactory answer to the first 
leading question. 

O�r view of the Universe has e1erged as 
the result of a lOde of thinking and a direct­
ion of interests which are h istorically very 
new. Is there any reason, however, to suppose 
they are final? 

Drugs like LSD emphasis� that our everyday 
consciousness is involved in a delicate bio­
chemical balance which is easily upset. Other 
peoples and other epoch� experienced the 
Universe in very different ways and had some 
very different interests. Suppose that human 
consciousness is engaged in a slow evolution. 
We may come to look back on their view of the 
Universe as a quaint historica l curiosity. 
Interest and awareness may have moved on to 
quite different kinds of experience. 

There is a very real sense in which the 
vast and awe-inspiring Universe in which we 
live is the product of ou r own explicitly 
20th Century minds. We have never SEEN it : 
it is a great feat of .imagination, which is 
then incorporated into · the apparatus and 
experiments which confirm, with the help of a 
long chain of inference, our imaginings. 

But the future could bring new i�aginat­
ions. These would direct our attention to 
new ph�n01ena, suggest quite different 
experi1ents, and cou ld lead to quite new 
perspectives. Astron01y, physics, mathematics 
and psychology are drawing closer together 
than we soaetimes think. 

Part 2. What  types of probleas are we trying 
to'SOI've1 

These may be placed, for convenience, into 
two distinct categories:-

(!) The proble1s of space travel itself. 

These are either mechanical, such as:­

(a) Materials and heat proble•s.

Dr. Edwards was, for s01e time, a member of 

this society and is now a researcher and 
represents the Canadian organization known as 
the Canadian Aerial Phenomena Research Organ­
ization (CAPRO). 

Certain Amerindian folk legends a re quoted 
as ending with words to the effect that "this 
all happened before there was a Moon in our 
skies"··· 

We know how the Moon has long been the sub­
ject of debate : Was it a lways up there, 
orbiting ou r Ea rth? Was it, on the other 
hand, perhaps wrenched out of Earth, leaving a 
Pacific Ocean to fill the gaping hole? The 
very size of the Moon has caused some astron­
omers to state that it is too big to be an 
a ll-time satellite of ou rs. And so the con­
jectures continue to pile up but noth ing, of 
course, can yet be proven beyond question. 

As in all  research, it is advisable to 
invoke several disciplines, so that they may 
all shed a ray of light on the problem. 
Doctor Immanuel Velikovsky has demonstrated 
that he is open-minded enough to pay some att­
ent ion to legends as the bearers of more than 
a germ of t ruth : for that and other 
courageous propositions, he has suffered the 
ridicule of The Establishment ;  but ••• those 
who laugh last , laugh best. Let us see, then, 
wha t  little pieces of evidence there may be, 
wh ich can at least point towards the direction 
in wh ich the truth may ultimately prove to 
l ie. 

We have a lready mentioned the existence of 
the Amerindian legends, which claim that Earth 
did not always have a satellite. Supposing 
those legends are t rue •• l It would not be the 
first time that folk tales were later con­
firmed. 

We know that the Andes rose comparatively 
recently, geologically speaking: Brasseur, in 
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his Quatre lettres sur Mexique (1868), con­
cluded there was ev1dence that a massive 
cataclysm occurred in America a long time ago, 
and that migrants carried verbal  legends of 
that upheaval to other parts of the world. 
Could this have been caused when Earth ' s  
gravitational field captu red a n  errant Moon on 
its lonely journey th rough space1 This idea 
is not as exaggerated as it sounds. Now, in 
g reat upheavals, it is known that, if an a rea 
rises, another area usually subsides, by COI­
pensation. And it would seem that the sudden 
rise of the west coast of the American 
continent (the chain of mounta ins from 
S. Chile up to Alaska) could very wel l  have 
been offset by an equal ly sudden drop in what 
is now the Pacific Ocean basin. We know that 
certain writers have posited the prehistoric 
existence of an a lleged continent, in that  
a rea, which they refer to  as Mu, or Lemuria, -
in much the same way as others claim, like 
P lato, that a continent called Atlantis opce 
existed in the present Atlantic Ocean 
depression. 

Now, when a great continent subsides, its 
refugee survivors a re likely to be 'splashed ' 
on to surrounding shores, and to remain there 
in comparative safety. After so great a 
passage of t ime, however, it is well-nigh 
impossible to prove a relationsh ip between 
peoples l iving around the Pacific Ocean. But, 
to anyone interested in language study, 
certain shadowy similarities are evident here 
and there ; and another sma ll piece of evidence 
is at times available • of a negative kind -, 
namely, the absence of satisfactory knowledge 
about the orig1ns of certain peoples. 

This Review is not a philological publicat­
ion ; and even if it were, details of a 
linguistic prehistory of the Pacific Ocean 
basin (assuming them to be available in dig­
estive, or digested form) could be tedious, if 
only because they would be so tenuous. How­
ever, there would appear to be vestigial 
remnants of an early linguistic connexion 
between the languages of the New Zealand 
Maoris, the people of the Hawaiian Islands, 
the Japanese, and the inhabitants of Easter 
Island, inter alia. Nothing can be proven ; 
but a tra1ned lingu ist may, if he is unafra id, 
and puts his ear to the ground, discern 
certa1n sma ll phenomena which might point to a 
primitive connexion between present-day rim· 

people a round the Pacific ar 3. As regards 
negative evidence mentioned {jLlve, it just 
could be interesting to note that the Japanese 
language stands alMost alone in the world, 
being connected only with Luchuan. There 
exists an argument for connecting it also with 
Korean, but this light possibly be due to 
cultural conta•inations e1anating fr01 Japan, 
although s01e think that the contacts were in 
the reverse direction. Where, then, did the 
Japanese COle fr01, if no other languages re• 
lated to it can be found1 The syllabic 
structures of �any Pacific ril-languages 
(including Japanese) appear to echo early 
close relationships. It· is �anifestly 11· 
possible, when dealing with prehistory so far 
back in ti1e, to work on vocabulary (or 
lexical) relationships; the linguistic �ethod 
known as glottochronology, indicates that, on 
an average, a language tends to lose its 
10rpht11s (or roots) at the approxi11te rate 
of 19 percent pi"FT,'OOO years, for the .ast 
basic yocabulary of the c01•onest words; for 
rarer (or, less basic) words, this rate Is, of 
course, far higher. Can any lay1an read 
Old English today1 Therefore, if the Pacific 
ril·languages were once connected, and later 
dispersed either by 1igration, or because of 
a tre•endous cataclysa, they would retain 
little or nothing of a c011on basic vocabulary 
after an isolation of, say, 15,000 years. 

Compare the ' rel ted ' . anguages of finland and 
Hungary, separated for lnly about 1 ,000 years : 
they are already mu�ually unintelligiblel 
What would, however, r�main, would be a 
wraith-like siMilarity in syllabic structure, 
and possibly certain features of syntax in 
c011on. A comparative study of Pacific ri•· 
languages syntax might perhaps yield interest­
ing results; certainly, t�eir syllabic struct­
ures do display sililarities, be they 
fortuitous, or otherwise. 

Then, there is the interesting and suggest­
ive fact that certain 11rine fossils exist 
around Lake Titicaca, -sifWien Peru and 
Bolivia, high up in the Andes. 

And now, in conclusion, let us again con­
sider the Moon. The courageous astronauts 
brought back sa1ples of lunar rock and lunar 
dust; these are being analysed at present, and 
the scientists have discovered that:-
1. The MOon could be 11rely a shattered ball, 

broken into illense blocks, with the cracks 
reaching hundreds of 1iles down below its 
surface. 

2. The lunar dust is fully 50 percent glass • 

shiny little glass globes and teardrops. 
No wonder the astronaut.s co.plained that 
the lunar surface was slippery.

The answer to thi s  pertinent question is a 
resounding "yes"l And this is no •ere 
speculation. The nu1ber of UFO sightings by 
AMerican and Russian astronauts is growing at 
an alaraing rate. It is i1portant that we 
only concern ourselves with docuaented 
evidence of these sightings, however, as 
enough stuff and nonsense is already talked 
about the uro phenomenon. 

Thirteen years ago.- in October 1957 ·the 
first spacecraft ' Sputnik 1' was launched. 
Two months later, . the Russians successfully 
launched ' Sputnik 2 ' .  As the second 'Sputnik '  
passed over Caracas, Dr. Luis Corrales, of the 
Coemunications Ministry in Venezuela, took 
photographs of ' Sputnik 2'. One photo, when 
it was developed, showed trace of a second 
unknown object closely following the Soviet 
satellite. 

On the �th January 1960, two huge unknown 
objects appeared in  space orbiting the Ea rth 
from east to west - 1 feat i1possible to 
duplicate by Ameri�a or Russia at that tilt. 
The strange objects were estimated to weigh at 
least 15 tons each, and were photographed at 
the satellite tracking station of the Gru11an 
Ai rcraft Corporation .  The photographs were 
subsequently studied by observatories th rough-
out the world. 

· 

Mr. frank Judson of the Adler Planetariu• · · 
said,· "They ' re not meuors because they ' re too 
low. And they ' re not a rtificial man·•ade 
satellites. The objects t ravel from east to 
west, whereas every a rtificial satellite has 
travelled from west to east. That ' s  the only 
way we can take advantage of the earth ' s  
rotation. 

One yea r  aft r these two strange objects 

hid appeared, a large unknown object followed 
a Polaris rocket as it shot skywards on the 
10th January 1961. The t racking station at 
Cape Kennedy was thrown into confusion when 
their  radar locked onto the •ysterious object 
for 1� 1inutesl 

· 

On the 17th July 1962, a Major Robert White 
established an altitude record when he flew 
the Aaerican X·15 h igh altitude rocket to 
31\,750 feet. Suddenly he shouted back to the 
ground control station, "There a re things out 
therel" A large, greyish-white object had 
appeared and flew alongside his 'plane, 
travelling at a cool 3,800 Miles per hour !  
The object then casually 1oved ahead of him, 
and finally glided over h is ' plane 's canopy. 
This report was carried by the wire services. 
and 1entioned in TIME magazine. 

Now here is an Australian report from the 
space-tracking station at Muchea in Western 
Australia. While flashing over this country 
on his fifteenth· orbit on the-. 16th May 196,, 
Gordon Cooper infor.ed the ground station that 
a glowing green light, with what appear d to 
bt a red tail, was approachiflg his spacecraft. 
Wh�tever it was, was also detectable f rom the 
earth , and personnel at Muchea estiMated its 
altitude to be 100 ailes above the earth. 
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The first A�erican astronaut to aake a 
'space walk' was the late Edward White. He, 
together with Ja1es McDivitt, was a aember of 
the crew of the Gemini \ spacecraft which was 
launched on the.3rd June 1965. Both these 
h ighly-trained astronauts observed, in space, 
a UFO which Ja1es McDivitt described as a 
"cylindrical object that appeared to have arms 
sticking out of it". Antennae perhapsl 
During the sa•e space journey, Astronaut 
McDivitt also observed a moving bright light ,  
at a higher  level than the Gemini craft. over 
Hawaii. This UfO was photographed on 161m. 
fill by McDivitt. 

W.e 11ove forward only six 1onths to DeceMber 
of 1965, with the launching of GeMini 7, 
piloted by Jaaes Lovell and frank Boraan. On 
the �th December, both Borman and Lovel l  had a 
good look at an unidentified object during 
their second orbit. Borman annQunced• "We 
have a bogey at 10 o ' clock h igh". ( ' Bogey ' is 
official jargon of the U.S. Air force meaning 
an un identified object). The officials  at the 
ground control station asked h im to take a 

closer look to see if it was their booster 
rocket. Borman replied, '�e know where the 
booster is. This is an actual sighting !" An 

actual sighting of what?? Apart from this 
brief conversation recorded on official Tape 
No.�3 of the Gemini 7 flight, there has been 
no further comment from either NASA - or the 
astronauts. 

So much for 1965. Up came 1966, and with 
it another UfO sight ing - this time by 
Astronaut John Young after going into orbit on 
the 18th July 1966. Young radioed back to 
earth saying, '�e have two bright objects up 
here in our orbital path. I don ' t  th ink they 
a re stars - they look like we ' re going right  
a long with them". When the Manned Spacecraft 
Center in Houston requested � bearing on them, 
Young replied, "They just disappeared • I 
guess they were satellites of SOie·kind". 

Three of the foregoing reports were studied 
in great detail  by the recent two-year 
"Scientific Study· of Unidentified flying 
Objeets" which was sponsored by the U.S. Air 
force at the University of Colorado, with 
Dr. Edward U. Condon as d irector. As his 
principal investigator into the ast ronaut-oro 
cases, Dr. Condon chose Dr. Franklin E. Roach , 
P rofessor Adjoint in the Astro-geophyslcs 
Department of the University of Colorado. 
Dr. Roach is a lso a consultant to NASA and has 
done research at va rious  governmental 
agencies, including the National Bu reau of 
Standards, and has taught  at the University of 
Arizona. 

·rn his report of McDivitt ' s  sighting from 
Gemini 4 in June 1965, Or.·Roach ·says, "I had 
a conversation with Astronaut McDivitt on the 
3rd October 1967, about his sighting and re­
produce here my summary of the conversation .  
McDivitt saw a cylindrical-shaped object with 
an antenna-l ike extension. It was not 
possible to est imate its distance, but it did 
not appear ·as a ' point ' .  It gave a white o r  
silvery appearance a s  seen against the day 
sky. The Gemini spacecraft was in free 
drifting flight somewhere over the Pacific 
Ocean. One still was taken of the UFO plus 
some movie exposures on black and white film. 
The impression was not t�at the object was 
moving pa ra llel with the spacecraft, but 
rather that it was closing in, and that it was 
nearby. The reaction of the astronaut was 
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that it might be necessary to take acHon· to 
avoid a collision •• • •• •  ". 

"It is McDivitt's opinion that the object 
was probably some unmanned satel lite. The 
North American Air Defence Command made an 
investigation of possible satel lites and came 
up with the suggestion that the object might 
have been Pegasus, which was 1,200 miles away 
at the time. McDivitt questions th is ident­
ification •• • ••• ". 

"A preliminary identification of the object 
as Pegasus is su·spect. When fu l ly  extended, 
Pegasus-B has a Maximum dimension of 29.3 
metres, wh ich �orresponds to 1/20 minutes of 
arc at a distance of 2,000 kilometres (about 
1,200 miles). This is much too sma l l  an 
angular extension for the structure of the 
craft to be resolved and thus does not agree 
with McDivitt ' s  description of ' arms sticking 
out '  •••••• "· 

Dr. Roach ends h is extensive scientific 
analysis of astronaut uro sightings thus: 
"The training and perpicacity of the astro­
nauts put .their reports of sightings in the 
highest category of �redibility. They are 
always meticulous in describing the facts, 
avoiding any tendentious interpretations •• • •  ". 

"The three unexplained sightings (examined 
by Professor Roach) which have been gleaned 
from a great mass of reports, are a challenge 
to the analyst. £special ly puzzling is the 
first one on the l ist, the daytime sighting of 
an object showing details such as a rms pro­
truding from a body having a noticeable 
angular extension". 

It seems that Dr. Roach ' s  study for the 
Condon P roject convinced him that the curiou s  
flying objects seen by the astronauts were 
indeed UfOs. Such a pity that Or. Condon 
cou ld not be convinced by the evidence. But 

then he didn ' t  want to be convinced did he? 

I think it is worthwhile, at this point, to 
remind you of a statement made by a 
much more forward-thinking scientist, 
Dr. Stanton T. friedman, an Astronuclear 
Physicist from the Westinghouse Astronuclear 
laboratory at Pittsbu rgh , Pennsylvania, U.S.A. 
In a paper presented at the Hearings before 
the Committee on Science and Astronautics, 
U.S. House of Representatives, on 29th July, 
1968, Or. f riedman said, "I have concluded 



that the earth is being visited by 
intelligently controlled vehicles whose origin 
is extraterrestrial. This doesn't mean I know 
where they come from, why they are here, or 
how they ope rate.

The only infon�ation we can give you in reply to your letter of Novembe r 17 is the 
following note made by our space reporter·after astronaut  Gordon Cooper 's  flight: 

"Du ring the orbital flight of astronaut Cooper, West Australian journalists covered 
the event from the offices of the Department of Supply, the Australian federal Government agency 
through which N.A.S.A. ope ratts in .this country. 

"This office is in Perth, but was connected by telephone and amplifier with the 
operations room at the Muchea tracking station, \0 miles north of the city • 

"Soon .after Cooper ' s  spacecraft passed over our coast on his 15th orbit I received 
news from a local TV station, whose staff were trying to obtain a possible sighting of faith 7, 
of a bright flash in the sky, described as of green colour. A few moments later my office 
telephoned me to report that it was receiving calls from Perth people who had also seen a light 
in the sky. 

· 

"1 passed these reports on to the Muchea t racking staff and later received the 
reply that  it was not possible for anyone there to determine defi�itely whether the light was 
connected with the project� Muchea also reported that some of the Co111111onwealth ( or federal) 
Police which guard the station had also reported the light. 

'�e, the journalists, in the absence of confirmation by Muchea, worked out the re­
entry time for the Xenon lights and agreed that the timing would almost exactl1 coincide with 
the light seen. 

"But it must be appreciated that at this stage we were not aware that a majority of  
sightings were reported to  be  of  a light t ravelling in  an  east-west direction. 

"At The West Australian office, meanwhile, further telephoned reports were being 
received of the sighting. More p�ople than usual were looking at the skies that evening because 
we had reported in The West Aust ralian that a sighting of faith 7 might be possible on the 1�th 
and 15th orbits. 

"The reports received came fr011 as far north as Muchea and as far south as B ridge­
town, a north-south coverage of some 200 miles. 

"Had we been awa re that astronaut Cooper had a lso reported the east·west light,  we 
might hav·e treated the matter differently. As it was, it was not until we received a lett e r  
from los Angeles i n  July that w e  knew o f  this. 

"I checked again then with the staff at Muchea and I understand that they were not 
aware of Cooper's sighting. 

"It is possible, therefore, that a lthough Cooper reported having seen the east-west 
light whil• crossing over Western Australia, he did not report it until he was in voice contact 
with Woomera tracking station, sOMe 1,700 silts east of Perth."

' lANDING PADS ' tN AUSTRAliA. 

' NESTS '  AND 

On the  19th January 1966, Mr . George Pedley 
was passing the property of his neighbour, 
Mr.  Albert Pennisi , when he observed an un· 
identifiable object rise and take off at g reat 
speed with an ear-piercing, hissing noise, 
fr01 Horseshoe Lagoon on the property. 

The object, which was observed from a 
distance of about 25 ya rds, was about 25 feet 
in diamete r, 9 feet in height and blue-grey in 
colour. It spun at a terrific rate as it rose 
vertically to about 60 feet and then made a 
shallow dive and rose sharply, travelling at a 
fantastic speed. He saw no portholes or 
antennae and there was no sign of life either 
in or about the object. 

He had passed this spot the evening before 
and a ll had seemed �uite nor;al ,  with green 
grass·like reeds protruding up to three feet 
above the surface of the lagoon, which is four 
to five feet deep. However, the waterho le 
now displayed an a rea of 30 feet in diameter 
where reeds had been flattened as if by the 
weight of something on it. Mr. Pedley stated 
that  the reeds '�ere without exception bent 
below water level ,  dead and swirled a round in 
a clockwise manner, as  if they had been sub­
jected to some terrific rotary force."  
{Note : rota ry force suspected in the 
Ta�my Melbourne case. ) 

Mr. Alf. Macdonalij, who is a Stock Routes 
Inspector for NorthJrn Queensland, dived, with 
Mr. Pennisi and a me1ber of the local Police, 
into the waterhole. On inspection, he 
gained the impression that "soae force has 
sucked the roots up cleanly  into the floating 
'nest ' · · · "· He said, "There was no stubble

The University of Queensland stated that 
"the •nests ' could have been the resu lt of 
severe tu rbulence, wh ich noreally accoepanies 
line squalls and thunderstores in North 
Queensland at that time of year. " 

In a coamunication to Mr. P . E .  Norris, who 
was then President of the C0110nwealth Aerial 
Phenomena Investigation Organisation (CAPIO), 
the Secreta ry, Department of Air, Canberra, 
attempted to ' talk away ' the 30 ft. ' neSt ' 
with the following state1ent,  "Th is whirling 
mass of t ropica l  air associated with thunder­
storm activity, on reaching the earth ' s  
surface, may dissipate and subside or persist 
giving rise to dust eddies, water spouts etc. , 
leaving telltale circular patterns on the 
g round .

Was it that in January 1966 we had just 
commenced having the type of weather  condit­
ions that would create these ' nests ' or had we 
on ly just begun to notice things as  ' nests '? 
I wou ld be more inclined to think that the 
' landing pads ' had more recently a rrived 
because in the a rticle THE TUlLY ' NESTS ' ,  
written for our number 5 magazine by a meteor­
ologist, weathe r patterns in the a rea over a 
lengthy period were extensively covered and no 
' nests ' had previously been reported. 

The · flne weather conditions of the previous 
night (Jan. 18th),  with lack of hot winds and 
searing century temperatures, could not 
account for the dead reeds in the lagoon the 
following Morning and the sun had been up for 
only a brief time. Nor could it be understood 
why, if a ' local wind storm ' had managed to

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At f irst there was one ' plane appa rently 
obse rv ing the object but before long others 
joined it, tota lling five in a l l. The sma l l  
aircraft ,  which t h e  ch ildren cla imed were 
mostly Cessnas, t ried to follow the object 
which wou ld occasionally accelerate back and 
forth from east to west. 

This Society made various enqu iries at the 
Moorabbin airport (small  ' plane a i rport) only 
to discover that none of the pilots had re­
ported anyth ing out of the ordinary, yet they 
had played a • cat  and mouse '  game with the 
UFO! 

Perhaps in those days chasing a UFO, or 
being chased by one,  was not so exceptional ;

PUZZLED POLITICIAN . 

Another report to h it the news headl ines 
was that of the SAUCER IN AN MP ' s  SACALINE. 
This was published in the Melbourne He ra ld on 
the 24th April,  1969. 

Mr. I .  Robinson, a .member of the Hou se of 
Representatives, had been asked by h is sha re 
farmer on Sunday 20th April  to have a look at 
some st range damage to h is sacaline c rop. 
(Saca line is a foqder crop somewhat s imilar to 
maize and in this case was about 10 ft. tall. ) 
The a rea affected was - about 60 feet by 25 feet 
and had been smashed to the g round by some 
mysterious force. In a report to the 
Melbourne Age, Mr. Robinson commented that "it 
seems feasible that only some phenomenon such 
as a flying saucer  could f la tten th e  saca l ine 
crop in such a strange way. " 

· 

Mr. Robinson ' s  farm is on the Richmond 
River, abou t  60 mi les f rom Grafton, on the 
northern New Sou th Wales coast. The pre­
vai ling · winds on the prev ious night had been 
fro• the south, yet the crop had been 
flattened in the opposite 'di rection as had a 
smaller  patch a few ya rds from the larger 
a rea. Mr. Robinson said, "I am a bit puzzled 
but I can find no other  explanation. " 

However, once again the officials came to 
the rescue with an explanat ion! Mr. Downes, a 
resea rch scientist with CSI RO , stated to the 

Canbe r ra T imes tha t  sacal ine was a ve ry top­
h eavy crop subject to ' lodging '  or fal l ing 
ove r  and flattening. Dr. Downes said, 
'�oistu re st ress , · charcoal rot, fungus or 
wind, or a combination of these could easily 
cause it  to fal l  ove r. The fact that only a 
small  section of the crop · was affected was 
consistent with patch iness of soils. " 

Su rely, even if the crop had been affected 
by these possible ' causes • ,  the a ffect would 
be to . fall with the wind direction and not 
against it. Obviously the public is not 
expeoted to think for itself  - just to accept. 
But i t ' s :IY guess that fungus or rot is taking 
over at h igher  levels than th is sacal ine crop! 

GOLFING UFONAUTS.

Reviewing an a rt icle written by our 111ber 
Ivan T. Sanderson for (August) Argosy for whoa· 
he ls Science Editor. 

The writer cOMences by saying  that "four 
yea rs ago, Russia ' s  luna-9 and A�erlca ' s  
Orbiter-2 both photographed groups o f  solid 
structu res at two widely separated . locations 
on the Lunar surface. These two groups of 
objects a re arranged in definite ge011tric 
patterns and appear to have been placed there 
by intelligent beings. Since American space 
officials have chosen not to publicize these 
findings, ou r readers are probably not aware 
of their axlstence.u 

Photographs revealed two straight l ines of 
equidistant stones that look 11�e. markers on 
an a irport runway. 

S0111ething very puzzling was noted by the 
Russian scientist Dr .  s. IvanOv who said that 
the second and third photos were ta�en at  
slightly different angles, but why the  lunar  
station changed its position between these two 
t rans•issions is not known. 

MOON SPIRES . 

These spires on the moon have caused a 
great deal of specu lation for . a number of 
years and thi s  is probably the first time they 
have been described at length. 

Two sets of photographs- are co�tpared, one 
set taken by the Russian luna-9 in the Ocean 
of Storms, the other by Orbiter-2, 2,000 •iles 
away, in the Sea of T ranqu ility. 

The Orbiter-2 cameras were _ _  direCted 
stra ight down, but showed what appeared to be 
shadows of eight spires. 
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Estimates of the height of the spires vary 
in both cases but Soviet Space Engineer 
Alexander Abramov came forward with a somewhat

startling geOMetrical analysis of the a rrange· 
1ent of these objects, which produced a 
pattern known in ancient Egypt as an ' abaka ' .  
He stated that the centres of the spires of 
the lunar abaka a re arranged in precisely the 
sa1e way as the apices of the three great 
pyraaids. .

Apparently NASA did not consider the photo­
g raphs of any g reat ilport saying that "Yes, 
we know of these photographs and they were 
very clear, but there has been no speculation 
on thea and they have been filed for now. " 

In this interesting a rticle we are in­
�orltd of a remarkable publication released b{ NASA in · 1968, entl tled "Chronologies 
Catalogue of Reported Lunar Events", which 
lists lights, both stationery and aoving, SOM 
perfectly circular craters and other arste�· 
ious pheftOiena. Others have noted gigantic 
brldgellke structures under which the sun 
shone. It is pointed out too, that •any 
apparently man-aade structures seen on ea rth 
fr01 a great altitude, proved to be simply 
mitural phenOiena. 

This article points out that the Russians 
have been searching for possible life in outer 
space for many years, in fact much research 
has been done on early history showing that, 
if aliens froa outer space did not inhabit the 
earth , they at least may have had bases here 
and that the Obelisks and pyra1ids as well as  
other earth Mysteries may have been used as 
aa rkers for these space travellers. 

This a rticle aay well be the beginning of 
1011 very interesting research into these 
ancient •wonders '  of this world.

In January last, in company with another 
Society member, I journeyed to the Hamilton 
area to investigate a reported uro landing 
site at Oartmoor · - about 50 miles west of 
Hamilton and about 20 miles from the · South 
Australian border. The incident had received 
front page coverage in ' The Hamilton 
Spectator ' and we were very fortunate on this 
trip in having the personal attention of 
Mr. Kevin Balkin, . Chief of Staff of that 
paper, who acted as our informant and guide 
and generally filled us in on the local scene. 

The phenomenon was reported by Mr. Tom 
Melbourne, a batche lor farmer of some twenty 
years stand ing in the district, who l ives 
alone in a farmhouse near the Glenelg River 
about 2 miles f rom Oartmoor. 

When we reached the farmhouse, at about 
2. 30 p.m. , we met Mr. Melbourne - a most 
friendly and cooperative man - and on the way 
to the area he told us his story. About three 
weeks previously he had been setting rabbit 
traps about a quarter of a mile from his hou se 
when h e  noticed a swath cut iri the bracken. 
This swath was some 40 yards long and 4 feet 
wide. About 200 yards from the river, it ran 
north and south starting just inside a fence 
adjoining a track and ending on the brink of a 
100 ft. drop to the valley be low . 

Arriving at the site I inspected the strip. 
At first it did not seem very impressive to 
me - a city slicker - but, after Tom explained 
it to me as seen through the eyes of a bushman 
with the instincts of a black-tracker to whom 
every crushed blade of grass tells a story, it 
began to take on significance. The bracken 
a l ong the strip had been cut, frayed and 
twisted. The fern stalks were cut off about 
1 2  inches from the ground and were virtually 
sh redded for  about 6 inches from the top. 
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Tussocks o f  grass along the strip had been 
violently tw isted in a clockwise direction. 
Tom said he had racked his brains for an ex­
planation for weeks but had been unable to 
find one. He said it could not have been made 
by a mower, slasher, scythe or any other blade 
instrument. Even a person beating the ferns 
with a stick or blade wou ld not have produced 
such an effect. 

Running up the hill to join the .ain strip 
a re other swathes ; these definitely indicate 
an aerial object landing as they are clipped 
off at the top at the fu rthest point fr01 the 
main strip and are gradua lly cut off' lower 
down until they merge with the main strip. I 
noticed that the a rea of broken bracken went 
right under a small overhanging tree whose­
branches, none of which seeaed to have been 
damaged , began a few feet o�f the ground. 
However, adjacent to this tree, a s�all sap­
ling had been bru ised and cut at a point about 
2 feet off the ground. The sap was oozing out 
of it. I estimated that a craft of about 
10 to 15 feet in diameter could have fitted 
into this area under the tree. 

One of the questions was - what could have 
caused this particular type of shredding of 
the bracken? I picked up a fern stalk and 
began to twist it. Bracken is very tough but 
finally it broke and ' Presto' it pFoduced 
precisely the same effect ! Looked at in con­
junction with the twisted tussocks of grass, 
it appeared that something had violently 
twisted the bracken until it btoke off. It 
would require a considerable force to do this. 
A willy willy was considered, but was rejected 
as being not strong enough. Also, the 
branches of the tree were undisturbed, 
although the bracken under the tree was broken 
in like manner. There have been many reports 
of rotating uros and, of course, the Tu lly 
'nests ' in Queensland had been violently 
twisted. 

Since my investigation there Mr. Melbourne 
has, according to reports, discovered a 
further ' launching site ' on his property. 
Although he has not seen any UFOs (he says he 
does not keep a look-out), a number of UfOs 
have been reported in the Heywood-Cashmore 
areas nearby. 

Al l I can say is that if uros d id not cause

AUSJRALIAN fiLM CASE SHEDS liGHT 
ON OFFICIAl U . F.O. ATTITUDE. 

Australian UFO researchers have long 
debated the well-springs of the i r  count ry ' s  
official attitude t o  uros. 

The local supporters of the "Grand Cover­
Up" theory a rgue that the RAAF has a lways 
maintained liaison with the USAF on UFOs and 
possesses infonaation fr01 that body which 
supports the conviction that UFOs a re inter­
planetary spaceships. This conclusion is 
assiduously withheld froa the general public 
and presUiably fr01 the nation ' s  elected 
representatives, who aanifest · little or no 
interest in the phen01enon even when, as 
recently happened, ont of the ·�tery devices 
landed practically in one of their own 
member ' s  back yard. 

The supporters of the ''Grand Foul-Up" 
theory argue that the RAAf is poorly equipped 
f r� a technologica l  and philosophica l  point 
of view to investigate UFOS qua spaceship� 
and is quite happy to abdicate· the field and 
to depend entirely on information 1ade. avail­
able by the USAF for answering the occasiona l  
question asked i n  the House b y  soae Melber 
moved into action (usually at election tl1e) 
by one or other . of the private Australian 
investigatory groups. 

Thus, . a recent exchange of correspondence 
between the Minister for Air  and a Victorian 
UFO researcher resulted in the latter 
receiving a virtual  cart-load of material, 
including a photostat of a page f rom the 
Condon Report. Proof that someone in the Air

The spasmodic natu re of the RAAr invest ig­

ation has always been superficia lly appa rent 
to even the most inexperienced researcher.  

Were the Austra lian authorities convinced 
that  uros a re interplaneta ry spacesh ips it 
wou ld be reasonable to assu;e that the 

o f f ic i a l  UFO invesU.ga t ion wou ld be con t a ined 
in a p rogramme a ccorded the h ighe s t pr io r it y 
and generous a l locJtion of pub l ic funds.  The  
Gove rnmen t  wou ld n o  doubt be anx iou s  to secu re 
f u r t he r  and p referably defin i tive ev idence as 
to the v i t a l  quest i ons of origin and pu rpose 
of the v i s itors,  as we l l  as valuable informat­
ion of a technological n a tu re. 

P rio r i ty wou ld  then be g iven to the i nve st­
i ga t i on of mu l t iple  wi tness sight ings, c lose 
approa�hes and ,  in pa r t i cu l a r ,  photog�aph ic 
cases. 

That this i s  not  the case has been evident 
in numerous sigh t in gs reported dur ing the l�st  
decade,  i n  pa rticu la r :  

1 .  The G i l l  series o f  sightings in New Gu inea ,  
in  1 959, invo lving the close approach of 
UfOs on two n igh ts  in the view of  th i rty­
n ine  wi tnesses. Of ficial invest igat ion was 
bel a ted ly  ca r ried ou t as a resu l t  of the 
vi rtual  ha rassment of RAAf Inte l ligen ce by 
th e Victor ian U . f . O .  Research Society .  

2. T h e  B a lwyn pola ro i� colou r photograph o f  
1 965. 

3. The  H a l lam ser ies of six photograph s of 
1 967. 

Each of t he phoiograph ic  cases was support­
ed by corrobora tive ev idence and the photo­
g ra�h s  themselves w i thstood ca refu l expe rt  
ana lys i s. B oth case s were exhaust ive l y  pub­
l ished by the va r i ous news med i a ,  but no 
officia l investigation has been unde rtaken to 
t h i s  day.  

But  the most  en l ightening case  in  re lat ion 
to Aust ral ian o ff icia l pol i cy i s  the 
Por t  Mo resby f i lm case of Augu st , 1 953, whe re 
T . P . D ru ry, Reg iona l D i rector of the Depa r t ­
men t of C i v i l  Av ia t ion in NH� Gu ine�, secu red 
a 16 m. m. colou r mov ie f i lm shot  through a 
t elephoto lens of a bu l let shaped object 
f lying at g reat s�eed ove r  Port Mor�sby. 
Being in a position to know wha t kinds of d i r­
craft we re f ly ing in the T e r r itory and 
consequen t l y  d istu rbed by the na tu re o f  wha t 
he haJ seen , D rury presen ted himse l f  to the 
RAAf repre sentotive in Port Mo resby and hcnded 
h im the f i lm. 

Nex t mon t h ,  the t hen Min ister  for A i r ,  
Mr .  W .  McMa h � ·n ,  t o l d t h e  H ouse o f  Rep re-sent­
j t ives tha t  the RAAF had secu red a f i lm o f  a 
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U FO und had sen t i t  to the Un ited States A i r  
F orce for eva l u a t ion . 

No subsequent  in format ion has been forth­
co�ing and the RAAF , a s  recen t l y  a s  1 965, 
den ied �ny fu r ther knowledge of  the sigh t ing .  

Neve r the less , con fi rma tion o f  M i n is t e r  
McMahon's statement is  bela ted l y  provided by 
the recent l y-declass i f ied "USAf Projects 
Grudge and Bluebook Repo rts 1 -1 2" publ ished 
by N ICAP whi ch l i sts  the Port Moresby s igh t ing  
aga inst  the evaluat ion o f  "Insu fficient Data"  
(p3ge 234 ) .  

In  the l i gh t  of th is  recen t e v idence the 
conclusion appears  inescapable that the 
Austra l iar. Gove rnn·en t ' s  UFO i nvestigation 
e ffort  is at be st a low pr ior ity project and 
that heavy re l ian ce is  placed on the  Un i ted 
States authorit ies  for ass istance in evaluat­
i on of UfO ev idence .

3. This abundant glass ; the radioactivity in 

the luna r rocks ; the rocks ' h igh density 
compa red w ith the rest of the Moon ; thei r  
strange chemical make-up ; - all  this seems 
to indicate, according to Or.  Paul Gast of 
Columbia University, an evolutionary 
h istory very diffe rent from that . of Earth, 
In other words, it cou ld have originated a 
long way away, and entered our g ravitation­
al field by chance ,  causing a cataclysm of 
global proportions. 

4. The abundance of g lass points to the fact 
that the Moon lUst have been greatly heated 
at s01e tiae in the past, (1Uch more than 
the local heating caused by striking 
meteorites). The lunar rocks were quite 
clearly 1elted long ago, and the evidence 
see1s · to indicate tha t  the heating went 
very deep under the surface. (See note at 
conclusion of this a rticle). 

One has often wondered why lunar  ' crate rs '  
a re s o  dissimilar t o  terrestrial  craters. 
Some brave writers have sensibly pointed out 
that they look for al l  the world l ike the 
' craters ' temporarily made in liqu id matte r, 
when it boils, or when objects or  d rops of 
l iqu id fal l  into it. A llow drops of water to 
fa l l  slowly into a basin of water, and ' luna r 
craters ' will appear in the water, together  
with their  typical  centra l conesJ One wonders 
whether  the surface of the Moon - so fa r from 
being made of g reen. cheese - was once a 
boiling mass of l iquifieu rocks that suddenly 
congea led, retaining those strange shapes. 
Could its sudden a rriva l near Earth have 
caused the heating? Could its assuming of a · 

regu lar orbit suddenly a llow it to cool off 
du ring the long lunar n ight? All we know now, 
is tha t  the Moon has not been a continuously 
evolving place like the-rirth, and that the 
rate of meteorite h its and the formation of 
new craters has been far less than was former­
ly supposed. In fact, even ou r scientists 
know very little, still :  . We all  have much 
more to learn. 

Noth ing of all this has any direct bear­
ing on u fology. But the UfOs have been with 
u s, according to the existing monumental pile 
of  evidence ,  for thousands of yea rs1· and 
certa in inexplicable phenomena ,  as  we 1 as 
certain d ramatic changes f rom time to time, 
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have been observed on the Moon . We a re still  
a long way f rom delving deeply into lunar 
secrets. But one wonders whether u fologica l 
studies cou ld perhaps be focused more on ou r 
sate llite, in future. It cou ld wel l  be that  
the  principa l interest of  the  visiting 
u fonauts l ies on ou r Moon, and that . Earth 
interests them only as a curious phenomenon , 
peopled by humans with whom they like to play 
at experiments in cross-breeding, as  an 
indoor-sport; Earth, so close to the Moon, 
could be ideal  for their  week-end jaunts, when 
they feel the urge to ' let thei r hair down • .  

I t  has been said that the Moon may turn out 
to be a happy hunting-ground for our  ainers; 
and · if  its origin lies far outside of ou r 
Solar Syste•, its mineral content might be 
both different and ext remely valuable. 
Perh aps that is  what the ufonauts a re after • • •  

Note : I n  h is  WORLDS IN COLLISION , Doctor 
Immanuel Velikovsky states in Chapter 4, that 
two celestial bodies came perilously close ' to 
one another, and that, distu rbed in thei r  
rotation, they developed heat. In  fact, h e  
brings forward much evidence fr01 t he  past, 
that there was at  least one period of great 
heat and dark clouds on th is Earth. I know 
that, in the above book, a ll  this  is taken to 
indicate a near approach of Venus (then a new 
Comet).  However, legends have a habit of 
confusing different incidents, and they often 
become welded into one : it is by no •eans 
impossible that the re may · h ave been two or 
more such periods, and that the legends fr01 
diffe rent parts of the world may be referring 
to different cataclysms - for, of course, they 
a re not dated. If one of these near­
-collisions  happened to be with what is now 
our Moon, one can understand why it shows 
signs of great heating ; presumably the Earth ,  
with i t s  la rge quantity o f  water vapour, fared 
better than the Moon in th is ordeal,  and l ife 
was not altogether wiped out here. But the 
legends do indicate tha t  for 1any yea rs, the re 
were th ick, dark clouds overhead, so that the 
sky seemed very low, and vegetation was great-
ly inhibited du ring that t ime. It 
is, nowadays, fash ionable to ignore 
Doctor Vel ikovsky ' s  a rguments and massive 
evidence. But a truly scientific researcher  
will ignore noth ing, in  his quest for  what may 
be the truth.
